A TRANSCRIPT OF THE PROCEEDINGS OF A REGULAR MEETING OF THE HUBBARD COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS HELD ON FEBRUARY 18, 2009, AT 9:00 0'CLOCK A.M.

A regular meeting of the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners was held on February 18, 2009, at 9:00 a.m. with Commissioners Carlson, Devine, Larson and Johannsen and County Coordinator, Jack Paul present.  Commissioner Robinson was absent.


The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all.


The meeting was called to order by Vice Chairman, Donald Carlson.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the agenda was approved, as submitted.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the minutes of the regular meeting held on February 4, 2009, were approved, as submitted.


There was no public input.


Auditor/Treasurer:  On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the payment of the regular bills and the auditor’s warrants for February 6, and February 13, 2009, were approved, as discussed.


Auditor/Treasurer, Pam Heeren distributed the breakdown of the 2008 Tax Forfeited Land Settlement and the 2009 Departmental Budgets as finalized on February 4, 2009.


An update was presented regarding tax forfeited Parcel #31.42.05900 in the City of Nevis.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the Land Commissioner was directed to secure the tax forfeited Parcel #31.42.05900 and the County Attorney was requested to contact the family members informing them of a sixty day period for removal of private property naming the Land Commissioner as a contact person.


Public Works:  Public Works Coordinator, David Olsonawski presented the quotes received for purchase of a 2009 4x4 ½ ton pickup for the Natural Resource Management Department as follows:  Nelson Auto Center, Fergus Falls, MN - $22,172.53 (Ford F-150 supercab; Thielen Motors, Park Rapids, MN - $23,000 (Chevrolet Silverado 1500); Thane Hawkins Polar Chevrolet, White Bear Lake, MN - $23,397.00 (Chevrolet Silverado 1500) and Park Rapids Chrysler Center, Park Rapids, MN - $27,778.89 (Dodge Ram Quad Cab).  On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the purchase listed in bold was approved by underlined, low quote above to be paid from budgeted monies.

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

Whereas,  The Board of Commissioners of the County of Hubbard has received a request from Rockwood Township for a public use deed free of charge and


Whereas, the request does meet the requirements for an authorized public use as outlined in M.S. §282.01, Subd. 1a


Now Therefore, Be It Resolved, that the following parcel of tax-forfeited land be conveyed to Rockwood Township for a public use free of charge:

South 504 feet of the West 605 feet of the Southwest Quarter (SW¼) of Section Sixteen (16), Township One hundred Forty-five (145) N, Range Thirty-four (34) W, LESS the South 165 feet of the West 264 feet,

Subject to the following:

1. Reservations to the State of Minnesota of all minerals and mineral rights and all water power rights on said land as provided by law;

2. Prior mineral reservations of record and roadways, restrictions, and easements of record;

3. Existing state leases, permits and licenses.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the following parcels were classified as non-conservation per M.S. §282.01 Subd. 1, as recommended by the Land Commissioner:  1) Parcel No. 10.11.01500, N ½ of SE ¼ of NW ¼ NW¼ Section 11, Township 144 North, Range 32 West; 2) Parcel No. 31.42.05900, Pearson & Halverson’s Add Lots 9 – 12 Blk 4; 3) Parcel No. 32.25.07100, SW ¼ of SE ¼ ex W 479 & Ex S 500 E of W 479 Section 25, Township 140 North, Range 35 W; and 4) Parcel No. 32.25.07110, 25-127A-1 W 470 of N 1000 of SW ¼ of SE ¼ Ex N 227 of W 190 Section 25, Township 140 North, Range 35 West.

Land Commissioner, Bob Hoffman presented the quote received for completion of 2009 site preparation including mechanical trenching and broadcast chemical spraying as follows: Future Forests Inc., Askov, MN - $68/acre trenching; $49/acre Broadcast spray; $108/gallon Garlon XRT and $33/gallon Transline.  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the project listed in bold, by underlined quote listed above was approved to be paid from the Timber Development Fund, as recommended by the Land Commissioner.


Mr. Hoffman presented the quote received for the 2009 tree planting as follows: Superior Forestry Services Inc., Tilly, Arkansas - $48.45/1000.  On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the project listed in bold, by underlined quote listed above was approved to be paid from the Timber Development Fund, as recommended by the Land Commissioner.

