A TRANSCRIPT OF THE PROCEEDINGS OF A REGULAR MEETING OF THE HUBBARD COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS HELD ON MARCH 4, 2009, AT 9:00 0'CLOCK A.M.

A regular meeting of the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners was held on March 4, 2009, at 9:00 a.m. with Commissioners Carlson, Devine, Larson and Johannsen and County Coordinator, Jack Paul present.  Commissioner Robinson was absent.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all.


The meeting was called to order by Vice Chairman, Donald Carlson.


On motion of Mr. Larson seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the agenda was approved as submitted.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the minutes of the regular meeting held on February 18, 2009, were approved, as submitted.


There was no public input.


Auditor/Treasurer:  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the payment of the regular bills and the auditor’s warrants dated February 20, and February 27, 2009, were approved as submitted.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the payment of the 2009 Soil and Water Conservation District (SWCD) allocation in the amount of $22,000, was approved, by auditors warrant.

On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the following license applications were approved, upon completion of proper paperwork:  Beer Mapleridge Golf Course, Helga Township and Fair Havens Golf Course, Straight River Township and Tobacco Petro Petes, Park Rapids, MN.

Public Works:  Public Works Coordinator, David Olsonawski presented the following bids for completion of SAP 29-619-004, base and bituminous on CSAH 19 & Cass County CSAH 40 as follows: Central Specialties Inc., Alexandria, MN - $1,444,771.90; Anderson Brothers, Brainerd, MN - $1,501,070.03; Tri-City Paving, Little Falls, MN - $1,615,678; Mark Sand & Gravel, Fergus Falls, MN - $1,636,701; and Knife River Materials, Bemidji, MN - $1,710,412.09.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the project listed in bold, by low underlined bid above, was approved.  Mr. Olsonawski clarified that Hubbard County’s portion of the above project will be $751,551.50.

On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

Resolution No. 03040901

2009 Spring Road Restrictions


Whereas, because of rain, snow, frost and usual spring climate conditions, public roads may be seriously damaged unless restrictions are imposed as to weight of vehicles to be operated thereon, and


Whereas, as per Minnesota Statutes §169.87, Subdivision 2, no person shall operate any vehicle or combination of vehicles upon any county highway or county state aid highway where the gross weight on any single axle exceeds five tons and the gross weight on consecutive axles shall not exceed the gross weight allowed as defined in Minnesota Statutes §169.822 to 169.829 multiplied by a factor of five divided by nine, between the dates set by the Commissioner of Transportation each year in the state.


Now, Therefore, Be It Resolved, that given the optional power under Minnesota Statutes §169.87, Subdivision 1, the County Engineer shall erect and maintain signs imposing the cited weight restrictions, during the period determined by the Engineer.  If signs are erected, the restrictions as indicated on the signs shall govern.  If no signs are erected, the five ton gross weight provision per axle shall apply.


Exceptions to the five ton gross weight per axle restrictions are the following roads which will be posted to five (5) ton, seven (7) ton and nine (9) ton. (SEE COUNTY LIST BELOW)

By consensus of the Board, the continuation of extended spring/summer hours, from mid April to mid October, for the south transfer station on Saturdays, 7:30 a.m. to 5:00 p.m., was authorized.

Discussion was held regarding the continuation of the Household Hazardous Waste Mobile Collection service offered in the past.  By consensus of the Board, elimination of this service was approved due to the everyday acceptance of Household Hazardous Waste at the transfer stations currently being offered.


Mr. Olsonawski presented the quotes received for micro filming of the original government running notes for the land survey department as follows:  AMI Imaging Systems, Bloomington, MN - $.50/aperture card and Information Systems Corporation, Fargo, ND - $.75/aperture card.  Discussion followed including the recommendation of the Technology Committee to accept the low quote.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the project in bold, by low, underlined quote, above was approved, as recommended,  to be paid from the Recorder’s Compliance Fund.

Coordinator:  On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the appointment of Ms. Charlie Henry as the District 3 representative to the Housing and Redevelopment Authority (HRA) Board was approved.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, a purchase of service (POS) agreement was approved with Hildi Inc., Minneapolis, MN for completion of an actuary study as required by GASB 43 and 45 to be completed prior to September 30, 2009, in an amount not to exceed $6,000 to be paid from unallocated, undesignated monies and the Vice Chairman was authorized to sign same.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the purchase of two switches for the Public Works Department in the amount of $375 each was approved as recommended by the Technology Committee to be paid from MIS monies.


