A TRANSCRIPT OF THE PROCEEDINGS OF A REGULAR MEETING OF THE HUBBARD COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS HELD ON APRIL 15, 2009, AT 9:00 0'CLOCK A.M.


A regular meeting of the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners was held on April 15, 2009, at 9:00 a.m. with all the Commissioners and County Coordinator, Jack Paul present.


The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all.


The meeting was called to order by Chairman, Lyle Robinson.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the agenda was approved, as submitted.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the minutes of the regular board meeting held on April 1, 2009, were approved, as submitted.


There was no public input.


Auditor/Treasurer: On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the payment of the regular bills and the auditor’s warrants dated April 3, and April 9, 2009, were approved as submitted.

Auditor/Treasurer, Pam Heeren presented the following General Revenue reports dated March 31, 2009:  Revenues and Expenditures and the cash balance report.  No action required.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously, the transfer of funds from the Highway to the Solid Waste fund, in the event of a cash balance deficit at end of month, was authorized with monies to be returned upon availability.

On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the Auditor’s Office purchase of headset from North Country Business Products, Bemidji, MN (vendor for original phone system purchase), in the amount of $315.36 plus tax, shipping and handling, was approved to be paid from building fund.


On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the application for a Beer License by Timberlane Lodge, Henrietta Township; On Sale Liquor and Sunday Liquor Licenses by Companeros/Dorset House, Henrietta Township were approved, upon completion of proper paperwork.


Public Works:  Public Works Coordinator, David Olsonawski presented the bids received for CP 29-09-03, Liquid Calcium Chloride as follows:  Dustcoating, Inc., Savage, MN - $494,419.88 and Tri-City Paving, Inc., Little Falls, MN - $514,104.05.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Divine and carried unanimously, the project listed in bold by underlined low bid above was approved to be paid from budgeted monies.  It was clarified that $331,080.82 was county expense of the above bid with $163,330.06 being Township expense.

Land Commissioner, Bob Hoffman presented the quotes received for purchase of “Velpar Liquid” and “Chopper Gen II” herbicide for spotgun treatment projects as follows:  Crop Product Services (CPS) - Dale Sutherland, Bovey, MN - $67/gallon and $125/gallon plus tax, delivered to Park Rapids and Prairie Lakes Coop, Park Rapids, MN - $82.08/gallon and $127.76/gallon plus tax.  On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the purchase listed in bold by underlined low quote above was approved to be paid from Timber Development Fund.


Mr. Hoffman presented the proposed parcels to be included in the upcoming Timber Auction.  By consensus of the Board, the timber auction parcels were approved as presented for the May 12, 2009, Timber Auction beginning at 10:00 a.m. in the LEC ITV Room.

By consensus of the Board, consideration of the Beltrami Electric application for utility easement across tax forfeited land located in the SE1/4 of Section 12, Lakeport Township was referred to a later date, at the request of the applicant.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the installation of a gate on trail off 510th Street in Fern Township was authorized, as recommended by the Land Commissioner.

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously, a preliminary road and utility easement across Government Lot 1, Section 34, T145N, R34W (Rockwood Twp.) was approved, as recommended by the Land Commissioner.

The Highway Department accrued comp time report for the first quarter of 2009 was presented in the amount of 1,044.95 hours accrued.


Coordinator:  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the scheduled Board Work Session for May 13, 2009, was cancelled.

On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the Coordinator was authorized to obtain Request for Proposals (RFP) for county paid life insurance benefit as required by law.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the purchase of service agreement with Klein McCarthy for completion of space needs study was approved and the Chairman was authorized to sign same.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the Manatron purchase of service agreement was approved and the Chairman was authorized to sign same.


Social Services:  Social Services Director, Daryl Bessler reviewed the Social Services Revenues & Expenditures budget report dated March 31, 2009.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the filling of an Office Support Specialist position for period of regular employee FMLA Leave was approved, per proper procedure.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the Social Services Director was directed to draft correspondence in opposition of Governor Pawlenty’s Super 15 proposition and forward same to appropriate parties, as discussed.


