A TRANSCRIPT OF THE PROCEEDINGS OF A REGULAR MEETING OF THE HUBBARD COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS HELD ON MAY 6, 2009, AT 9:00 0'CLOCK A.M.

A regular meeting of the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners was held on May 6, 2009, at 9:00 a.m. with all the Commissioners and County Coordinator, Jack Paul present.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all.


The meeting was called to order by Chairman, Lyle Robinson.


On motion of Mr. Larson seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the agenda was approved, as submitted.


On motion of Mr. Devine seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the minutes of the regular meeting held on April 15, 2009, were approved, as submitted.


There was no public input.


Auditor/Treasurer:  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the payment of the regular bills and the auditor’s warrants dated April 17, April 24, and May 1, 2009, were approved as submitted.

On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the 2009 inter-governmental transfer, as required by the Minnesota Department of Human Services, was approved and the deposit of receipts, in the amount of $8,788, to the nursing home fund was authorized.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the Auditor/Treasurer was authorized to issue a duplicate check, due to lost check claim submitted, to the Minnesota Department of Health Services, Secretary of State in the amount of $1,044 to replace check #67278.

Auditor/Treasurer, Pam Heeren informed the board that Hubbard County had been released by the State for completion of their audit.  A proposal for completion of the 2009 – 2011 Hubbard County Audit, by a governmental audit service was presented reflecting a decrease in fees due to the proficiency of the staff and quality of information provided in preparation for the audit.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, a three year contract, as recommended by the Auditor/Treasurer, with Hoffman, Dale & Swenson, PLLC for completion of the 2009 – 2011 county audits, was approved in the amount of $29,890 annually, and the Chairman and Auditor/Treasurer were authorized to sign same.  The Board commended staff on a “job well done” resulting in reduced audit fees.


Ms. Heeren presented the General Revenue Cash Balance Report dated April 30, 2009 and April 30, 2008 for comparison purposes and provided an update on tax collection completed to date.


Public Works: Parks & Recreation Supervisor, Greg Hensel presented the quotes received for purchase of twenty picnic tables for installation in Lake George, Farris and Heartland Parks, as follows:  Midwest Playscapes, Chaska, MN - $14,502.74; R. J. Thomas Mfg. Company, Inc., Cherokee, IA - $12,312.36 (quote does not meet specifications); Belson Outdoors, North Aurora, IL - $13,660; Playgrounds Etc. LLC, Redwood Falls, MN - $12,549.37; Clearwater Recreation, Waconia, MN - $14,262.48; Northwoods Landscape & Recreation/St Croix Recreation, Stillwater, MN - $16,147.27; and MN/Wisc, Golden Valley, MN - $15,487.87.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the project listed in bold, as recommended by the Parks & Recreation Board, was approved by underlined low quote meeting specifications, above to be paid from Parks & Recreation budgeted monies.

Solid Waste Officer, Vern Massie informed the Board that he had been invited to an information meeting at the Perham Incinerator.  Discussion followed.  By consensus of the Board, the Solid Waste Officer was encouraged to attend the Perham Incinerator informational meeting regarding future utilization of the facility with a report to the Board to be completed.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the following payments relative to the Natural Resource Management 2009 pickup purchase were approved, by auditor’s warrant:  Nelson Auto Center, Inc., Fergus Falls, MN in the amount of $22,172.53 and to the Motor Vehicle for license fees in the amount of $1,836.21.

Public Works Coordinator, David Olsonawski reported that his department would be hiring only two of the three temporary positions authorized by the Board, due to additional labor provided by Cass County on a joint project to be completed this year.

Coordinator:  Coordinator, Jack Paul reminded the Board that the May 13, 2009, board work session had been cancelled and that a review of the proposed Septic Ordinance will be completed at the June 10, 2009, board work session.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, an E911 addressing program update, was authorized to be completed by Pro-West and Associates, Inc., as recommended by the Technology Committee, not to exceed $500 to be paid from E911 monies.


Sheriff:  On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

Sheriff, Frank Homer presented the following quotes for installation of court and surrounding area security cameras, as follows:  ACS Security Solutions, Perham, MN - $6,995, with eleven cameras, without night vision capability and $8,995, with eleven cameras, with night vision capability; Reliance Telephone, Inc., East Grand Forks, MN - $11,425 (with twelve cameras, night vision additional); and Stanley Security Solutions, Plymouth, MN - $14,980 (with eleven cameras, night vision capable).  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the purchase listed in bold, by low underlined quote, above was approved with the board room camera to be utilized on the first floor and payment to be made from the LEC Building Fund.

