A TRANSCRIPT OF THE PROCEEDINGS OF A REGULAR MEETING OF THE HUBBARD COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS HELD ON MAY 20, 2009, AT 9:00 0'CLOCK A.M.


A regular meeting of the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners was held on May 20, 2009, at 9:00 a.m. with all the Commissioners and County Coordinator, Jack Paul present.


The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all.


The meeting was called to order by Chairman, Lyle Robinson.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the agenda was approved, as submitted.


On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the minutes of the regular meeting held on May 6, 2009, were approved, as submitted.


Auditor/Treasurer:  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the payment of the regular bills and the auditor’s warrants dated May 8, 2009, and May 15, 2009, were approved, as submitted.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen , seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the application for repurchase of forfeited lands of Joel & Theresa Smith was approved, for Parcel #07.46.61100, Midge Lake Estates Third Addition Lot Eleven (11), Block One (1) and Parcel #07.46.61200, Midge Lake Estates Third Addition Lot Twelve (12), Block One (1) and the following resolution was adopted:

Resolution Authorizing Sponsorship Of Cross Country Ski Trails

Be It Resolved, that Hubbard County act as the legal sponsor for an application for funding to the State of Minnesota Department of Natural Resources for maintenance of cross-country ski trails managed by Itascatur Ski Club.


Be It Further Resolved that upon approval of its application by the state, Hubbard County may enter into an agreement with the state of Minnesota for the above referenced project and that it will comply with all applicable laws and regulations as stated in the agreement.


Be It Further Resolved that the Hubbard County Auditor-Treasurer is hereby authorized to serve as the fiscal agent for the above referenced project for the period of 07/09 through 06/10.


Mr. Larson was called out of the meeting at 9:07 a.m.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried with Mr. Larson out of the room, the following license applications were approved, upon completion of proper paperwork, as recommended by the Auditor/Treasurer:  On Sale, Off Sale & Sunday Liquor – Bad 2 The Bone BBQ, LLC; On Sale Liquor, Temporary – Park Rapids Wrestling Boosters and Rodeo 07/02/09 – 07/04/09.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried with Mr. Larson out of the room, the payment of the first half of the 2009 Economic Development allocation in the amount of $15,000 on June 5, 2009, was approved by auditors warrant.


Public Works:  Mr. Larson returned to the meeting at 9:11 a.m.  Public Works Coordinator, David Olsonawski presented the bids received for SP 29-609-22, bridge replacement on CSAH 9 as follows:  Gerit Hanson Construction, Blackduck, MN - $428,238.05; Duinick Brothers, Inc., Prinsburg, MN - $483,341.82; Dallco, Inc., Finlayson, MN - $483,975.16; Structural Specialties, Inc., Hutchinson, MN - $537,847.16; and Swingen Construction Company, Grand Forks, ND - $538,358.00.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously the project in bold by underlined bid above was approved, as recommended by the Public Works Coordinator, to be paid from Federal Stimulus Funds.


Mr. Olsonawski presented the bids received for SP 29-600-09, CR 122 & CR 123 overlay within Itasca Park as follows:  Mark Sand & Gravel, Fergus Falls, MN - $253,253.75; Central Specialties Inc., Alexadria, MN - $304,793.85; Knife River Materials, Bemidji, MN - $348,937.85; and Anderson Brothers Construction Co., Brainerd, MN - $351,880.69.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously the project in bold by underlined bid above was approved, as recommended by the Public Works Coordinator, to be paid from State Aid & County Funds.


Mr. Olsonawski presented the bids received for CP 29-09-01, pavement marking as follows:  AAA Striping Service Co., St. Michael, MN - $19,372.80; Traffic Marking Service, Inc., Maple Lake, MN - $20,124.33; and Tri-State Striping, West Fargo, ND - $21,076.09.  On motion of Mr. Larson seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously the project in bold by underlined bid above was approved, as recommended by the Public Works Coordinator, to be paid from State Aid & County Funds.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously, the extension, up to one year, of timber permits expiring in 2009, if requested, was approved with no penalty and the Land Commissioner was authorized to defer the final full payment required as follows:  1.) payment upon opening the sale or 2.)  payment upon the new extension date.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

Resolution For Easement


Whereas, Dennis Irving Hansen, Gene Gourde, and David & Jeanne Hillgendorf has applied to the County of Hubbard for an easement across unsold tax forfeited land to provide access to the following property owned by the applicants in:

Government Lot One (1) Section 32-T144N-R34W


Whereas, the requested easement is described as follows:


Subject to and together with a 66.00 foot ingress, egress easement for road purposes across Government Lot 2, Section 32, Township 144 North, Range 34 West, lying 49.5 feet right and 16.5 feet left to Point “A” and 33.00 feet left and right from said Point “A” to the terminus of the following described centerline:


Commencing at the northwest corner of Government Lot 1; thence on an assumed bearing of South 00 degrees 30 minutes 29 seconds West along the west line of said Government Lot 1 a distance of 753.29 feet to the centerline of the existing road; thence South 69 degrees 05 minutes 00 seconds West along said centerline a distance of 53.17 feet to the point of beginning of the centerline to be described; thence North 00 degrees 30 minutes 29 seconds East a distance of 771.50 feet to a point hereinafter referred to as Point “A”;’ thence North 89 degrees 06 minutes 05 seconds East a distance of 49.51 feet to the said northwest corner of Government lot 1 and there terminating.  Sidelines to be shortened or lengthened to terminate on the northerly right-of-way of the existing road and the west line of said Government Lot 1 and its northerly prolongation.


