A TRANSCRIPT OF THE PROCEEDINGS OF A REGULAR MEETING OF THE HUBBARD COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS HELD ON JUNE 17, 2009, AT 9:00 0'CLOCK A.M.

A regular meeting of the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners was held on June 17, 2009, at 9:00 a.m. with all the Commissioners and County Coordinator, Jack Paul present.


The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all.


The meeting was called to order by Chairman, Lyle Robinson.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the agenda was approved, as submitted.


On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously, the minutes of the regular meeting held on June 3, 2009, and the board work session held on June 10, 2009, were approved, as submitted.


There was no public input.


Auditor/Treasurer: On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the payment of the regular bills and the auditor’s warrants dated June 5 and June 12, 2009, were approved as submitted.

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the purchase of a three year IBM software maintenance agreement, by state contract, with CPS Technology Solutions was approve in the amount of $11,919.44 plus sales tax, to be paid from the data processing budgeted monies and designated monies.


The Board was reminded that the 2010 budget guidelines and schedules should be established on July 1, 2009.


Public Works:  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the resignation of Maintenance Supervisor, Ed Smith effective July 31, 2009, was accepted with regrets, a letter of appreciation for years of service was authorized and re-filling of the position was approved per proper procedure and any resulting vacancies via in-house applicants only.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the Public Works Department was authorized to replace a PC, as recommended by the Technology Coordinator, in the amount of $550 and $285 for software plus sales tax, with payment to be from designated departmental monies.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the Utility Easement application of Beltrami Electric Cooperative Inc across tax forfeited land in Helga Township (The west 20 feet of the east 95 feet of the NE¼ of NE¼ Section 21-T145N-R33W) was approved, as recommended by the Land Commissioner upon payment of $915 fee and the Chairman was authorized to sign same.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the Utility Easement application of Paul Bunyan Telephone across tax forfeited land in Lakeport Township (Government Lot 5, Section 4-T143N-R32W) was approved, as recommended by the Land Commissioner upon payment of $1 fee and the Chairman was authorized to sign same.


Coordinator:  On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

Whereas, an application for Minnesota Lawful Gambling LG220 for Exempt Permit has been received from the Headwaters Golf Club, P O Box 9, Park Rapids, MN 56470, for the conduct of raffles at the Headwaters Golf Club in Todd Township in the County of Hubbard on August 2, 2009, and


Whereas, the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners has no objection to the granting of such exemption, now, therefore,


Be It Resolved, that the aforesaid request be, and the same hereby is, approved, and


Be It Further Resolved, that the waiting period prior to consideration of this application, if any, be waived.


Discussion was held regarding the Shell Prairie Agricultural Association property tax issue.  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, Mr. Robinson and Mr. Johannsen were appointed to meet with the parties involved in the Fair Board property tax issue and make a recommendation to the county board.

By consensus of the Board, the Coordinator was directed to notify the interested parties in connection with the Fair Board property tax issue regarding the Board’s appointment of Mr. Robinson and Mr. Johannsen to meet with them at a date to be determined by those involved.


On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the payment of a $300 allocation, by auditors warrant, to the Council on Aging was approved from cultural budgeted monies, to be used for Shell Prairie Agricultural Association Fair Senior Program expenses.

Social Services:  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously the amendment of the purchase of service agreement with St. Joseph’s Area Health Services was approved to discontinue homemaking services and the purchase of service Cooperative Agreement with the Hubbard County Attorney was approved, as recommended by the Social Services Director.

On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, an increase in the Lutheran Social Service rate for provision of Senior Nutrition Program waivered home delivered meals services, over a three year period, was approved effective June 17, 2009, with the annual increment increases to be determined by the Social Services Director, as discussed resulting in an amount equal to surrounding county payments to the program at the end of three years.


Mr. Devine left the meeting.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried with Mr. Devine out of the room, the appointment of Dawn Anderson & Heidi Brown to the Mental Health Advisory Committee was approved, as recommended by the Social Services Director.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried with Mr. Devine out of the room, the appointment of Colter Diekmann and Erika Randall to the Child Protection Team replacing Jerry Tatro and Sharon Martens respectively, was approved, as recommended by the Social Services Director.


The Social Services Department utilization of overtime was reported for the period of May 10, through June 6, 2009, in the amount of twenty hours fifteen minutes.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried with Mr. Devine out of the room, the following resolution was adopted:

Be It Resolved, that Hubbard County enter into an Agreement with the State of Minnesota to receive ARRA Capital funds for the purchase of a transit vehicle 


Be It Further Resolved, that vehicle cost is allocated 100% ARRA Federal share of the "contract amount".


Be It Further Resolved, that Hubbard County authorizes the Chairman, County Board and Director, Social Services to execute the aforementioned agreement and any amendments thereto

Mr. Devine returned to the meeting.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, payment of the Income Maintenance Agenda, Social Service Agenda and welfare bills was approved, and the following resolution was adopted:

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the Sheriff’s Office was authorized to replace two PC’s (investigator and north substation), as recommended by the Technology Coordinator, in the amount of $550 each and $285 for software for each, plus sales tax with payment to be from designated departmental monies.


Probation:
On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously, the designation of $2,000 of Probation Supervision fee revenues for use by the Sheriff’s Office in exchange for Probation Department personnel utilization of the North Substation and the new Laporte Substation was approved to be used for purchase of fixed assets and/or technology.

Community Health Services (CHS):  St. Joseph’s Community Health Manager, Chris Broeker presented information regarding the H1N1 Novel Influenza vaccinations being made available.  Ms. Broeker presented information to the Board regarding the receipt of initial approval of the two year, State Health Improvement Program (SHIP) four county, grant received in the amount of $201,491 the first year for planning (07/01/09 – 06/30/10) and $362,388 (07/01/10 – 06/30/11) for the second year.  The SHIP grant will focus on obesity and tobacco utilization in the four county area (Clearwater, Beltrami, Hubbard and Lake of the Woods).  The Board was also informed that CHS will have a booth at the Shell Prairie Agricultural Association Fair providing information on Lymes disease, H1N1 flu and smoking cessation programs.


Committee Reports:  Reports of various committee meetings attended by the Board were completed, as follows with no action necessary at this time:  Kitchigami Regional Library Board; Prime West Health Plan Joint Powers Board; and Soil & Water Conservation District (SWCD).

Environmental Services:  On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the application for Conditional Use #2-CU-09 by Midwest Bank & Janet Schimmele-Miller located in Arago Township, Parcel ID #’s 02.26.00500, 02.26.00570 and 02.26.00616 was approved, the Planning Commission Findings of Fact were adopted and the Environmental Services Officer was directed to develop documentation outlining the administration of a Conservation Easement, as discussed.

There being no more business before the Board the meeting was adjourned at 12:57 p.m.
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
