A TRANSCRIPT OF THE PROCEEDINGS OF A REGULAR MEETING OF THE HUBBARD COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS HELD ON JULY 1, 2009, AT 9:00 0'CLOCK A.M.

A regular meeting of the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners was held on July 1, 2009, at 9:00 a.m. with all the Commissioners and County Coordinator, Jack Paul present.  

The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all.


The meeting was called to order by Chairman, Lyle Robinson.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the agenda was approved, as amended, moving the Assessor to 10:50 a.m. and fitting the Coordinator in as time allowed.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the minutes of the regular board meeting held on June 17, 2009, were approved, as submitted.


There was no public input.


Auditor/Treasurer:  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the payment of the regular bills and the auditor’s warrants dated June 19, June 26, and June 30, 2009, were approved as submitted.

On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the 2010 departmental budget timelines & guidelines were approved, as submitted, including a 3% wage COLA for budget purposes only, as discussed.


Public Works: Public Works Coordinator, David Olsonawski presented the bids received for SAP 29-607-06, bridge replacement on CSAH 7 and approach grading with Lake Emma Township overlay on Grouse Road included, as follows:  Central Specialties, Inc., Alexandria, MN - $716,850.27; Robert R. Schroeder Construction, Inc., Glenwood, MN - $733,834.17; Duinick Brothers Inc., Prinsburg, MN - $807,839.06; and Swingen Construction Company, Grand Forks, ND - $826,059.80.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the project listed in bold by low underlined bid above was approved, as recommended by the Public Works Coordinator, to be paid from State Aid monies, Bridge Bonding monies and Lake Emma Township monies for their portion of the project.

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the Minnesota Department of Agriculture (MDA) Cooperative Agreements were terminated and the Cooperative Waste Pesticide Collection Program with Becker County was approved as recommended by the Solid Waste Administrator.

On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the payment of the Verizon bill in the amount of $202.30 for equipment was approved, by auditor’s warrant, to be paid from budgeted monies.

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, Mr. Larson and Mr. Carlson were authorized to attend the Perham Resource Recovery Incinerator meeting scheduled for July 8, 2009, at 10:00 a.m. at the Otter Tail County’s Government Services Office in New York Mills with a report to the Board.

The Road & Bridge financial statement dated May 31, 2009, was submitted and the Highway Department accrued comp time for the second quarter in the amount of 732.53 hours was reported.


Coordinator:  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously, the regularly scheduled board work session on July 8, 2009, was cancelled.


On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted, as recommended by the County Attorney and the Chairman was authorized to sign the easement:

Resolution For Easement


Whereas, Ryan J. Leckner has applied to the County of Hubbard for an easement across county land to provide access to the property owned by the applicant in Hubbard County described as follows:


The West 810.00 feet of the South 354.50 feet of fractional South Half (S½) of the Northwest Quarter (NW¼), Section Thirty (30), Township One Hundred Forty (140) North, Range Thirty-four (34) West of the Fifth Principal Meridian, Hubbard County, Minnesota.  Said Parcel of land contains 6.40 acres, more or less.  Subject to an easement for Hubbard County Road No 6 right-of-way purposes over, under and across the Westerly portion of the above described parcel of land.  Subject to other easements, restrictions and reservations of record, if any.  Commonly referred to as 810 Henrietta Avenue, Park Rapids, Minnesota.


Whereas, the requested easement is described as follows:


Subject to and together with a 150.00 foot ingress, egress easement for road purposes across the North 150 feet of the west 730 feet of the Northwest Quarter of the Southwest Quarter (NW¼SW¼), Section Thirty (30), Township One Hundred Forty (140), Range Thirty-four (34), subject to mineral reservations, zoning ordinances, special assessments and easements of record, if any.


Whereas, there are no reasonable alternatives to obtain access to the applicant’s property; and


Whereas, the proposed easement will not cause significant adverse environmental or natural resource management impact; and


Whereas, the appraised value of the easement is as follows: $.00.


