A TRANSCRIPT OF THE PROCEEDINGS OF A REGULAR MEETING OF THE HUBBARD COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS HELD ON JULY 15, 2009, AT 9:00 0'CLOCK A.M.

A regular meeting of the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners was held on July 15, 2009, at 9:00 a.m. with all the Commissioners and County Coordinator, Jack Paul present.  

The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all.


The meeting was called to order by Chairman, Lyle Robinson.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the agenda was approved, as submitted.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the minutes of the Board of Appeal & Equalization meeting held on June 15, 2009, and the minutes of the regular meeting held on July 1, 2009, were approved as submitted.


There was no public input.


Auditor/Treasurer:  On motion of Mr. Robinson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried with Mr. Carlson abstaining, a purchase of service contract with Marilyn Hallstrom of Ron Michaels Consulting Inc, for Manatron technical consulting services was approved not to exceed $5,000, to be paid from unallocated undesignated monies.

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the payment of the regular bills and the auditor’s warrants dated July 2, and July 10, 2009, were approved as submitted.

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the Chairman and the Auditor/Treasurer were authorized to sign the Two Inlets Forest Riders Snowmobile Trail County/Club contract and Soaring Eagles Cross Country Ski Trail agreement as presented.

On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the Auditor/Treasurer was authorized to issue a duplicate warrant to Scott’s Towing & Repair in the amount of $519.11 to replace lost warrant #55036 dated March 9, 2009.

Auditor/Treasurer, Pam Heeren presented the 2009 six month departmental budget reports for review by the Board.


By consensus of the Board, the review of the 2010 departmental budgets at the scheduled Board work session on August 12, 2009, was tentatively approved.


Public Works:  On motion of Mr. Robinson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the final payment to Mark Sand & Gravel Company in the amount of $213,490.13 was approved for CP 29-09-02, Aggregate Surfacing and Aggregate Shouldering.

On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

Resolution For Easement


Whereas, Guy T and Diane M. Sharpe, have applied to the County of Hubbard for an easement across unsold tax forfeited land to provide access to the following property owned by the applicant.


Government Lot Six (6) and the Southeast Quarter (SE¼) of the Southwest Quarter (SW¼), Section Twenty-seven (27), Township One Hundred Forty-five (145) North, Range Thirty-four (34) West, Hubbard County, Minnesota.

Whereas, the requested easement is described as follows:


A 33 foot wide easement for ingress, egress and utility purposes over, under and across Government Lot 1, Section 34, Township 145 North, Range 34 West, Hubbard County, Minnesota   The centerline of said easement is described as follows:  Commencing at the West Quarter corner of said Section 34; thence North 00°08’56” West, bearing system based on Hubbard County Coordinate System, a distance of 2008.16 feet; thence North 89°53’04” East a distance of 81.94 feet; thence South 10°06’04” West a distance of 109.67 feet; thence South 05°42’56” East a distance of 99.45 feet to the point of beginning of the centerline to be described, said point hereinafter referred to as Point A; thence South 01°33’56” East a distance of 119.70 feet; thence South 07°00’56” East a distance of 357.5 feet more or less to the intersection with the centerline of Schoolcraft Drive and said centerline there terminating; thence return to said Point A and continue the centerline of said easement North 05°42’56” West a distance of 3.88 feet; thence northeasterly a distance of 35.08 feet along a tangential curve concave to the southeast having a radius of 20.00 feet and a central angle of 100°29’47”; thence South 85°13’09” East, tangent to the last described curve, a distance of 110.75 feet; thence North 50°52’13” East a distance of 118.07 feet; thence North 31°10’51” East a distance of 125.34 feet; thence North 05°02’57” East a distance of 204.76 feet; thence North 01°41’17” East a distance of 257.78 feet; thence northeasterly a distance of 50.63 feet along a tangential curve concave to the southeast having a radius of 66.00 feet and a central angle of 43°57’19”; thence North 45°38’37” East, tangent to the last described curve, a distance of 168.17 feet; thence North 29°00’17” East a distance of 51.9 feet, more or less, to the intersection with the north line of said Section 34 and said centerline there terminating.


Whereas, there are no reasonable alternatives to obtain access to the applicant’s property; and


Whereas, the proposed easement will not cause significant adverse environmental or natural resource management impact; and


Whereas, the appraised value of the easement is as follows: $ 1,170.00.


Now Therefore Be It Resolved, by the County of Hubbard:

1. An easement shall be issued to the applicant upon payment to the County Auditor for the appraised value.

2. The easement shall be non-exclusive.

3. Timber rights are retained by Hubbard County and any timber removal will be charged for at the current rate.

4. The easement shall provide that it will revert to the State of Minnesota in trust for the taxing district in the event of non use.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously, the Beltrami Electric Cooperative Inc. request for utility easement to cross tax forfeited land in Farden Township was approved, as presented, and the Chairman was authorized to sign same.

