A TRANSCRIPT OF THE PROCEEDINGS OF A REGULAR MEETING OF THE HUBBARD COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS HELD ON AUGUST 5, 2009, AT 9:00 0'CLOCK A.M.

A regular meeting of the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners was held on August 5, 2009, at 9:00 a.m. with all the Commissioners and County Coordinator, Jack Paul present.


The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all.


The meeting was called to order by Chairman, Lyle Robinson.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the agenda was approved as submitted.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the minutes of the regular meeting held on July 15, 2009, were approved as submitted.


Auditor/Treasurer:  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the payment of the regular bills and auditor’s warrants dated July 17, July 24, and July 31, 2009, was approved as submitted.


Auditor/Treasurer, Pam Heeren reported receipt of the following 2010 budget requests:  Kitchigami Regional Library; SWCD; the Housing & Redevelopment Authority Levy request in the amount of $198,000; Regional Economic Development; and the Historical Society.  It was clarified that all allocations included in 2010 budget preparations are the same as in 2009 as instructed by the Board.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, approval was given to purchase a three year indirect cost study (2009 – 2011) from Government Management Group Inc. in the amount of $3,625 in 2009 with a $25 annual increase in 2010 & 2011, as recommended by Auditor/Treasurer, Pam Heeren.


Ms. Heeren reported notification of MCIT dividend to be paid on property, casualty and workers compensation insurance in the amount of $156,130

On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the utilization of a PERA Phased Retirement Option (PRO) was approved for Deputy Auditor/Accounts Payable, Judy Harsha effective April 1, 2010.

The 2010 departmental budget review schedule was developed and the budget packets were distributed to the Board and others in preparation for the work session scheduled on August 12, 2009, beginning at 9:00 a.m.

Public Works:  Public Works Coordinator, David Olsonawski presented the bids received for SP 29-090-01 Heartland Trail Extension in Park Rapids as follows: Gladen Construction, Laporte, MN - $68,500.40; Central Specialties Inc., Alexandria, MN - $73,029.00; Anderson Brothers, Brainerd, MN - $78,456.11; and Tri-City Paving, Little Falls, MN - $80,274.50.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously, the project in bold, by underlined low bid was approved, as recommended by the Public Works Coordinator to be paid from federal funds and local city funds.

The Board was informed of the promotion of Herb McCormick to Maintenance Superintendent.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, a step 3 wage for Maintenance Superintendent applicant Herb McCormick was approved effective August 1, 2009, based on the recommendation of the Public Works Coordinator.

On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:
Resolution No. 08050901
of the County Board authorizing and fixing terms of sale of tax forfeited land to be held September 25, 2009. 


Whereas, the following list of lands forfeited to the State of Minnesota for non-payment of taxes, is hereby approved for sale by the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners, and


Whereas, Minnesota Statutes § 282.01 to 282.12, provide for the classification and sale of lands forfeited to the State for delinquent taxes, and 


Whereas, such classification has been made by the County Board, and, the classification and sale have been approved by the Town Board of the Town or the City Council of the City in which they lie, and  


Whereas, the County Board has made appraisal of such lands as provided by law and a list of such lands has been filed with the County Auditor for the purpose of offering such lands for sale at not less than their appraised value, and 


Whereas, the County Board is by law designated with authority to provide for the sale of such lands on terms, and


Whereas the County Board has considered the advisability of selling on terms and has considered the accessibility of such lands, their proximity to existing improvements and the effect of their sale and occupancy on the public burden, now, therefore,


Be It Resolved, That The Terms Of Sale Of Said Parcels Of Land Are Hereby Fixed As Follows:


On all parcels of land, sold for $1,000.00 or less, the purchase price shall be paid in cash at the time of purchase.  On all sales for an amount in excess of $1,000.00, 33 1/3% of the purchase price, but not less than $1,000.00 shall be paid in cash at the time of purchase.  The balance of the purchase price shall be payable in two equal annual installments.  The deferred payments shall bear interest at 10% per annum and both principal and interest shall be payable annually on or before December 1st of the year(s) following sale.  On all parcels of land sold on terms, on which buildings are standing, the buildings shall be insured by the purchaser for the protection of the seller and a Certificate of Insurance shall be provided to the seller within thirty days.  On all parcels of land upon which there is standing timber or timber products, the timber shall be sold for cash.


