A TRANSCRIPT OF THE PROCEEDINGS OF A REGULAR MEETING OF THE HUBBARD COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS HELD ON AUGUST 19, 2009, AT 9:00 0'CLOCK A.M.

A regular meeting of the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners was held on August 19, 2009, at 9:00 a.m. with all the Commissioners and County Coordinator, Jack Paul present.


The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all.


The meeting was called to order by Chairman, Lyle Robinson.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson, and carried unanimously, the agenda was approved, as submitted.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine, and carried unanimously, the minutes of the regular meeting held on August 5, 2009, and the minutes of the work session held on August 12, 2009, were approved, as submitted.


There was no public input.


Auditor/Treasurer:  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson, and carried unanimously, the payment of the regular bills and auditor’s warrants dated August 7, and August 14, 2009, was approved, as submitted.


Auditor/Treasurer, Pam Heeren presented the General Revenue Cash Balance Report dated July 31, 2009.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the payment to Ryan Leckner in the amount of $161,000, by auditor’s warrant was approved for Parcel #13.30.01410, as authorized by the Board on January 21, 2009, upon receipt of prorated taxes from Mr. Leckner in the amount of $574 per the purchase agreement with the county to pay $686, as recommended by the Auditor/Treasurer.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the purchase of five additional monitors for the Auditor/Treasurer’s office and three for the Assessor’s Office was approved, as recommended by the Technology Coordinator, to be paid from the Recorder’s Compliance Fund.


Ms. Heeren distributed the updated preliminary budget report.  By consensus of the Board, the commissioners will review and prepare suggestions for additional adjustments at the September 2, 2009, board meeting at which time the 2010 preliminary budgets and preliminary levy may be established.


Public Works:  On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously the final payment to Dustcoating Inc. for CP 29-09-0, Calcium Chloride application in the amount of $114,826.58, was approved as recommended by the Public Works Coordinator.

On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the quote received for the 2009 Budcapping Project from Superior Forestry Service, Tilly, AR in the amount of $38.40/acre was approved, as recommended by the Land Commissioner.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted, as recommended by the Land Commissioner and the Chairman was authorized to sign the easement:

Resolution For Easement


Whereas, Harold and Joyce Bagaus, have applied to the County of Hubbard for an easement across unsold tax forfeited land to provide access to the following property owned by the applicant.


Government Lot One (1), Section Fifteen (15), Township One Hundred Forty-five (145) North, Range Thirty-two (32) West, Hubbard County, Minnesota.

Whereas, the requested easement is described as follows:


An easement for ingress and egress and utility purposes over and across the West Thirty-three (33) feet of the North Two Hundred Twenty-five (225) feet of Section Fourteen (14), Township One Hundred Forty-five (145) North, Range Thirty-two (32) West of the 5th Principal Meridian.


Parcel contains 0.17 acres more or less.


Whereas, there are no reasonable alternatives to obtain access to the applicant’s property; and


Whereas, the proposed easement will not cause significant adverse environmental or natural resource management impact; and


Whereas, the appraised value of the easement is as follows: $ 255.00.


Now Therefore Be It Resolved, by the County of Hubbard:

1. An easement shall be issued to the applicant upon payment to the County Auditor for the appraised value.

2. The easement shall be non-exclusive.

3. Timber rights are retained by Hubbard County and any timber removal will be charged for at the current rate.

4. The easement shall provide that it will revert to the State of Minnesota in trust for the taxing district in the event of non use.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the Enbridge Energy application for pipeline right of way easement to cross tax forfeited land located in Section 8, T145N, R32W (Farden Township), was approved as recommended by the Land Commissioner, and the Chairman was authorized to sign same.


Coordinator:  
On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously the purchase of a GIS chair was approved, to be paid from the Recorder’s Compliance Fund, not to exceed $600 including tax, with a report to the Board of actual expense upon completion.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the work session scheduled for September 9, 2009, was cancelled.


A review of the Recorder’s Compliance Fund Certificate of Compliance was completed as presented at the Board Work Session on August 12, 2009.


Coordinator, Jack Paul reported the 2010 Health Insurance rate increase after Northwest Service Cooperative  adjustment was established at 13.1%.


Mr. Paul completed a review of Bid/Quote procedure per M.S. §471.345.


