A TRANSCRIPT OF THE PROCEEDINGS OF A REGULAR MEETING OF THE HUBBARD COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS HELD ON SEPTEMBER 2, 2009, AT 9:00 0'CLOCK A.M.

A regular meeting of the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners was held on September 2, 2009, at 9:00 a.m. with Commissioners Carlson, Larson, Robinson and Johannsen and County Coordinator, Jack Paul present.  Commissioner Devine was absent.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all.


The meeting was called to order by Chairman, Lyle Robinson.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the agenda was approved, as presented.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the minutes of the regular meeting held on August 19, 2009, were approved, as submitted.


Public Input:  Several Septic System Installers expressed concerns regarding the implementation of Ordinance #38 scheduled for September 24, 2009, and the implications to currently bid projects not remaining valid.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the effective date of the Subsurface Sewage Treatment System Ordinance #38 was changed from September 24, 2009, to February 4, 2010, with publication to be the same date.

Auditor/Treasurer:  On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the payment of the regular bills and the auditor’s warrants dated August 21 and August 28, 2009, were approved, as submitted.


Discussion was held regarding new legislation with regard to submission of passports and the additional expense incurred by the County.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously, the purchase of a camera, screen and tripod for the county to provide passport photos for applicants was approved by low quote, not to exceed $1500 to be paid from undesignated unallocated monies with a report upon completion to the Board.


Auditor/Treasurer, Pam Heeren distributed information regarding the proposed 2010 preliminary levy numbers and departmental budget numbers for the Board’s consideration.  Discussion followed.  The Board was reminded that establishment of the preliminary budgets and levies must be completed by September 15, 2009.  

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the 2010 preliminary net levy in the amount of $11,366,721 was approved and the preliminary 2010 Revenue and Expenditure budgets were approved as follows:

By consensus of the Board, departments were directed to provide two copies of revised budgets to the Auditor/Treasurer reflecting reduced budget amounts.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the time of the December 2, 2009, board meeting was changed from 9:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m. and the 2010 public budget discussion meeting was scheduled for 6:05 p.m.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously, the 2010 preliminary Housing and Redevelopment Authority (HRA) levy in the amount of $200,000 was approved.

Public Works:  Public Works Coordinator, David Olsonawski presented the bids received for SAP 29-030-04, rural intersection lighting as follows:  Davis Electric, Park Rapids, MN - $121,090 and Bessler Brothers Electric, Lake George, MN - $127,500.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the project listed in bold by low, underlined bid above was approved as recommended by the Public Works Coordinator, to be paid from Local Road Improvement Program grant monies.

On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

Whereas, __Hubbard_County has applied to the Commissioner of Transportation for a grant from the Minnesota State Transportation Fund for construction of Local Road Improvement Project No.__S.A.P. 29-030-004___; and


Whereas, the Commissioner of Transportation has given notice that funding for this local road improvement project is available; and


Whereas, the amount of the grant has been determined to be $__121,090__ .


Now Therefore, be it resolved that __Hubbard__ County does hereby agree to the terms and conditions of the grant consistent with Minnesota Statutes, section 174.52 and will pay any additional amount by which the cost exceeds the estimate, and will return to the Minnesota State Transportation Fund any amount appropriated for the road project, but not required.

Parks & Recreation Supervisor, Greg Hensel requested consideration of the Heartland Park Beach wall repairs be tabled to the next board meeting.


The quote received to re-roof the Heartland Park picnic shelter with metal was reviewed as follows:  Williams Construction, Park Rapids, MN - $2,680.38.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the project in bold, by underlined quote above was approved, as recommended by the Parks & Recreation Board, to be paid from budgeted monies.


The quotes received for installation of Heartland Park sidewalks were reviewed as follows:  K L Concrete, Park Rapids, MN - $1,300 and MFC Concrete, Park Rapids, MN - $2,500.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the project in bold, by underlined low quote above was approved, as recommended by the Parks & Recreation Board, to be paid from budgeted monies.


