A TRANSCRIPT OF THE PROCEEDINGS OF A REGULAR MEETING OF THE HUBBARD COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS HELD ON SEPTEMBER 16, 2009, AT 9:00 0'CLOCK A.M.

A regular meeting of the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners was held on September 16, 2009, at 9:00 a.m. with Commissioners Carlson, Devine, Robinson and Johannsen and County Coordinator, Jack Paul present.  Commissioner Larson was absent.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all.


The meeting was called to order by Chairman, Lyle Robinson.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the agenda was approved, as submitted.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the minutes of the regular meeting held on September 2, 2009, were approved, as submitted.


The Board received comments and concerns regarding the availability of the Hubbard County Veteran Services Officer.

The Board received an invitation to attend the Park Rapids Area Library Centennial Celebration and Open House scheduled on September 23, 2009, from 10:30 a.m. to 7:00 p.m., with Commissioner Devine to speak at the event.


Auditor/Treasurer:  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the payment of the regular bills and the auditor’s warrants dated September 4, and September 11, 2009, was approved as submitted.


Auditor/Treasurer, Pam Heeren distributed the General Revenue Cash Balance Report dated August 31, 2009.


Ms. Heeren reported the 2009 forfeiture of property on September 4, 2009, no property forfeited and three new confessions.

The quotes received for purchase of the Digital Printing System UPX-C300 – Passport Photos equipment approved on September 2, 2009 were as follows (not including sales tax):  Pakor Inc., Maple Grove MN in the amount of $1,379.95 and Imaging Spectrum, Inc., Dallas, TX in the amount of $1,303.00. The underlined quote, above was accepted, based on the vendor’s provision of a sales representative services and less expensive future re-order supplies.

On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the Auditor/Treasurer was authorized to issue a duplicate check to Crow Wing Township in the amount of $25,764.44 representing the township June settlement, upon completion of proper paperwork, due to the township having not received the original in the mail to date.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the Chairman and the Auditor/Treasurer were authorized to sign the FY 2010 Minnesota Trail Assistance Program grant for the Forest Riders in the amount of $103,000.


Public Works:  Land Commissioner, Bob Hoffman presented the Timber Sale results for the auction conducted on September 8, 2009, totaling $188,343.15.

On motion of Mr. Robinson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the transfer of the transmission line easement from Square Butte Electric Cooperative approved on December 19, 1973, to Minnesota Power Cooperative, Inc., was approved, as recommended by the Land Commissioner and the Chairman was authorized to sign same.

Public Works Coordinator, David Olsonawski requested the re-filling of the vacant Maintenance II position.  Discussion followed.  Mr. Larson arrived at the meeting at 9:19 a.m. from court.  A motion by Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Carlson to fill the vacant Maintenance II position failed by a 2 to 3 vote with Mr. Robinson, Mr. Johannsen & Mr. Larson voting no.

Mr. Olsonawski presented the quotes received for  the repair of the North Shop fuel system and tank monitoring update as follows:  Independent Petroleum Services, Baxter, MN - $25,781.99 and O’Day Equipment, Fargo, ND - $35,868.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the project in bold by underlined low quote, above was approved to be paid from Road & Bridge budgeted monies.


Discussion regarding weed spraying procedures was held with any Townships encouraged to provide information to the Ag Weed Inspector to be included in completion of the 2010 annual  spraying bids sought, for consideration by the Board and the Townships, to complete road ditch maintenance in 2010.


Social Services:  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the following Purchase of Service agreements and Host County Contract revisions were approved, as recommended by the Social Services Director, Daryl Bessler:  amend Heritage Living Center contract to add Heritage Cottage on 5th; amend Diamond Willow to increase beds from 7 to 10; renew Stellher Human Services and PAWN Special Education Cooperative school districts for the provision of In-Home Services; renew Nelson In-Home Services for provision of In-Home services; and approve Jan Anderson agreement for dispatch services.

Mr. Bessler presented a history of food stamp assistance utilization for a ten year period (2000 – 2009).


The social service overtime utilized from August 2, through August 29, 2009, was reported in the amount of thirteen hours and fifteen minutes.


Mr. Bessler reported the Social Worker (licensing) position was filled by Jayne Mills and the vacant social worker position will be filled by Judith Andresen effective September 21, 2009.


The Income Maintenance Report was presented and reviewed.

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, a letter of support from the Board to MnDot regarding a proposed collaborative effort between the Paul Bunyan Transit and Hubbard County Heartland Express to provide additional transportation services in the northern part of Hubbard County and southern part of Beltrami County was authorized, as recommended by the Social Services Director.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the payment of the Income Maintenance Agenda, Social Service Agenda and welfare bills was approved, and the following resolution was adopted:

Sheriff:  On motion of Mr. Robinson, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

By consensus of the Board a presentation of the Federal Engineering Survey for Hubbard County Communications Equipment was scheduled on October 7, 2009, at 1:15 a.m.


A report of the jail’s average daily population was provided and reviewed.

Probation:  Supervisor, Mark Bloomquist introduced himself to the Board, reported State Aid to be received by Hubbard County, outlined staffing provided and services rendered in Hubbard County.


