A TRANSCRIPT OF THE PROCEEDINGS OF A REGULAR MEETING OF THE HUBBARD COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS HELD ON OCTOBER 21, 2009, AT 9:00 0'CLOCK A.M.

A regular meeting of the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners was held on October 21, 2009, at 9:00 a.m. with Commissioners Carlson, Devine, Larson and Robinson and County Coordinator, Jack Paul present.  Commissioner Johannsen was absent.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all.


The meeting was called to order by Chairman, Lyle Robinson.


On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the agenda was approved, as submitted.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the minutes of the regular meeting held on October 7, 2009, were approved, as submitted.


Public Input:  American Legion Commander, Dave Free and others expressed their continuing concern regarding the services that veterans are experiencing from the Hubbard County Veteran Services Officer and added their unease resulting from the Veteran Service Officer’s lack of interest to continue in the position if it were to be made a full time position.


Auditor/Treasurer: On motion of Mr. Robinson, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the payment of the regular bills and the auditor’s warrants dated October 9, and October 16, 2009, were approved as submitted.

On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the following license applications were approved, pending completion of proper paperwork, as recommended by the Auditor/Treasurer:  Tobacco - Fort Benedict Store, Lakeport Township; Itasca Junction, Lake Alice Township; T & M Express (Nevis, Akeley & 2 Park Rapids locations), City of Park Rapids locations - J & B Foods, Nick’s Service, Park Rapids BP, Holiday Stationstore #26, and 3.2 Non-Intoxicating Licenses (Beer) – Cedar Shores Lodge & Resort, Henrietta Township and Bayside Resort, Lake Emma Township.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the payment of the National Association of Counties Organization (NACO) 2010 dues was approved in the amount of $400 to be paid from the commissioner’s budgeted monies.

Coordinator:  On October 7, 2009, a performance evaluation was completed for the Veteran Services Officer/Emergency Management Director.  The Board encouraged the VSO/EMD to make the Veteran Service duties his priority.

The Board was informed that the Veteran Service Officer will be deployed to Afghanistan in July, 2010 for up to nine months.  Discussion held regarding completion of Veteran Service Officer duties during his deployment and the possible appointment of an interim VSO during the absence.  No action was taken at this time pending full board discussion.


Public Works:  Assistant Highway Engineer, Jed Nordin presented the quotes received for the purchase of a 22/35 ton duel stage truck jack as follows (all quotes received from Park Rapids, MN):  Auto Value – $899 plus tax; Parts City Auto - $918.07 plus tax; and Park Rapids Auto - $1,251 plus tax.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the purchase listed in bold by low, underlined quote above was approved, as recommended by the Public Works Coordinator.


Land Commissioner, Bob Hoffman presented the quotes received for the purchase of two snowmobiles for trail patrol by the Hubbard County Sheriff’s Office, as follows (all quotes received from Park Rapids, MN):  34 East Lawn & Sport – 2009 Polaris 600 IQ, $12,500 or 2009 SkiDoo MXZ 600 E-Tech, $16,200 and Charlie’s Boats & Marine – 2010 Artic Cat Bear Cat 21XT, $22,134 or 2010 Artic Cat Bear Cat S70 XT, 16,844.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the purchase listed in bold by low, underlined quote above was approved, as recommended by the Land Commissioner.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the Natural Resource Management Department was authorized to obtain bids for a replacement vehicle for the Trails Deputy, as discussed, for review by the Board.


Mr. Nordin reported the Public Works Department would return to the regular 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. operation schedule effective October 26, 2009.

Coordinator, Jack Paul reported the purchase of the Public Works carpet cleaner authorized on September 2, 2009, was completed by low underlined quote as follows:  Stein’s, Inc., Moorhead, MN - $1,853.23 plus tax & misc; Dakota Paper, Fargo, ND - $1,969.00 plus tax & misc.; and Cole, Fargo, ND - $1,967.98 plus tax & misc.


Coordinator:  Mr. Paul reminded the Board of the AMC District II meeting on October 28, 2009 beginning at 8:00 a.m. in the Prime West Building, Bemidji, MN.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the outsourcing conversion of 1000 plus military discharge aperture cards @ $.70/image (some cards having multiple images) with total expenses not to exceed $1,500 was approved to be paid from the Recorder’s Equipment/Tech fund.


Mr. Paul reported the Technology Committee reviewed the Veteran Service Office need to purchase a photocopy machine and presented the following quotes provided by the Veteran Services Officer:  Advanced Business Methods, Fargo, ND - $2650 plus tax with a $336 annual service agreement; Reardon Office Equipment, Moorhead, MN - $3099 plus tax with a $360 annual service agreement; and North Country Business Products, Bemidji, MN - $2,780 plus tax with a $360 annual service agreement.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the purchase in bold, by low quote listed above was approved to be paid from the CVSO Enhancement Grant and other budgeted monies.


Social Services:  New Social Worker, Geraldine “Deen” Swart, hired October 12, 2009, was introduced to the Board.


Social Services Director, Daryl Bessler presented the Social Services Revenues & Expenditure report dated September 30, 2009.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the purchase of service agreement with the Hubbard County Development Achievement Center (DAC) for therapeutic work services was approved, as recommended by the Social Services Director and the  signature of same was authorized.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the 2010 – 2011 MFIP/Children and Community Services Act (CCSA) biennial service agreement was approved, as presented.


By consensus of the Board, no change to the 2009 Burial Policy was approved, as recommended by the Social Services Director.


