A TRANSCRIPT OF THE PROCEEDINGS OF A REGULAR MEETING OF THE HUBBARD COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS HELD ON NOVEMBER 18, 2009, AT 9:00 0'CLOCK A.M.

A regular meeting of the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners was held on November 18, 2009, at 9:00 a.m. with all the Commissioners and County Coordinator, Jack Paul present.


The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all.


The meeting was called to order by Chairman, Lyle Robinson.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the agenda was approved, as submitted.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the minutes of the regular meeting held on November 4, 2009, were approved, as submitted.


Public Input:  County Veteran, Richard Crow addressed the Board regarding the impressive service he had been extended from Veteran Services Officer, David Konshok.  The Board thanked him for his comments.

Auditor/Treasurer:  On motion of Mr. Robinson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the payment of the regular bills and the auditor’s warrants for November 6, and 13, 2009, were approved as submitted.

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously the following license applications were approved, as recommended by the Auditor/Treasurer, upon completion of proper paperwork:  Tobacco – Dorset Corner; The Bark-A-Lounge LLC; Petro Petes; Becida Bar; & Northwind Grocery; Beer –Summerhill Farm Inc, Hilltop Inn, The Barn, & Eagle View Golf Course, Inc.; Liquor/Wine/Sunday Liquor – Summerhill Farm Inc., Hilltop Inn, Brauhaus, The Bark-A-Lounge LLC, Y Steakhouse, Becida Bar, & Eagle View Golf Course, Inc.; Off Sale Liquor – Dorset Corner; The Bark-A-Lounge LLC; & Summerhill Farm Inc.

Ms. Heeren reported the following:  the successful completion and payment of the final first responder outstanding contract; receipt of the MCIT dividend in the amount of $156,130; and completion of the Truth In Taxation notices using the Manatron software that are currently being prepared for mailing prior to the November 24, 2009, deadline.


Commissioner Devine briefly left the meeting at 9:18 a.m. and returned at 9:20 a.m.


Ms. Heeren was asked to remind the final first responder contract recipient that their receipt of the funds was primarily due to their District 5 Commissioner.


The Auditor/Treasurer reminded the Board of the Truth In Taxation Meeting that is scheduled for December 2, 2009, beginning at 6:05 p.m.  By consensus of the Board, the Auditor was directed to provide the standard information established in the past.  The regular Board meeting scheduled for December 2, will begin at 2:00 p.m.

Public Works:  On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the final payment to Anderson Brothers, Brainerd, MN was approved in the amount of $73,915.18 for SP 29-611-006, reclamation and bituminous overlay.

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the final payment to Mark Sand and Gravel, Fergus Falls, MN was approved in the amount of $39,450.24 for SP 29-600-009, bituminous overlay.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the addition of Donald J. Haase to Cabin Lease #57 located in Section 12, T143N, R35W (Lake Alice Township) was approved, as recommended by the Land Commissioner.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously, the Cooperative Forest Road Maintenance Agreement with the Department of Natural Resources (DNR) was approved on the Wintersteen Road in Schoolcraft Township, as presented and the Chairman was authorized to sign same.

Public Works Coordinator, David Olsonawski reported the Maintenance II position had been filled by Benjamin Pickett.  Mr. Pickett will begin his duties on November 30, 2009.


Coordinator:  The Klein McCarthy space needs assessment was discussed, with the Coordinator directed to research the availability of financing options available, for consideration by the Board.