Mr. Hoffman presented the quote received for the purchase of tree seedlings for the 2010 planting season as follows:  PRT, Ontario Canada - $69,284.60; MN DNR, Badoura, MN - $49,203; and NC Reforestation, Evansville, MN - $69,035.15.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the purchase in bold, by underlined low quote, above was approved, to be paid from the Timber Development Fund, as recommended by the Land Commissioner.


Mr. Hoffman presented quotes received for completion of 2009 microsite (spotgun) herbicide application  as follows: Roberts Spraying, Battle Lake, MN - $54/acre.  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the project listed in bold, by underlined quote listed above was approved to be paid from the Timber Development Fund, as recommended by the Land Commissioner.


The quotes received for the completion of Band Spray Herbicide Application were presented as follows:  Future Forests Inc., Askov, MN - $50/acre band spray and $68.50/gallon Velpar L and Roberts Spraying, Battle Lake, MN - $30/acre band spray and $67.50/gallon Velpar L.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the project listed in bold, by underlined, low quote above, was approved, to be paid from the Timber Development Fund, as recommended by the Land Commissioner.

Solid Waste Officer, Vern Massie requested Board input regarding the permitting process for the proposed Akeley demolition site.  Discussion followed.  By consensus of the Board, further action was deferred for future review, based on current economy, as recommended by the Solid Waste Officer.

The 2008 Hubbard County Natural Resource Management Department Report was reviewed.


Coordinator:  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously the following contracts were approved with ACS, Park Rapids, MN, as presented:  two, three year contracts for provision of phone lines in the courthouse and LEC and a five year contract for provision of T1 with PRI line rate.

Social Services:  Social Services Director, Daryl Bessler introduced new Social Worker, Holly Halloran, hired January 20, 2009, to the Board.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the following purchase of service agreements were approved as recommended by the Social Services Director:  Upper Mississippi Mental Health Center for Outpatient Mental Health services; Alan Kriz Adult Foster Home for GRH & CADI wavered services; Carol Nelson for guardianship and conservatorship services; and three school/home intervention service contracts with Laporte, Nevis and Park Rapids Schools, as part of the collaborative.


The social services overtime report was presented for the period of January 4, 2009 through February 14, 2009 in the amount of forty-eight hours and twenty minutes.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted and the Social Service Director was authorized to sign grant agreement and amendments, as necessary in the future:

Whereas, Hubbard County operates a transit system; and


Whereas, Hubbard County desires to purchase, through the State of Minnesota Cooperative Procurement Process, a vehicle to be used in the transit system; and


Whereas, the vehicle cost is allocated 20% local share and 80% State/Federal share of the “contract amount”; and


Whereas, Hubbard County staff has reviewed the vehicle options offered by approved multiple contracting vendors; and


Whereas, the staff recommends purchasing a vehicle from Hoglund Bus (Glaval) for the reason of fleet consistency, service and quality;


Now, Therefore, Be It Resolved, that the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners hereby authorizes the purchase of a new transit bus from Hoglund Bus in the approximate amount of 64,945.


Mr. Bessler presented the Income Maintenance Report for January, 2009.

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the payment of the Income Maintenance Agenda, Social Service Agenda and welfare bills was approved, and the following resolution was adopted:

Be It Resolved, That the foregoing record is a true and accurate recording of the official actions and recommendations of the County Board of Commissioners and as such constitutes the official minutes thereof.  Payments of assistance, relief and claims as indicated in these minutes is hereby ordered.


Coordinator:  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the sale of the 1998 Fujitsu Phone System, by bid received from the  Peoples Small Loan Company, Park Rapids, MN in the amount of $100 was approved.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the resignation of Deputy Assessor/Certified Appraiser, Karen Roberts effective March 16, 2009, was accepted, with regrets and a letter of appreciation for twenty-five years of service was authorized.


By consensus of the Board, the cancellation of the scheduled board work session of February 21, 2009 was acknowledged.

On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the purchase of 2005 Microsoft Sequel and MS Office Pro software necessary to operate the Manatron tax system on servers was approved not to exceed $7,500 to be paid from unallocated, undesignated monies with a report of actual cost to the board upon completion.