Sheriff:  Chief Deputy Sheriff, Frank Homer presented quotes received for purchase of a walk thru metal detector, including tax and shipping, for provision of court security as follows:  Peart & Associates, Willmar, MN - $4,206.75; Control Screening, LLC, Hawthorn Woods, IL - $4,359.38 and SecurMar, Crown Point, IN - $4,950.65.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the purchase listed in bold, by low, underlined quote, above was approved to be paid from the Building Fund.

Dispatcher/Jail Administrator, Sherri Klasen presented the quotes obtained for purchase of three shelving unit sets ten (10) per set, including tax and estimated shipping, as follows:  Uline, Eagan, MN - $2,488.06 each set of ten and Cisco-Eagle, Dallas, TX - $3,314.57 each set of ten.  The sets are for jail storage, Sheriff’s Office storage, and for the second evidence room were requested.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the purchase listed in bold, by low, underlined quote, above was approved to be paid from 2009 budgeted equipment money currently being paid from designated monies, for the respective departments listed.

Ms. Klasen presented the Jail Report.

The Board was informed that the resignation of a Road Deputy, Gregory Siera effective March 3, 2009, had been received and discussion was held regarding the possible re-filling of the position with the “hiring freeze” currently in place.  The Sheriff’s Office was encouraged to investigate alternate methods for completion of the necessary duties.


Coordinator:  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the 2009 Purchase of Service (POS) agreement with ProWest & Associates, Walker, MN was approved for the updating of land records programming to be paid from the Recorder’s Compliance Fund.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the ratification of the Local 49, Solid Waste Certified Attendant, three year contract (2009 – 2011) was approved and the Chairman was authorized to sign same.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the 2009 GIZIIBII Resource Conservation & Development Council, Purchase of Service (POS) agreement was approved in the amount of $300.

On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the resignation of Sheriff, Gary Mills effective April 30, 2009, was accepted, with regrets.

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

Historical Society:  Representatives of the Hubbard County Historical Society presented information and recommendation from MHS Historical Architect, Mark Buechel regarding repairs necessary for the preservation and continued use of the old courthouse building.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the Building and Grounds Maintenance Manager and Coordinator were authorized to prepare specifications and obtain bids for the installation of diversion downspouts on the roof and foundation repairs as recommended and discussed, for review by the Board.


Committee Reports:  Commissioners reported on various meetings attended including Senior Nutrition Program, Regional Economic Development and MAHUBE.  It was reported that Klien/McCarthy Architects will be meeting with the Building Committee on March 17 and addressing the Board on March 18, 2009 at 1:00 p.m.


Public Hearing:  At 1:00 p.m. the public hearing was called to order regarding the proposed Amendment #10 of Shoreland Ordinance #17 and Amendment #1 of Subdivision Ordinance #35.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the reading of the notice was waived.  Environmental Services Officer, Eric Buitenwerf reviewed the proposed changes to the respective ordinances.  Public Input was requested.  There being none the public hearing was concluded at 1:10 p.m.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the Shoreland Ordinance #17, Amendment #10 and Subdivision Ordinance #35, Amendment #1 were adopted as follows:
Shoreland Management Ordinance No. 17, Amendment No. 10 – Amendments to: Section 111 Definitions and Section 507.4 Fences

Section 111 Definitions as Used in this Ordinance

FENCE. Any partition, structure, wall, or gate erected as a dividing marker, barrier or enclosure and located along the boundary, or within the required yard property boundaries.

MARKER, DRIVEWAY ENTRANCE. Any non-dwelling unit structure erected adjacent to and/or over a property’s driveway at the point where the driveway bisects the property line and/or road right-of-way boundary and whose sole purpose is to mark and identify the property line and/or road right-of-way boundary. A driveway entrance marker is considered a special structure and is exempt from the setback and permit requirements of this Ordinance.

SPECIAL STRUCTURE. A special structure not subject to one or more setback requirements which have been prescribed by this Ordinance. 