On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the amendment to the host county contract with Minnesota State Operated Community (MSOCS) to include Laporte and Park Rapids facilities under the CADI-EW waiver services programs for 2009 in addition to the Akeley Road and Akeley Crossing Foster Home was approved, as recommended by the Social Services Director.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the amendment to the purchase of service contract with Upper Mississippi Mental Health Center (UMMHC) for outpatient mental health services was approved, as recommended by the Social Services Director.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the submission of the Human Achievement & Performance Academy (HAPA) grant application with the county acting as sponsor was approved, as recommended by the Social Services Director.


Mr. Bessler reported the utilization of 68 hours of overtime for the period of February 15, through April 11, 2009, and reported the CY 2008 Case Management Revenue Report; the Mental Heath-Target Case Management Report; Income Maintenance Report and Case Loads experienced in February & March, 2009.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, payment of the Income Maintenance Agenda, Social Service Agenda and welfare bills was approved, and the following resolution was adopted:

Sheriff:  The Sheriff’s Office donations were presented.  Discussion followed directing the Sheriff’s Office to add the donated tools to the Hubbard County inventory and indicate on each the source of the donation.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

Chief Deputy Sheriff, Frank Homer presented information regarding courthouse video security equipment.  Discussion followed with the Sheriff’s Office directed to obtain further information for consideration by the Board.


On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the purchase of Court Administration’s glass security entrance, was approved as discussed, not to exceed $2,200 to be paid from the building fund, with a report to the Board upon completion.

Road Deputy, Jeff Stacey presented an Explorer Program update including benefits to and participation in Hubbard County.

On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, an Educational Leave of Absence was approved, as recommended by Jail/Dispatch Administrator, Sherri Klasen, for Dispatcher/Jailer, William Schlag, beginning May 20, 2009, through July 16, 2009 to attend Hibbing Community College for completion of the skills program there.

Community Health Services (CHS):  St. Joseph’s Community Health Manager, Chris Broeker presented information regarding the Minnesota Health Alert Network (HAN).  Discussion followed with the Board requesting to be included for notifications regarding area information.  Ms. Broeker also provided the 2009 Hubbard County Community Health Survey for completion by the Board.


Environmental Services:  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the final plat of “Guthrie Cemetery First Addition”, Parcel ID #’s 09.13.01011 & 09.13.01031 Guthrie Township, was approved as recommended by the Planning Commission.


Environmental Services Officer, Eric Buitenwerf presented the first draft of the proposed Subsurface Sewage Treatment System (SSTS) Ordinance for review.  Discussion followed.  By consensus of the Board, the review of the SSTS Ordinance will be the topic of the scheduled board work session on June 10, 2009, beginning at 9:00 a.m.

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, a Shoreland Ordinance violation was referred to the County Attorney for litigation, if necessary.

Closed Session:  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the meeting was closed pursuant to M.S. §13D.05, Subd 3b (pending litigation) at 12:45 p.m.  The meeting was re-opened at 1:18 p.m.

County Attorney:  On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the utilization of legal council, Scott Anderson for completion of pending litigation opinion was authorized with payment to be made from the Coordinator’s legal service budgeted monies.

On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the resignation of Assistant County Attorney, Sharon Martens, effective May 2, 2009, was accepted, with regrets and a letter of appreciation for years of service with the county was authorized.

By consensus of the Board, the refilling of the vacant Assistant County Attorney position was referred to July for further consideration and review by the Board.

Committee Reports:  Reports provided regarding the Heritage Cottage construction project scheduled to open soon; Building Committee working with various department needs; and Extension Committee interview of four educator applicants with offer having been made.  No applicant response received at this time.

Sheriff Candidate Presentation:  Presentations were made by Sheriff’s candidates Frank Homer and Cory Aukes.

On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried 4-1 with Mr. Johannsen voting no, Frank Homer was appointed as Sheriff upon the legal departure of Sheriff, Gary Mills scheduled for April 30, 2009.

On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, a salary of $78,575.82 was approved for Sheriff, Frank Homer effective May 1, 2009.


There being no further business before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 3:03 p.m.
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