On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

Whereas, under the provisions of M.S. §86B.105 (1990), the Sheriff of each County is required to carry out the provision of M.S. §86B. and the Boat and Water Safety Rules, hereinafter referred to as the "Minn. Rules", promulgated by the Commissioner of Natural Resources, including patrol, enforcement, search and rescue, watercraft inspection, waterway marking and accident investigation, all hereinafter referred to as the "Sheriff's Duties"; and


Whereas, in connection with the Sheriff's Duties M.S. §86B.701 provides that the County submit to the Commissioner of Natural Resources, a budget to carry out the Sheriff's Duties; and


Whereas, M.S. §86B.701 and the Minnesota Rules provide for the allocation of funds by the Commissioner to the County based on certain criteria and conclusions to assist the funding of the Sheriff's Duties; and


Whereas, the County has submitted a proposed budget to the State which is attached hereto as exhibit A.


Now, Therefore, Be It Resolved, that the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners does hereby agree to the terms of that certain agreement numbered 702 between the State of Minnesota, Department of Natural Resources and the County of Hubbard, for the period of January 1, 2009, through December 31, 2009; and


Be It Further Resolved, that the Chairman of the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners and the Hubbard County Auditor are hereby authorized to sign said agreement, and


Be It Further Resolved, that the funds received under the terms of this Agreement shall be used only for allowable expenditures as provided in said M.S. §86B.


Dispatcher/Jail Administrator, Sherri Klasen presented the Jail Inmate Status Report.

Ms. Klasen also reported the re-filling of the vacant full time Dispatcher/Jailer position by Part time Dispatcher/Jailer, Duane Korfe effective May 17, 2009.


Sheriff Homer reported the filling of the Temporary Boat & Water Deputy position by Part time Dispatcher/Jailer, Joe Santwire, effective May 10, 2009.


Veteran Services/Emergency Management:  Beltrami County Commissioner, Joe Vene presented information regarding the proposed establishment of a veterans home in northern Minnesota.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

A Resolution of Support

for the Establishment of a Northern Minnesota Veterans Home


Whereas, northern Minnesota is currently a significantly underserved region for veterans home services, with only the Minnesota veterans homes located in Silver Bay and Fergus Falls currently serving the region; and


Whereas, the Minnesota Department of Veterans Affairs is currently studying the state-wide needs for veterans homes and will be making recommendations to the Minnesota State Legislature regarding the location of future facilities; and


Whereas, the number of veterans living in northern Minnesota, and other criteria established by the Minnesota Department of Veterans Affairs, seems to strongly support the location of a new veterans home in the Beltrami County area to serve the needs of veterans throughout northern Minnesota; and


Whereas, the Northern Minnesota Veterans Home Task Force has been organized and, with the help of a professional architect, has initiated the process of developing the required pre-design documentation and applications to locate a facility in northern Minnesota; and


Whereas, the Northern Minnesota Veterans Home Task Force will be formally asking the Minnesota Department of Veterans Affairs and the Minnesota State Legislature to strongly consider a Beltrami County location as the next veteran’s home project to be approved in the state.


Now, Therefore, Be It Resolved, the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners desires to go on record stating the need for additional veterans home services for veterans residing in northern Minnesota and further expresses support of the efforts of the Northern Minnesota Veterans Home Task Force to locate a veterans home to serve northern Minnesota.


Veteran Services Officer/Emergency Management Director, David Konshok presented the Veterans Service Office 2008 Fourth Quarter and 2009 First Quarter reports.

FEMA Intergovernmental Affairs Specialist, Colleen Appleby was introduced to the Board.  Ms. Appleby reviewed the procedures to be completed in connection with the Public Assistance Declaration, due to the recent flooding in Hubbard County, and the process involved in the potential disbursement of reimbursement funds from FEMA.

Community Health Services (CHS):  St. Joseph’s Community Health Manager, Chris Broeker presented information regarding the H1N1 Novel Influenza and the recent related activities of the CHS in Hubbard County.

Coordinator:  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the Sheriff’s Office purchase of a PC for the Jail Administrator, as recommended by the Technology Coordinator, was approved to be paid from designated monies.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the Addendum #3 to the Purchase of Service contract with Pro-West & Associates, Inc., Walker, MN for the period of May 1, 2009, through December 31, 2010, was approved and the Chairman was authorized to sign same.

Review of the quotes received for the old courthouse excavation and foundation sealing project was postponed until May 20, 2009, to allow the Building and Grounds Maintenance Manager to be present.