Whereas, there are no reasonable alternatives to obtain access to the applicant’s property; and


Whereas, the proposed easement will not cause significant adverse environmental or natural resource management impact; and


Whereas, the appraised value of the easement is as follows: $580.00 each.


Now Therefore Be It Resolved, by the County of Hubbard:

1. An easement shall be issued to the applicant upon payment to the County Auditor for the appraised value.

2. The easement shall be non-exclusive.

3. Timber rights are retained by Hubbard County and any timber removal will be charged for at the current rate.

4. The easement shall provide that it will revert to the State of Minnesota in trust for the taxing district in the event of non use.


Land Commissioner, Bob Hoffman presented the result of the Timber Auction conducted on May 12, 2009, resulting in total sales of $425,674.32.


Coordinator:  On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the board work session scheduled for June 10, 2009, beginning at 9:00 a.m. was changed to commence at 2:00 p.m. due to a conflict with the Association of Minnesota Counties (AMC) District II meeting.


Coordinator, Jack Paul presented the quotes received for participation in a consignment sale of unused county property as follows:  Jokela Auction Services, Park Rapids, MN – 7% for vehicles and 10% on all other items and North Country Auction Sales, Osage, MN – 5% on items over $100 and 10% on items less than $100.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the participation in a consignment sale by underlined quote, above was approved.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the Maternity/Child Care Leave for the Extension Office Assistant I was approved and the re-filling of the part time position (20 hours per week) was authorized, per proper procedure.


Mr. Paul presented a Law Library Committee recommendation to increase the petty misdemeanor fine from $5 to $10 to address the Law Library deficit.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Robinson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, an increase in the petty misdemeanor fine was denied and the Law Library committee was encouraged to find an alternate method to maintain the Law Library without a deficit.


Social Services:  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the following purchase of service agreements were approved, upon completion of proper paperwork, as recommended by the Social Services Director:  the non financial 2008 – 2011 Native Employment Work (NEW) for Minnesota Family Investment Program (MFIP); Heritage Living Center for Home & Community Based waivered services; Orion ISO for Fiscal Support Entity services; Stellher Human Services Inc., Nevis, Laporte & Park Rapids schools and special education cooperatives/districts for School Home Intervention services


The Social Services Director, Daryl Bessler presented the Income Maintenance and Case Management Revenues Reports.  No action required at this time.


On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, Mr. Bessler was authorized to regulate the Emergency Assistance Funds, as discussed.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the extension of child foster care for client case number 30535826, was approved as recommended by the Social Services Director.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, payment of the Income Maintenance Agenda, Social Service Agenda and welfare bills was approved, and the following resolution was adopted:

The Board was invited to the Open House Retirement Party for Sheriff Gary Mills on May 27, 2009, from 1:00 to 5:00 p.m. in the Law Enforcement Basement Meeting Room.


On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the Coordinator was directed to prepare a service appreciation award for Mr. Mills.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the sale of the Sheriff's service revolver to Mr. Mills was authorized upon completion of an appraisal to establish the worth.


Sheriff, Frank Homer requested the appointment of Investigator, Jerry Tatro as Chief Deputy Sheriff.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, Jerry Tatro was appointed as Chief Deputy Sheriff effective May 20, 2009, per proper procedure.


On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the refilling of the vacant Investigator position was authorized and any resulting positions utilizing internal candidates only, per proper procedure.


Minnesota Counties Insurance Trust (MCIT):  MCIT Account Executive, Bob Goede presented the 2009 MCIT Member Report.


Klein McCarthy & Associates:  Klein McCarthy Architect, Bruce Schwartzman presented an update of data collected and plan development underway for presentation to the Building Committee for review.


Environmental Services:  On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, a six month extension of the Final Plat application review for “Sells Estates”, White Oak Township, Parcel #28.28.00200, due to extenuating legal circumstances, was approved as recommended by the Environmental Services Officer


On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the review of an  Individual Sewage System Standards Ordinance violation by the County Attorney was approved for litigation, if necessary


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the Final Plat of “Nary Cemetery”, Helga Township, Parcel #’s 11.23.01012, 11.38.02010 & 11.23.01014, was approved, as recommended by the Planning Commission, with the condition unaddressed land be conveyed to an adjacent property owner or adjusted to be a legal lot per Hubbard County requirements.


Coordinator:  Building & Grounds Maintenance Manager, Lee Gwiazdon presented the quotes for the old courthouse excavation/sealant project as follows: Dave Barrett, Park Rapids - $9,750; Dennis & Girtz Construction, Park Rapids - $9,970; and Don Knowles Construction, Akeley, MN - $20,050.  Discussion followed.  On motion Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the project outlined in bold by underlined low quote, above was approved with payment to be made from the building fund monies.


Minnesota Department of Natural Resources/ Hubbard County E911 Trail Marking:  Motor cycle Club representative, Max Bradley and Minnesota Department of Natural Resources (DNR) Regional Director, Mark Carlstrom presented information regarding the establishment of a statewide trail signage project.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Robinson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the completion of data update by ProWest Inc., Walker, MN to include motorcycle trial rescue mapping layer was approved not to exceed $1,000 to be paid from E911 monies.


Committee Reports:  On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the payment of departmental water purchases with county funds was denied.  


Reports were provided regarding the Association of Minnesota Counties, Kitchigami Regional Library and the Fair Board.  No action was taken at this time.


There being no further business before the Board, the Chairman adjourned the meeting at 1:43 p.m.
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