Now Therefore Be It Resolved, by the County of Hubbard:

1. An easement shall be issued to the applicant.

2. The easement shall be non-exclusive.

3. Timber rights are retained by Hubbard County and any timber removal will be charged for at the current rate.

4. Mineral rights are retained by Hubbard County.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the submission of the 2009 Pay Equity Report was approved and the Chairman was authorized to sign same upon completion of proper paperwork.


On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the payment of the social services bills was approved, as presented.

Deputy Jeff Stacey presented an update regarding the activities and services rendered to the City of Nevis by the contracted deputy position.  Nevis Mayor, Dave McCurnin spoke to the perceived benefit of the contracted deputy program to both the City of Nevis and the Sheriff’s Office and expressed the city’s satisfaction of a job “well done” by Deputy Stacey.

Sheriff, Frank Homer informed the Board that the vacant Road Deputy position had been filled by Shane Plautz effective June 26, 2009.

The Board and the public were invited to the “Night to Unite” event being sponsored by the Sheriff’s Office on Tuesday, August 4, 2009, from 6:00 p.m. to 8:00 p.m. in the LEC parking lot.  Representatives of the following departments will be present to familiarize the public with the jobs done by the Sheriff’s Office:  K-9 Unit; Boat & Water; Swat Team; Child Identification providing fingerprinting services; Correction Officers; and Dispatch Officers.

Committee Reports:  Information about a North Dakota prison, traveling display regarding cold weather conditions of German prisoners during WWII, that will be in Park Rapids was shared and discussion was held regarding two legislative bills before the US Senate regarding economic development.  The Board’s interest of travel to Washington DC for lobbying purposes was addressed.  No action was taken

The Board was reminded the Shell Prairie Agricultural Association Fair was scheduled for July 8 – 12, 2009.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the commissioner attendance of the Senior Citizen Program on Friday, July 10, 2009, at the fair was authorized.

Veteran Services/Emergency Management:  Emergency Management Director, Dave Konshok presented information regarding the recent FEMA review of damages due to heavy rains this spring.  Mr. Knoshok informed the Board that special mitigation project monies are available and submission of application for same will be completed.  The annual Emergency Action & Resource Plan disaster drill had been completed at the RDO plant portraying an ammonia leak.  The disaster drill was very successful and went smoothly.

Assessor:  Assessor, Bob Hansen presented information regarding the implementation of the Manatron Tax System that was initially projected for completion by December, 2008.  Mr. Hansen also presented a financial review of projected costs and actual costs paid to date.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the Coordinator was directed to draft correspondence to MCCC regarding the failure of Manatron to provide Hubbard County with a functional tax system as projected in a timely manner, request Hubbard County not be held liable for further expenses incurred until the tax system is functional and authorized the Chairman to sign same.

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously, the re-filling of the Assessor’s Office vacant full time Deputy Assessor/Certified Appraiser position was authorized from current full time internal candidates only.

MAHUBE:  On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, amendment #3 to agreement 436166 with the Department of Human Services for the Long Term Homeless Contract and amendment #2 to the Hubbard County/MAHUBE Supportive Services Contract, were approved, as recommended by the MAHUBE Executive Director and the Chairman was authorized to sign same.


Closed Session:  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously, the meeting was closed at 12:38 p.m. per M.S. §13D.05, Subd 3b, for pending litigation.  The meeting was re-opened at 1:03 p.m.


Environmental Services:  Discussion was held regarding the proposed Subsurface Sewage Treatment System Ordinance.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, a public hearing was scheduled regarding the proposed ordinance on August 19, 2009, at 12:30 p.m.

Provision of an educational opportunity as part of the Environmental Services retainer agreement with Ratwik, Roszak & Maloney, P.A. was discussed.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, a training session was scheduled for August 25, 2009, at 10:30 a.m. entitled Evaluating, Supervising and Disciplining Employees provided by MCIT Attorney, Scott Anderson and the commissioner attendance along with all the department managers and supervisors of same was authorized.