On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, a preliminary approval of an easement for David & Kristine Aaker to cross tax forfeited land located in Akeley Township was approved, as recommended by the Land Commissioner.

On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the Solid Waste past due accounts receivable list was referred to the County Attorney for review and litigation, if necessary.


By consensus of the Board, the review of Solid Waste semi trailer lease was referred to the County Attorney for review and renewal, as discussed.


By consensus of the Board, no increase in the 2010 solid waste assessment rate was directed for 2010 budget preparation purposes at this time.


The Road & Bridge financial report dated June 30, 2009, was submitted for review.

Social Services:  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the following purchase of service agreements with continuing care and other providers were approved, reflecting legislative action requiring reduction in rates by 2.58%, as presented by the Social Services Director:  Lighthouse Lodge; MAHUBE, Caring Hands Home Care Inc.; Hyatt House; Spruce House Inc.; Kay’s Pine Chalet; Heartland Homes Inc.; Heartland Home SILS; Care Age Country Home Inc.; Diamond Willow; Heritage Living Center, Lutheran Social Services and Pine Manor.

Social Services Director, Daryl Bessler presented the second quarter 2009 financial report and reported utilization of fourteen hours twenty-five minutes of overtime for the period of June 7, to July 4, 2009.

Mr. Bessler reported that based on the action taken on June 17, 2009, the rate increase realized by Lutheran Social Services for provision of the Senior Nutrition Program was determined to be an increase from $5.38 to $5.85 and effective July 1, 2009, based on the legislative 2.58% rate reduction, will equal $5.70.

The revised Hubbard County Crisis Fund Program Policy was presented to the Board for information only.


The Income Maintenance Report was presented and discussed.

On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the resignation of Social Worker, John Rice, who will be retiring effective October 2, 2009, was accepted with regrets; a letter of appreciation for years of service from the Board was authorized and the re-filling of the position, per proper procedure, was approved.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the payment of the Income Maintenance Agenda, Social Service Agenda and welfare bills was approved, and the following resolution was adopted:

Sheriff:  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted and the Chairman was authorized to sign the Joint Powers Agreement:

A Resolution Approving Amendments to Joint Powers Agreement

Governing the Northwest Minnesota Regional Radio Board


Whereas, Hubbard County is a member of the Northwest Minnesota Regional Radio Board, and 


Whereas, The Joint Powers Agreement governing the Northwest Minnesota Regional Radio Board provides that all modifications to the Agreement require approval by all parties to the Agreement by adoption of a resolution, and


Whereas, The Minnesota Counties Insurance Trust has recommended two modifications to the Joint Powers Agreement governing the Northwest Minnesota Regional Radio Board, and


Whereas, the Northwest Minnesota Regional Radio Board recommends the adoption of the recommended modifications, and


Whereas, the recommended modifications have been presented and reviewed by the Hubbard County Board,


Now Therefore Be It Resolved, that Hubbard County hereby approves the modifications to the Joint Powers Agreement governing the Northwest Minnesota Regional Radio Board as submitted and recommended by the Northwest Minnesota Regional Radio Board and attached hereto.


Sheriff, Frank Homer presented the quotes received for purchase of Radio Communication Consoles from Roger’s Two Way Radio, Bemidji, MN as follows:  two Zetron 4020 Dispatch Radio Consoles, including sales tax, including installation and training as presented - $98,628.12 and Motorola MCC5500 dual dispatch radio console including sales tax and installation, as presented - $137,311.51.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the purchase listed in bold, by underlined low bid, above was approved to be paid from the 2009 Sheriff’s equipment repair budgeted monies and reimbursed by 2007 Homeland Security Emergency Management grant dollars.

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, a payment, by auditors warrant, to Jen Mueller for the United States Police Canine Association, Inc. in the amount of $50, for participation of Deputy Jeff Stacey in the K-9 Training Trials was approved to be paid from Sheriff’s budgeted monies.

Community Health Services (CHS):  St. Joseph’s Community Health Manager, Chris Broeker presented the Disease Report Summary for period of January 1, 2008, through December 31, 2008 reflecting statewide, Northwest District and Hubbard County statistics for review by the Board.


Ms. Broeker also presented information regarding H1N1 vaccine distribution priorities as directed by the Department of Health and provided information regarding a proposed Flu Help Center concept being discussed.

Housing & Redevelopment Authority (HRA):  Headwaters Regional Development Commission (HRDC) Community Development Director, Tim Flathers and HRA Board Chairman, Ray Melander presented information regarding Hubbard County’s sponsorship of the HRA Small Cities Development Grant application at no cost to the county.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the preliminary approval for the county to act as sponsor for the HRA application for the Small Cities Development Grant was approved, as discussed.