Be It Further Resolved, that all parcels of the said land shall be offered for sale subject to existing roads, easements and leases, if any, and subject to mineral rights as provided by law.  All lands are sold "as is".  There is no warranty of clear title and no abstract of title will be furnished.  The state deed given after full payment is received is a quit claim deed.  There is no guarantee of access, suitability, habitability, freedom from liens, or freedom from defects in title.  The buyer is responsible for determining whether these lands comply with the provisions of any applicable ordinances, and if a well and sewage disposal system is located on the property there is no guarantee that they meet the requirements of applicable ordinances.  The buyer is also responsible for the proper removal and disposal of any garbage or demolition debris on the property purchased, and


Be It Further Resolved, that where any lands herein offered for sale do not adjoin or are not located on a suitable legally established and maintained public highway or road, the township wherein said lands may be located, or any other municipality, shall not for a period of five years be obligated to the establishment, construction or additional maintenance of any public roads or the expenditure of any public funds for the benefit of the owner or occupant of any lands purchased, by reason of the ownership or occupancy of any of this land; provided further that nothing herein shall be construed to create any obligation directly or indirectly on the part of any municipality of the expenditure of any money for the benefit of said parcels after the expiration of said five year period, and


Be It Further Resolved, that the right is reserved in the interest of the public to withdraw from sale, any parcel at any time prior to it's sale, and


Be It Further Resolved, that a notice of sale of such lands be given publication in the official newspaper of the County as provided by law and that the County Auditor of Hubbard County offer such parcels of land for sale in the order in which they appear in the said notice of sale and that such sales be to the highest bidder, but not less than the appraised value, and such sale commence at 10:00 A.M. on the  day of September 25, 2009 and continue until such parcels are sold or withdrawn from sale, and


Be It Further Resolved, that each bidder on any parcel of land shall make a down payment in cash, money order or certified check to the County Treasurer for 1/3 of the appraised value at the time of the sale.  If such bidder shall fail to make such payment to the County Treasurer, such parcel shall immediately be re-submitted for sale.

PLEASE TAKE NOTICE


That pursuant to Minnesota Statutes § 284.28, Subd. 8, a tax of 3% of the sale price shall be collected at the time of the sale, to be credited to the Tax Forfeited Land Assurance Fund, and pursuant to Minnesota Statutes § 284.014, a fee of $25.00 shall be collected for instrument of conveyance upon full payment.  Laws of Minnesota 1987, Chapter 268, Art. 14, Sec. 16 repealed the exemption from State Deed Tax on State deeds.  Purchasers are now required to prepay the deed tax at the rate of $.0033 for the net consideration, minimum $1.65 and the deed recording fee of $46.00.

The deeds for these parcels will contain a restrictive covenant which will prohibit enrollment of the land in a state funded program providing compensation for conservation of marginal land or wetlands.


Parcels which had special assessments on them at the time of forfeiture may be reassessed by the Township or City.  You must check with the Township or City in which the parcel is located to see if those assessments will be reassessed.

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the parcels to be included in the Timber Auction were approved and the sale was scheduled for September 8, 2009, at 10:00 a.m. in Room B-109 in the LEC basement.

Coordinator:  On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried with Mr. Johannsen out of the room, the revised amendment #3 to agreement 436166 with the Department of Human Services for the Long Term Homeless Contract, was approved, as recommended by the MAHUBE Executive Director and the Chairman and Coordinator were authorized to sign same.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried with Mr. Johannsen out of the room, the payment to Manatron for Microsoft Sequel Service license and two year maintenance agreement in the amount of $7,066 was approved to be paid from unallocated, designated monies.

The Board was reminded of the scheduled work session on August 12, 2009, for review of proposed 2010 departmental budgets and the MCIT training session on August 25, 2009, beginning at 10:30 a.m. in the LEC ITV Room entitled Evaluating, Supervising and Disciplining Employees


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the purchase of a land records file server in the amount of $4,800 was approved, as recommended by the Technology Committee, to be paid from the Recorder’s Compliance Fund.

Sheriff:  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

Now, Therefore, Be It Resolved, that the aforesaid gifts are hereby gratefully accepted.