The results of the consignment sale auction that the county participated in on August 2, 2009, were reported as follows:  Courthouse $43.20; Solid Waste $1,086; Hwy $468; and Sheriff’s Office $4,267.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

Whereas, the Employer previously adopted a Code Section 125 plan and a Code Section 105 Health Care Spending Account (“HCSA”), collectively referred to as the Flexible Benefits Plan (the “Plan”);


Whereas, effective June 17, 2008, the Heroes Earnings Assistance and Relief Tax Act (the “Act”) permits an HCSA to allow HCSA participants who are qualified reservists to elect a qualified reservist distribution (the “Qualified Reservist Distribution”), which is a taxable distribution of all or a portion of the participant’s HCSA balance; and


Whereas, effective January 1, 2009, the Employer desires to amend the Plan as set forth in the attached amendment and Summary of Material of Modifications to allow for a Qualified Reservist Distribution that is consistent with the requirements set forth in the Act; and


Now, Therefore, Be It Resolved, that the Board of Directors has hereby reviewed the amendment, on file in the Coordinator’s Office and Summary of Material of Modifications and does hereby approve the adoption of the Qualified Reservist Distribution as set forth therein;


Be It Further Resolved, that the officers of the Employer are authorized and directed to take any and all action as may be necessary to effectuate this Resolution.


Social Services:  On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen, and carried unanimously, the purchase of service renewal agreement, as presented and recommended by the Social Services Director, with Heartland Homes, Inc. for provision of semi-independent living services (SILS) was approved and the Chairman was authorized to sign same.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the amendment of the purchase of service contract with the State of MN was approved, as recommended by the Social Services Director, for Minnesota Care application completion and the Chairman was authorized to sign same.


Social Services Director, Daryl Bessler presented a County Cost Program Report.


The Social Services overtime utilization for the period July 5 to August 1, 2009, was reported in the amount of 13 hours and 30 minutes.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the re-filling of the vacant social worker position, due to in-house, lateral move filling licensing social worker position was approved per proper procedure.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, a step two wage was approved for temporary Financial Worker during regular employee medical leave, as recommended by the Social Services Director.


On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the purchase of two replacement fare boxes from Main Fare Box, Willoughby OH in the amount of $237 each plus tax, was approved, based on quote from sole company that makes “non-digital” type fare box for cash, to be paid from budgeted money.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson, and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

Committee Reports:  Commissioner Carlson informed the Board that his Board of Adjustment representative, Harvey Hawes had moved out of District 1.  On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously, Jerry Cole was appointed as District #1 representative to the Board of Adjustment.


On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, Sally Shearer was appointed as District #1 representative to the Planning Commission.

Sheriff:  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

Sheriff Homer informed the Board of the following personnel changes completed via in-house applications with the PT Transport/Civil Process Officer position to be filled from applicants being interviewed today (09/19/09):  FT Road Deputy filled by former ATV Trails Deputy, Shane Plautz; ATV Trails Deputy filled by former PT Road Deputy, Jarod Andersen and PT Road Deputy position filled by former PT Transport/Civil Process Officer, Adam Williams.

Community Health Services (CHS):  St. Joseph’s Community Health Manager, Chris Broeker presented information regarding recently completed health fair at Heritage Living Center and application and awarding of the Catholic Health Initiative Violence Prevention Grant.


Ms. Broeker also presented information regarding H1N1 vaccine availability/distribution as well as regular flu immunizations to be completed this fall and possible establishment of Wellness Centers.  CHS encourages people experiencing flu symptoms to remain at home in an effort to prevent transmitting the disease.


Public Hearing proposed Ordinance #38:  At 12:30 p.m. a public hearing was held regarding the proposed Subsurface Sewage Treatment System Ordinance #38.  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the reading of the legal notice was waived.  Environmental Services Officer, Eric Buitenwerf stated no comments had been received either verbally or in written form by his office.  A letter received by the Board, in favor of Article 8 Section 1.05 B. from attorney Mark Thomason was read into the record.  The public hearing was concluded at 12:33 p.m.


The committee established for review and development of the proposed Subsurface Sewage Treatment System Ordinance was thanked for their time and dedication to the project.  On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the repeal of Ordinance #28 was approved upon Ordinance #38 becoming effective and Ordinance #38 was adopted as presented.

The Board was informed that a thirty day review period by the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency was required prior to Ordinance #38 becoming effective.  In addition, the adoption of Ordinance #38 would necessitate some changes in Ordinance #17.

On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, a public hearing was scheduled for September 16, 2009, beginning at 12:30 p.m. for review of proposed Amendment #11 of Shoreland Ordinance #17.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the motion made earlier adopting Ordinance #38 was modified to change the effective date of the ordinance from February 4, 2010 to September 24, 2009, and the independent publication of Ordinance #38 was authorized for September 24, 2009.

Environmental Services:  On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Robinson, and carried unanimously, the final plat of “Hendrickson Industrial Park”, Parcel ID#12.10.00220, Hendrickson Township, was approved, as recommended by the Planning Commission and the Environmental Services Office and the signature of same by the Chairman and Coordinator was authorized upon completion of proper paperwork.


Building Committee Report:  The Hubbard County Courthouse: Space Needs Analysis & Planning Services/Report was presented and the Building Committee was thanked for their time and diligence in completion of the report.


Klein McCarthy Architect, Bruce Schwartzman presented information regarding development an assessment of the courthouse complex needs and reviewed several options resulting in the end proposal that was presented.

There being no further business before the Board the meeting was adjourned at 3:15 p.m.
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