The quotes received for Lake George & Farris Parks fall wood chip re-surfacing were reviewed as follows:  MN Wisconsin Playground, Golden Valley, MN - $4,408.59 and Playgrounds, Etc, Redwood Falls, MN - $5,544.29.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the project in bold, by underlined low quote above was approved, as recommended by the Parks & Recreation Board, to be paid from budgeted monies.


The quotes received for completion of Farris Park bike trail repair and reroute were reviewed as follows:  Storlie Construction, Cass Lake, MN - $11,260 and Gladen Construction, Laporte, MN - $14,020.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the project in bold, by underlined low quote above was approved, as recommended by the Parks & Recreation Board, to be paid from budgeted monies.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the payment to Maney International, Alexandria, MN in the amount of $166,364 for the tandem snow plow truck and the payment of sales tax and license fees in the amount of $10,848.66 were approved, by auditor’s warrant upon completion of proper paperwork.


Discussion was held regarding the need for a carpet cleaner at the Public Works Office to avoid the frequent transport of the courthouse cleaner between the two facilities.  On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the purchase of a carpet cleaner was approved by low quote, not to exceed $2,000 to be paid from Road & Bridge, Solid Waste and Natural Resource budgeted monies, with a report upon completion to the Board.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the attendance of the AASHTO Conference, by the Public Works Coordinator with MnDot, in Palm Springs, CA from October 19, through October 27, 2009, with all costs to be paid by MnDot was approved and the Agricultural Inspector, Greg Hensel was authorized to attend the North American Weed Management Association (NAWMA) Conference in Kearney, NE on September 21 – 24, 2009, with expenses to be paid by the association.


Sheriff:  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously the purchase in bold, by low, underlined quote above, was approved by auditor’s warrant, to be paid from 2009 Federal Boating Safety Grant monies.

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

OFF-HIGHWAY VEHICLE SAFETY ENFORCEMENT GRANT 


Whereas, the Hubbard County Sheriff’s Office has opportunity to apply for Off-Highway Vehicle Safety Enforcement Grant Funding for the years 2009 to 2011, and 


Whereas, the Grant will provide funding for personnel expenses for persons who are actively engaged in off-highway vehicle safety duties, uniforms, fuel, lubricants, repairs, rental/lease costs, travel costs, training expenses and expendable supplies for snowmobile safety enforcement, 


Therefore, Be It Resolved, that the Hubbard County Sheriff’s Office enter into a grant agreement with the Minnesota Department of Natural Resources, Enforcement Office for the project entitled OFF-HIGHWAY VEHICLE SAFETY ENFORCEMENT during the period from July 1, 2009 to June 30, 2011; and 

DATED at Park Rapids, Minnesota this 2nd day of September, 2009.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the payment of a P.O.S.T. license for Transport/Civil Process Officer, Bill Schlag in the amount of $90.00 was approved, by auditor’s warrant.

Veteran Services/Emergency Management Update:  Veteran Services/Emergency Management Officer, David Konshok presented information regarding department staffing and budget proposals.  No action taken at this time.


Coordinator:  Discussion regarding the attendance of a special boiler license training class by Maintenance Department personnel was held.  No action was taken at this time.
On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the payment of the social service bills, was approved, as submitted.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the increase of the Voluntary Life Insurance maximum coverage amount from $300,000 to $500,000 was approved, at no cost to the county.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried 3-1 with Mr. Carlson voting no, the completion of a HVAC energy audit by Trane was approved, at no cost or commitment to the county, as recommended by the Building & Grounds Maintenance Manager.

County Attorney:  County Attorney, Don Dearstyne presented information and requested the re-filling of the vacant Assistant County Attorney position in his office.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously, consideration of the re-filling of the Assistant County Attorney position was tabled to October 7, 2009, for further review.

Committee Reports:  Commissioners reported on committee activities, with no action required.


Coordinator:  Further discussion was held regarding the attendance of Maintenance Department personnel of a special boiler license training class.  The matter was referred to the next meeting to allow the Building & Grounds Maintenance Manager to be in attendance during the discussion.