Community Health Services (CHS):  Project Coordinator, Raeann Mayer presented information regarding the United Against Violence Project funded by a grant received from the Catholic Health Initiative.


St. Joseph’s Community Health Manager, Chris Broeker presented information regarding preparations underway for prevention and treatment of the H1N1 flu.

Historical Society:  Historical Society Director, Karen Danks requested an additional allocation in the amount of $1,370.25 in 2009.  Discussion followed.  A motion made by Mr. Devine and seconded by Mr. Larson that failed on a 2 to 3 vote with Mr. Robinson, Mr. Carlson and Mr. Johannsen voting no to increase the 2009 Historical Society allocation was denied.

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the payment of the $5,500 2009 Historical Society allocation was approved, by auditor’s warrant, upon receipt of request.


Public Hearing – Amendment #11, Shoreland Ordinance #17:  The public hearing was called to order at 12:30 p.m.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the reading of the official notice was waived.  Environmental Services Officer, Eric Buitenwerf presented information regarding the proposed amendment to Shoreland Ordinance #17.  Discussion followed.  The public hearing was adjourned at 12:38 p.m.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the proposed Amendment #11, of Shoreland Ordinance #17 was adopted, publication was approved for February 4, 2010, and the payment for publication was approved, upon completion.

Environmental Services:  On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the final plat of “Green Pine Villas Common Interest Community (CIC) Number 25”, Lake Emma Township Parcel #16.50.00200, 16.20.01400 and 16.20.01700, was approved as recommended by the Planning Commission and ESO, noting the only signature required was by the surveyor of record.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the preliminary plat of “Potato Lake Substation”, Arago Township Parcel #02.21.00400,was approved as recommended by the Planning Commission.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried 4 to 1 with Mr. Carlson voting no, the conditional use application #4-CU-09 of Chateau Paulette, Inc., Henrietta Township, Parcel ID#13.02.02300, was approved with the following conditions: 1) an adequate restoration plan be made and implemented which includes native trees and grasses as developed/approved by the Environmental Services Office.  Trees are to be planted on the 4:1 slope hill portion of the project area with grasses planted on both the 4:1 and 20:1 slope portion of the project area and 2)  further removal of material by the contractor to allow development of the 4:1 sloping as discussed will be permitted under the supervision of the County Engineer and the Board findings of fact were adopted as follows:

Environmental Services Officer, Eric Buitenwerf provided the draft Conservation Easement Template for Board review.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the Conservation Easement Template was adopted as presented and the completion of a Conservation Easement by Attorney Scott Anderson for the Administrative Subdivision located in Section 26, Arago Township, part of Government Lots 5 & 6 as discussed previously on June 17, 2009, was authorized with payment of legal services to be from Environmental Services budgeted monies.

Mr. Buitenwerf presented proposed changes to the Subsurface Sewage Treatment System Ordinance #38.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, a public hearing to obtain public input regarding the proposed revisions to the Subsurface Sewage Treatment System Ordinance #38 was scheduled on November 14, 2009, at 12:30 p.m.

On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine, carried unanimously, three Septic System Ordinance violations were referred to the county attorney for review and litigation, if necessary.

Coordinator:  On motion of Mr. Robinson, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously the Board Work Session scheduled for October 14, 2009 was cancelled.

Coordinator, Jack. Paul reported the quotes obtained for the purchase of a GIS chair approved on August 19, 2009, as follows:  North Country Business Products, Bemidji, MN - $340.00 plus tax and Office Central, Alexandria, MN - $415 and $484 plus tax.  The purchase in bold by underlined low quote, above was accepted.

On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the Maintenance Technician attendance of boiler school with registration in the amount of $400 was approved as recommended by the Building & Grounds Maintenance Manager by auditor’s warrant, plus overtime and travel expenses with estimated total cost not to exceed $1,600 were approved to be paid from Building Maintenance budgeted monies.

On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously the transfer of the LEC generator that is no longer utilized to the Heritage Living Center was authorized.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the following purchases were approved as recommended by the Technology Committee, to be paid from the Recorder Compliance Fund:

· a Canon DR6050C scanner for multi-office use, including land records in the amount of $5,600 including tax plus $1,263 for setup/software
· the membership of the Central MN County Alliance to permit shared AppExtender licenses at a cost savings to the county.  (Cost savings effective until additional licenses may be required by the county.)
· an optical jukebox for archival storage for the Recorder’s Office in the amount of $14,100 including tax and 12 platters for data storage in the amount of $75 each with a total of $975 including tax
· a PC for scanner operator in the amount of $700
· five copies of MS Office 2007 software for the Assessor’s Office at a cost of $300 each.

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the payment of AVG Network anti-virus renewal due October 15, 2009, for 150 PCs @ $2,915.57 for three years was approved, as recommended by the technology consultant, with payment to be from each respective fund by pro rata share based on number of PC’s and general revenue to be paid from undesignated unallocated monies.

On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the purchase of a Raid disk controller card for spare courthouse server as backup to Manatron server in the amount of $350 was approved, as recommended by technology consultant, to be paid from the Recorder’s Compliance Fund.


By consensus of the Board, a performance evaluation of the Veterans Service Officer was scheduled to be conducted on October 7, 2009, at the end of the agenda.