Financial Assistance Supervisor I, Sandy Schmidt presented information regarding the food stamp program participation tracking completed, in house.  No action was required.


Mr. Bessler reviewed the Hubbard County Social Services department performance comparison as reflected in the 2008 Minnesota County Human Services Cost Report.


The Social Service overtime utilization for the period of August 31, through October 10, 2009, in the amount of thirty-six hours, six minutes was reported.


Mr. Bessler presented the Income Maintenance Report for September, 2009.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the payment of the Income Maintenance Agenda, Social Service Agenda and welfare bills was approved, and the following resolution was adopted:

Be It Resolved, That the foregoing record is a true and accurate recording of the official actions and recommendations of the County Board of Commissioners and as such constitutes the official minutes thereof.  Payments of assistance, relief and claims as indicated in these minutes is hereby ordered.


Sheriff:  Sheriff, Frank Homer presented the quotes received for the purchase of two in-squad digital video camera kits, including training, shipping and tax as follows:  Digital Ally, Overland Park, KS - $8,603.44 (currently using this software) and L3 Communications, Boonton, NJ - $14,475.16.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the purchase listed in bold by low, underlined quote above was approved, as recommended by the Sheriff, with payment to be made from 2009 Recovery Act Justice Assistance Grant Program monies.

The state bid obtained for the purchase of two taser/camera units with batteries and holsters and fifty 15’ taser cartridges including tax and shipping was presented as follows:  Uniforms Unlimited, St. Paul, MN - $3,634.45.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the purchase listed in bold by underlined state bid above was approved, as recommended by the Sheriff, with payment to be made from 2009 Recovery Act Justice Assistance Grant Program monies.

The quotes received for the purchase of three body armor (bullet proof vests) including shipping were presented as follows:  Streicher’s, Minneapolis, MN - $2,284.99; KEEPRS, Inc., Sauk Rapids, MN - $1,997.97; and ProAction Uniforms, Willmar, MN - $1,907.97.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the purchase listed in bold, by underlined low quote above was approved, as recommended by the Sheriff, with payment to be from unallocated designated monies with a 50% reimbursement from the Department of Public Safety to be received.


Sheriff Homer presented correspondence from the City of Akeley expressing appreciation of services rendered to the city by the Sentence to Service (STS) crew.


Northwestern Minnesota Juvenile Center:  Northwest MN Juvenile Center Director, Bill Fry and MS Residential Treatment Program Director, Scott Nyegaard presented information to the Board regarding the services rendered by the NW MN Juvenile Center.  No action required.


Community Health Services:  Director of Community Health, Chris Broeker presented an update of the status of H1N1 in Hubbard County was presented.  The Board was informed of the following phone numbers:  county flu information hotline number 237-5611 and the Department of Health hotline number (866) 259-4655.


County Attorney:  County Attorney, Don Dearstyne presented the quotes obtained for the purchase of one storage shelf, including delivery and set up as follows:  North Country Business, Bemidji, MN - $380 and MARCO, Brainerd, MN - $476.   Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the purchase listed in bold, by underlined low quote above was approved, as recommended by the County Attorney, with payment to be made from unallocated designated monies.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the payment of $1000 for education purposes in support of “Say Yes to Being Excellent” Day conducted for 5th through 8th graders was approved to be paid from DWI forfeiture funds, as recommended by the County Attorney.

Environmental Services:   On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the two Potato Lake Conservation easements, were approved as presented with the grantor to pay the recording fees in the amount of $92.


On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, a Shoreland Ordinance violation was referred to the County Attorney for review and litigation, if necessary.


Environmental Services Officer, Eric Buitenwerf reported the Environmental Services Office overtime utilization for the second and third quarters of 2009 in the amount of 1.25 and 1 hour respectively.


Mr. Buitenwerf reported that the lot definition and Article 5 Section 2.01 Item I as proposed on October 7, 2009 to be included in the SSTS Ordinance #38 are satisfactory per Minnesota Pollution Control Agency (MPCA) review.


Also reported were the following three options per the MPCA that can be used in Article 5, Section I of the SSTS Ordinance #38 to incorporate revisions to Rule 7080-7083:

1. Adopt the current rule by reference and state “and future changes”, so that the changes roll smoothly into the ordinance when they are effective.

2. Adopt the current rule by reference, and include specific language from the proposed changes.  When MPCA reviews your ordinance, we will recognize that you are preparing for the new provisions.  If you choose this option, you will need to be aware that the proposed language is not final and is subject to change in the rule process.

3. Adopt the current rule by reference, and then change your ordinance again after rules are complete.


By consensus of the Board, no change to the SSTS Ordinance #38 was reaffirmed, which coincides with option one offered above.


Coordinator:  Building & Grounds Maintenance Manager, Lee Gwiazdon presented the Trane HVAC courthouse complex energy audit results and RETAP Report.  Discussion followed.  No action taken.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the submission of one comprehensive monthly invoice by the Northwoods Computer Service for services rendered to county departments, was authorized, as recommended by the Coordinator.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the purchase of two PC’s, one for the Highway Department and one for the Environmental Services Office, was approved, as recommended by the Technology Coordinator, to be paid from the Highway fund and unallocated designated monies respectively.


Friends of Heritage:  Representatives of the Friends of Heritage presented an artificial check representing $107,872.89 to Hubbard County for several years of fund raising events earmarked to be used for the construction of the Heritage Cottages.  The Board congratulated the group and expressed their appreciation for their hard work.

Committee Reports:  Commissioner reports were provided regarding various meetings attended with no action required.