Sheriff:  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously the following resolution was adopted:

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the aforesaid gifts are hereby gratefully accepted.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the payment of the Park Rapids Fire Department for services rendered during “grenade event” in the amount of $500 was approved to be paid from LEC operation and building maintenance budgeted monies.


The 2008 Dive Team Report was presented.


Dispatch/Jail Administrator, Sherri Klasen presented the following quotes received for purchase of two, locking lateral file cabinets, including tax with no shipping charged, for use in the medical room as required by the Department of Corrections:  The Office Shop, Brainerd, MN - $828.58 and Office Depot, Plymouth, MN - $805.12.  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried 3-1 with Mr. Johannsen voting no, the purchase in bold, by low quote, above was approved to be paid from unallocated undesignated departmental monies.

Chief Deputy Sheriff, Frank Homer presented information regarding out of county prisoner boarding fees.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, a reduction in out of county prisoner boarding fees to $46/day was approved effective March 1, 2009, with review to be completed in six months and the Sheriff’s Office was directed to notify surrounding jail facilities in the area of same.


Community Health Services:  St. Joseph’s Community Health Manager, Chris Broeker presented information regarding Haemophilus Influenzae Disease and information, by state regarding the outbreak of infections caused by Salmonella Typhimurium as of February 15, 2009.  An update of legislative effects on CHS funding was completed along with methods underway to best determine the use of said dollars in our community.


Environmental Services:  On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the certificate of correction for the “Retreat on Steamboat” plat was approved as presented and the Vice Chairman and Coordinator were authorized to sign same.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the final plat of “Firehammer Estates”, Todd Township, Parcel #27.15.01910 was approved as recommended by the Planning Commission and the Vice Chairman and Coordinator were authorized to sign same.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried on a vote of 3-1 with Mr. Carlson voting no, the Conditional Use Permit Application #1-CU-09 for “Sunset Lodge”, Lake Emma Township, Parcel ID #’s 16.40.00200, 16.20.01400 and 16.20.01700 was approved with conditions as outlined below and the Planning Commission Findings of Fact were adopted with item #3 amended as follows:  They will have to do whatever erosion prevention control measures that are necessary.

1. The fish cleaning house must be moved out of the shore impact zone.  The fish cleaning house must be either removed entirely or relocated to a location meeting all setback requirements.

2. The first sentence of Item 10 found in the “Conditional Use Application No.1-CU-09 Conditions and Restrictions” application addendum is the only portion of that Item that is approved.  The balance of Item 10 is eliminated as a condition of this approval.

3. The subsequent plat application that is required to accompany this conditional use application must be completely approved within one year of the date the County Board of Commissioners takes action on this conditional use permit application.

4. The conversion of the resort to a residential planned unit development must occur within three years of the date the County Board of Commissioners takes action on this conditional use permit application.

5. The septic systems must be updated to residential sizing-per the submitted designs in the conditional use permit application-prior to issuance of the conditional use operating permit.

6. Unit 4 must be reconstructed on its alternate location as shown on the application’s site plan sketch if/when reconstruction is ever desired or required.

7. No changes to the Units’ exterior dimensions are allowed.

8. No new accessory structures may be constructed anywhere on the property involved in this conditional use permit application.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the Shoreland Ordinance violation was referred to the County Attorney for litigation, if necessary.


Coordinator:  By consensus of the Board, the County Attorney was directed to include payment of pro-rated real estate taxes in the purchase agreement being drafted for the purchase of land near the south transfer station, as discussed.


County Attorney, Don Dearstyne presented information to the Board regarding his application and selection for participation in a grant providing the services of a summer intern with minimal cost to the county to be paid from drug forfeiture monies.  Discussion followed.  A motion was made by Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen to approve the participation in the summer intern grant program.  The motion failed on a vote of 2-2 with Mr. Larson and Mr. Carlson voting no.

Committee Reports:  The projected completion date for the Heritage Cottage construction was reported to be May 15, 2009.  It was reported that plans for the 2009 fair sponsored by the Shell Prairie Agricultural Association were underway.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, Mark Bethel was appointed as District 2 representative on the Extension Committee with a term ending on December 31, 2010.

On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the meeting was adjourned at 1:42 p.m.
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