Section 507.4. Fences and Driveway Entrance Markers
For the purposes of this Ordinance, fences are defined as any partition, structure, wall or gate erected within the yard.  Fences must meet the following design criteria:

1.

all fences shall be entirely located upon the property of the person, firm or corporation constructing, or causing the construction of such a fence;

2.

solid fences designed for confinement or privacy purposes are required to meet all  structure setbacks  as stated in Section 502 of this Ordinance with the exception of the side lot line setback;

3.

fences of open air construction may encroach upon the setback from the ordinary high water level as specified in Section 502 of this Ordinance but must be of open air construction and earth tone colors.

4.

construction of fences shall conform to all other applicable local, state, and federal laws.

Fences must meet the following design criteria:

1. All fences shall be entirely located upon the property of the party constructing or causing the construction of such a fence.

2. Fences eight feet in height and lower do not require a permit and do not have to meet structure setback requirements. They may be placed up to the more restrictive of either a property line or road right-of-way boundary.

3. Fences in the area between the ordinary high water mark and structure setback must be constructed in a manner that maintains at least a 50% unobstructed view through the fence.

4. No fence shall be constructed so as to create a hazard for traffic on adjacent roads or obstruct the view for drivers exiting a driveway.

5. Construction of fences shall conform to all other applicable local, state, and federal laws.

6. Exemption. Fences normally associated with agricultural operations such as barbed wire fencing and snow fencing, fences surrounding home gardens, and driveway entrance markers shall be exempt from the requirements of this Ordinance. 

This Ordinance shall be in full force and effective March 26, 2009, after its passage approval, and publication, as provided by law.

Section 4 – Administrative Subdivisions, Subdivision A, General Requirements

Section 4
Administrative Subdivisions
Subdivision A.
General Requirements.


1.
The provisions of this Section shall only apply to those subdivisions classified as Administrative Subdivisions as described as follows:



a.
The following shall be considered an Administrative Subdivision:




1.)
The exchange of abutting land between owners, the addition of land to an existing lot or the relocation of the boundary line between two abutting, existing parcels of property, provided that





a)
the exchange, addition or relocation does not create an additional lot, and
b) the resulting lots(s) comply with all provisions of this Ordinance or the Hubbard County Shoreland Management Ordinance, as applicable any conforming lot prior to the exchange, addition of land, or boundary line relocation remains conforming after the exchange and complies with all provisions of this Ordinance or the Hubbard County Shoreland Management Ordinance, as applicable, and any nonconforming lot prior to the exchange, addition of land, or boundary line relocation becomes more conforming with one or more of the provisions of this Ordinance or the Hubbard County Shoreland Management Ordinance, as applicable, after the exchange, addition of land, or boundary line relocation.
2.)
The subdivision of a lot located outside the Hubbard County Shoreland Management Ordinance jurisdictional area into lots each equal to or greater than five (5) acres in size (which may include public and private road right-of-way) provided that:
a.)
each lot shall have legal access to an existing public road right-of-way via a minimum 33 foot wide ingress and egress easement.
3.)
In the Hubbard County Shoreland Management Ordinance jurisdictional area, the following subdivisions may be allowed:
a. A lot may be subdivided into two lots each less than five acres in size, or into five lots each five acres or more in size. No more than five such lots in combination may be created without platting.
b. All lots created within the Shoreland Management Ordinance jurisdictional area shall comply with the Shoreland Management Ordinance minimum lot size requirements
c. Each lot shall have legal access to an existing public road right-of-way via a minimum 33 foot wide ingress and egress easement

2.
Any subdivision regulated by this Ordinance that is not an Administrative Subdivision as specifically described in subpart 1 above shall be considered a Platted Subdivision.

3.
Lots within a Administrative Subdivision shall be described by Government Subdivision, recorded plat, or metes and bounds. No metes and bounds conveyances shall be allowed without an accompanying certificate of survey from a licensed professional surveyor.
Section 5
Platting Procedure
Subdivision D.
Final Plat.


1.
The final plat shall be in substantial compliance with the preliminary plat and shall incorporate all of the conditions of the County Board approval of the preliminary plat.


2.
The subdivider shall file the final plat no later than one (1) year from the date of approval of the preliminary plat by the County Board or the preliminary plat shall become void unless a request for a time extension is submitted by the applicant and approved by the County Board.