Environmental Services:  On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the application for Conditional Use #3-CU-09 by Dwight Walker and Dana DeMars, Lake George Township, Parcel I..D. #’s 17.40.00200, 17.40.00300, 17.40.00400, 17.40.00410, 17.40.00500 and 17.40.00600 was approved, as recommended by the Planning Commission and the Planning Commission Findings of Fact were adopted.

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the preliminary plat of “Green Pine Villas Common Interest Community (CIC) Number 25”, Lake Emma Township Parcel ID #’s 16.50.00200, 16.20.01400 and 16.20.01700 was approved, as recommended by the Planning Commission.


Coordinator:  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the list of unused county items to be included on the consignment auction scheduled on August 2, 2009, at North Country Auction Service, Osage, MN was approved.

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

Whereas, an application for Minnesota Lawful Gambling LG220 for Exempt Permit has been received from the Headwaters Golf Club, P O Box 9, Park Rapids, MN 56470, for the conduct of raffles at the Headwaters Golf Club in Todd Township in the County of Hubbard on August 2, 2009, and


Whereas, the Headwaters Golf Club has made a request to the Gambling Control Board to change the date of the raffle from August 2, 2009 to September 7, 2009, and


Whereas, the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners has no objection to the granting of such exemption, now, therefore,


Be It Resolved, that the aforesaid request be, and the same hereby is, approved, and


Be It Further Resolved, that the waiting period prior to consideration of this application, if any, be waived.

The payment to Manatron for a MS Sequel license and a two year maintenance agreement ending February, 2011 in the amount of $7,066 was referred to a future meeting and the County Coordinator was directed to add the matter to his agenda under old business.

On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

Whereas, Hubbard County has employees who handle substantial sums of public money and securities; and

Whereas, Hubbard County employs individuals whose employment places them in positions which could affect the personal property and safety of other employees, clients and members of the public; and

Whereas, Hubbard County has employees and volunteers/interns who drive County vehicles and/or provide transportation to clients and/or other members of the public on official County business; and

Whereas, Hubbard County employs individuals whose jobs involve access to and control over the County’s financial systems, computer systems and software applications or connections to other secured computer programs; and

Whereas, Hubbard County requires verification of Minnesota criminal history records of individuals being considered for and occupying these positions through the Minnesota Bureau of Criminal Apprehension Minnesota CCH data and FBI Security data, and validity of driving privileges through the Minnesota Department of Motor Vehicles.  

Now, Therefore, Be It Resolved that the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners directs and requires the background check of applicants to the extent necessary for the position applied.  Applicants shall sign a consent form for the background checks, and if necessary, provide fingerprints to ensure the correct identity of similarly-named individuals.  The Board designates the Sheriff’s Office as the agency which will have access to the Minnesota Bureau of Criminal Apprehension's computer system to verify criminal history.  Fingerprints and consent forms for FBI Security data shall be provided to the Minnesota BCA, along with the applicable fee.  The Sheriff or his designee shall maintain the criminal history records and shall only summarize the information for the personnel director and applicable department head.   Applicants shall also sign consent forms for retrieval of driver's license data.  Driver’s license checks must be conducted by an office with an authorized contract with the Minnesota Department of Motor Vehicles for non-criminal justice (employment) purposes only.  

Be It Further Resolved that denial of an employment opportunity based on a criminal history check or driver’s license status must comply with the requirements of Minnesota Statute Chapter 364.   An applicant wishing to challenge the accuracy of a criminal history record should contact the Minnesota Bureau of Criminal Apprehension at www.dps.state.mn.us/bca or by sending a request to MN BCA, Criminal Justice Information Systems, CHA, 1430 Maryland Ave. E., St. Paul, MN  55106.  

Be It Further Resolved that Sheriff's Office and Information Technology personnel (which are by statute required to provide fingerprints and submit to a nationwide background check), and Department of Human Services and Nursing Service personnel have statutory requirements and procedures in addition to those outlined in this Resolution.


Emergency Management:  Emergency Management Director, David Konshok informed the Board of an increase in the State Emergency Management Grant requiring a 50/50 match by Hubbard County for additional dollars.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously the Emergency Management equipment purchase budget was increased by $5,972 with $2,976 received from State Emergency Management Grant revenues and the balance of the 50/50 match required in the amount of $2,976 to e paid from MIS budgeted monies.

Committee Reports:  A review of the Kitchigami Regional Library Board actions was provided and the Board was informed that the Building Committee’s review of the proposed county facility study was underway with a report to the Board to be made upon satisfactory completion.  Discussion was held regarding courthouse water source used for landscape watering with investigation into alternate source encouraged.

There being no further business before the Board the meeting was adjourned at 1:00 p.m.
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