Sheriff, Frank Homer presented the quotes received for purchase of one Jon Boat w/oarlocks, 6 hp motor and bunk trailer as follows (no tax included as marked boat is not taxable):  Charlie’s Boat & Marine, Park Rapids, MN - $3,207 and Dan’s All Season Service - $3,467.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the purchase listed in bold, by underlined low quote above, was approved plus licenses, to be paid from the 2009 Federal Boating Safety Supplemental Grant.

Jail/Dispatch Administrator presented the Department of Corrections Inspection Report results with no action necessary.

Coordinator:  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the purchase of up to two NAS remote storage units at a cost of $350/each was approved, as recommended by the Technology Committee, to be paid from the 2009 equipment funds in unallocated designated.


On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the purchase of one 1500 watt UPS unit for back up, in the amount of $350 was approved, as recommended by the Technology Committee, to be paid from the 2009 equipment funds in unallocated designated.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the purchase of monitors for Manatron use, between Auditor’s Office and Assessor’s Office not to exceed $1000 was approved, as recommended by the Technology Committee to be paid from the 2009 equipment funds in unallocated designated.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, an Assessor’s Office Temporary Inter-Department job reassignment of part time Office Assistant to work full time during the medical leave of full time employee was approved effective August 10, 2009, per Personnel Policy Section 3, G.

Veteran Services/Emergency Management:  VS/EM Officer, David Konshok reviewed the Veteran Services Quarterly Report (April, May & June, 2009).


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the  Operational Improvement Grant in the amount of $2,800 was accepted and the signature of same by Veteran Service Officer was authorized.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the Hazardous Mitigation Planning Grant, was accepted as presented and the Veteran Service Officer was authorized to sign same.


Coordinator:  On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the purchase of chair for the GIS department, not to exceed $500 was approved to be paid from departmental budgeted monies and in the event the final cost exceeds $500, the chair may be purchased with satisfactory review by the Board Chairman. 


United States Census:  Partnership Specialist, Cynthia Madigan presented information regarding the 2010 Census with no action required.

Hubbard County Historical Society (HCHS):  HCHS Director, Karen Danks presented the 2010 proposed budget request for consideration by the Board.  Discussion followed.  By consensus of the Board, Commissioner Devine and the Coordinator were directed to work with HCHS Director to clarify the budget request.


Environmental Services:  Environmental Services Officer, Eric Buitenwerf reported the recommendation of legal counsel regarding Environmental Review Ordinance #37 that has been under review since adoption on September 17, 2008, but has not yet been implemented.  Discussion followed.  By consensus of the Board, the Environmental Services Officer was directed to add the proposed Shoreland & Subdivision Ordinance revision language, as discussed to other suggested ordinance revisions for further review by the Board at a later date.


Social Services:  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the purchase of service contract with Jan Anderson was approved to continue transit bus dispatching, effective August 1, 2009, for a period of six months.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

New Freedom Resolution


Be It Resolved, that Hubbard County enter into an Agreement with the State of Minnesota to receive a Section 5317 (New Freedom) grant to improve access to provide new transportation services and public transportation alternatives to persons with disabilities over and above the requirements of the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA).


Be It Further Resolved, that Hubbard County agrees to provide a local share of 20% of net capital costs for New Freedom Capital, Planning and Marketing projects, and 50% of net operating costs for New Freedom operating projects.


Be It Further Resolved, that Hubbard County authorizes the County Board Chairman and/or the Social Services Director to execute the aforementioned Agreement and any amendments thereto.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:
Resolution No. 08050904

Be It Resolved, that Hubbard County enter into an Agreement with the State of Minnesota to provide public transportation service in Hubbard County.


Be It Further Resolved, that Hubbard County agrees to provide a local share of 15% of the total operating costs and 20% of the total capital costs.


Be It Further Resolved, that Hubbard County authorizes the County Board Chairman and the Social Services Director to execute the aforementioned Agreement and any amendments thereto.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the purchase of service contract with Stepping Stones Adult Foster Care was approved, for waivered services, as recommended by the Social Services Director.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the replacement of a Financial Worker during FMLA leave was approved, as recommended by the Social Services Director.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the payment of the social services bills was approved, as presented.


Committee Reports:  Various reports and updates regarding committee attendance were completed with no action taken.