3.
Application Requirements: The subdivider shall submit the following to the Environmental Services Officer:
a. A complete application on a form obtained from the Environmental Services Office.
b.
Two hard shells and one mylar copy copies of the final plat together with one transparent ocpy at a minimum scale of two hundred (200) feet to the inch, along with twelve seventeen (172) 20 22 x 30 34 inch paper copies and eleven twelve (121) 11 x 17 inch paper copies of the final plat that meets the requirements of subpart 5 4 of this Subdivision.  These copies shall conform substantially to the preliminary plat, as approved by the County Board.


c.
The Environmental Services Officer shall notify the subdivider if the submission is found incomplete and shall identify the items required to complete the submittal.
Section 6
Design Standards
Subdivision D.
Roads.


1.
The arrangement of roads shall include consideration to the reasonable circulation of traffic within the subdivision and adjacent existing and future supporting road networks, topographic and environmental conditions, storm water drainage, to public convenience and safety, and the proposed uses of the area to be served.

Where 

3.2.
Where new streets extend adjoining streets, their projects shall be at the same or greater width, but in no case less than the minimum width required herein. Except for cul-de-sacs, streets shall connect with streets already dedicated in adjoining or adjacent subdivisions or shall be a reasonable projection of roads in the nearest subdivided tracts.

4.3.
 Cul-de-sacs are permitted when designed to permit future road extensions into adjoining properties or where topography, environmental, land use or existing conditions justify their use as approved by the County Board. Cul-de-sacs shall include a terminal turn-around which shall be provided at the closed end, with an outside curb or shoulder radius of at least fifty (50) feet and a right-of-way radius of not less than sixty-six (66) feet.

5.4.
Where the subdivision includes only part of the property owned or intended for development by the subdivider or owner, a build out plan illustrating the proposed future road system for the unsubdivided portion may be prepared and submitted by the subdivider or owner.

6.5.
When a lot within a subdivision is large enough to be further subdivided, the lot may be so arranged as to permit the logical location and openings of future roads and appropriate resubdivision, with provision for adequate utility connections for such resubdivision.

7.6.
Roads shall be designed to intersect at approximately right angles, except where topography, environmental or other conditions justify variations


a.
The minimum angle of intersection of roads shall be sixty (60) degrees.


b.
Road intersection jogs with an offset of less than 125 feet shall be avoided.

8.7.
The minimum right of way widths for roads shall be as follows except where existing or anticipated traffic on the roadway warrants greater right of way widths as determined by Mn/DOT and/or the County Engineer and as allowed by law

	100 feet

	Minor Collector Road
	100 feet

	Local Road
	66 feet

	Cul-de-sac turn-around
	132 feet



8.
No public street connection shall be located within a turn lane to another public street or a private driveway.

9.
All plats proposing to access any county road right-of-way shall be reviewed and approved by the Hubbard County Engineer.

10.
Platted roads shall be either private or public per the following requirements:


a.
Private roads



1.)
Shall be conveyed as outlots on the final plat with a dedicated undivided ownership among all lots served by the road. Notice that the road shall never be publicly maintained without official acceptance by the proper road authority shall be recorded on the plat in the dedications, and in the covenants and restrictions



2.)
Shall have a minimum 66 foot wide right of way.



b.
Public roads



1.)
Shall be dedicated to the public on the final plat.




2.)
Shall have a minimum 66 foot wide right of way.




3.)
Shall comply with all provisions of Appendix A.




4.)
Shall be constructed by the subdivider and subsequently approved by the county prior to final plat application except when a subdivider:





a.)
Requests and receives  approval from the County Board during preliminary plat consideration to post a financial guarantee per Section 7, Subdivision A, Item 3 prior to final plat application in lieu of the requirement to construct and receive approval on proposed public roads within the plat prior to final plat application.

11.
Road names shall be approved by the E911 Coordinator and shall not be similar to any other roadway within the County

12.
All platted subdivisions in which the plat does not abut and have legal access to an existing public roadway shall have a minimum 33 foot wide legal, recorded ingress and egress easement legally connecting the plat to the existing public roadway
Section 9
Effective Date
This Ordinance shall be in full force and effective March 26, 2009, after its passage, approval, and publication, as provided by law.
