A TRANSCRIPT OF THE PROCEEDINGS OF THE ANNUAL MEETING OF THE HUBBARD COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS HELD ON JANUARY 5, 2010, AT 9:00 0'CLOCK A.M.

The annual meeting of the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners was held on January 5, 2010, at 9:00 a.m. with all Commissioners, and County Coordinator, Jack Paul present.


The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all.


The meeting was called to order by Coordinator, Jack Paul.


Mr. Paul stated Lyle Robinson had been nominated for 2010 Chairman of the Board on December 2, 2009, and called for any further nominations. There being no further nominations, on motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, nominations ceased and a unanimous ballot was cast for Lyle Robinson for Chairman of the County Board for 2010.


The Coordinator turned the meeting over to Chairman, Lyle Robinson.


Chairman, Robinson asked for nominations for Vice Chairman of the Board for 2010.  Mr. Johannsen nominated Mr. Carlson for Vice Chairman with Mr. Larson seconding the nomination.  Chairman Robinson called for further nominations.  There being no further nominations a motion was made by Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, and a unanimous ballot was cast for Don Carlson for Vice Chairman of the 2010 County Board.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the continued utilization of the modified Roberts Rules of Order was approved, per past procedure, allowing the Chairman to make or second a motion.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the agenda was approved, as submitted.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the minutes of the regular meeting held on December 16, 2009, were approved as submitted.


There was no public input.


At 9:05 a.m. a bid opening for the 2010 legal newspaper designation was held as advertised.  By consensus of the Board, the reading of the legal notice was waived.  Bids for the legal newspaper designation, the first publication of financial statement and the second publication of financial statement were received and opened as follows:  Northwoods Press utilizing six point type at $2.40_ per column inch, utilizing seven point type at $1.75 per column inch, and eight point type at $1.45 per column inch.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the bid of the Northwoods Press as reflected above was accepted authorizing the respective department managers utilization of point type at their discretion for the publication of the delinquent tax list, proceedings of the county board, and all other legal notices with the following resolution being adopted:

Resolution No. 01051001


Resolved, that the Northwoods Press be and the same is hereby designated by the Board of County Commissioners of the County of Hubbard and State of Minnesota, as the newspaper in which the notice and list of real estate taxes remaining delinquent in the County aforesaid, on the first Monday of January, 2010, shall be published.


Auditor/Treasurer:  On the motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by the Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the Manatron implementation and use of their GRM application were suspended with no further payments to be made to them; the reinstatement of ACS services, was approved by auditor’s warrant payment, if necessary, with a report to the Board to be paid from MIS monies; and the Chairman was authorized to sign correspondence to MCCC requesting the reinstatement of ACS programming services and provision of software updates, as necessary

On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the payment of the regular bills and the auditor’s warrants for December 18, December 24, and 31, 2009, were approved, as submitted and the Chairman was authorized to sign same.


Auditor/Treasurer, Pam Heeren reported the pending Tobacco License applications approved on December 16, 2009, had been completed for Wal-mart and Eagles.  On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the following license applications were approved, as recommended by the Auditor/Treasurer, upon completion of proper paperwork:  Tobacco, 3.2 Non-Intoxicating Licenses (Beer) and Liquor/Wine/Sunday Liquor  (wine).Licenses: Dorset General Store and Matchbox Inc.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the purchase of two PC’s for the Auditor/Treasurer’s Office was approved in an amount not to exceed $600 each, as recommended by the Technology Coordinator with the payment to be from unallocated designated monies.


The quotes received for the purchase of a Visioneer Xerox Documate 152 document scanner for the License Bureau were presented as follows:  CTI - $415; Documentio - $414 and Newegg.com - $369.99.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the purchase in bold by underlined quote, above was approved with payment to be from unallocated designated monies.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the outside, contracted Auditor’s Letter was approved, as submitted for completion of the 2009 audit, and the Chairman and Auditor/Treasurer were authorized to sign same.


Ms. Heeren reported the collection of 97% of taxes countywide and presented a copy of the approved 2010 departmental budgets to the Board.

On motion of Mr. Johansen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, an increase in the 2010 General Revenue budgeted revenues was approved in the amount of $330,940 for a new total revenue of $8,920,819, as recommended by the Auditor/Treasurer.

Public Works Department:  On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the Timber Permit Extension Policy for market conditions was adopted, as recommended by the Land Commissioner, to be for one year and include a 10% charge for the uncut timber balance.  Cancellation of current permits is allowed prior to the expiration date, with proper written notification and forfeiture of down payment by the permit holder.


On motion of Mr. Robinson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the Public Works Coordinator was authorized to obtain bids for SP 29-609-021, reclamation, base and bituminous surfacing from 1 mile west of CSAH 10 to TH 71 upon completion of proper paperwork for review by the Board.


On motion of Mr. Robinson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the Public Works Coordinator was authorized to obtain bids for SP 29-638-009, replace bridge 29504 on CSAH 38 between Benedict and Leech Lake upon completion of proper paperwork for review by the Board.

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously, the Public Works Coordinator was authorized to obtain bids for SAP 29-609-020, reclamation and bituminous surfacing from CSAH 45 to west Cass County line upon completion of proper paperwork for review by the Board.

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the Public Works Coordinator was authorized to obtain bids for CP 29-101-04, bituminous overlay from CSAH 9 to TH 2 upon completion of proper paperwork for review by the Board.

On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the Public Works Coordinator was authorized to determine the 2010 overtime needed to fulfill the Highway Department daily operations, with a quarterly report to the Board.

Sheriff:  Sheriff, Frank Homer reminded the Board of the Radio User Committee meeting scheduled for January 14, 2010, at 6:00 p.m. in the LEC ITV Room.


On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

On motion of Mr. Devine, second by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the Purchase of Service (POS) Agreement between Hubbard County and the Lakes Area Dive Team was approved as recommended by the Sheriff and the Chairman and the Sheriff were authorized to sign same.


Sheriff Homer presented the quote received for purchase of graphics for two 2010 Ford Crown Victoria’s and one 2010 Ford Explorer as follows:  Grafix Shoppe, Egan, MN in the amount of $1,005.  Discussion followed regarding the utilization of this vendor preventing the need to redevelop the graphics utilized.  On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the purchase listed in bold, by underlined quote above was approved with the payment to be from unallocated designated monies.


Sheriff Homer presented the quotes received for purchase of equipment for two 2010 Ford Crown Victoria’s and one 2010 Ford Explorer as follows including shipping:  Keepers, Inc., Sauk Rapids, MN - $5,954.66; Streicher’s, Minneapolis, MN - $5,967.99; and Adamson Industries Corporation, Haverhill, MA - $6,433.70.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the purchase listed in bold, by underlined quote above was approved with the payment to be from unallocated designated monies.


The quotes received for installation of equipment (labor) in two 2010 Ford Crown Victoria’s and one 2010 Ford Explorer were presented as follows:  Jerry Tatro, Akeley, MN - $3,750 (tear down cost provided for future); Roger’s Two Way Radio, Bemidji, MN - $5,199.47; and KEEPERS, Inc., Sauk Rapids, MN - $4,800 (no tear down, tear down price provided for future).  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the project listed in bold, by underlined quote above was approved with the payment to be from unallocated designated monies and the development of a purchase of service (POS) agreement with Jerry Tatro was directed.

Sheriff Homer announced that Derek Jacobson was the Minnesota Sheriff’s Association (MSA) Scholarship recipient for 2009.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the Sheriff’s Office credit cards for the following, were approved as presented, and completion of necessary paperwork was authorized:  Sheriff, Chief Deputy Sheriff and Investigator.


Social Services:  Social Services Director, Daryl Bessler presented the quotes received for purchase of a desk, two chairs and keyboard drawer as follows:  Office Depot - $1,416.28 with tax included and All-Steel (state contract) - $3,283 w/o tax.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously, the purchase in bold by underlined low quote, above was approved with payment to be from budgeted monies.

On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the re-filling of vacant social service positions, by proper procedure, was approved resulting from the filling of the vacant and new financial worker positions authorized on December 16, 2009.

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously, the payment of the Social Service bills was approved, as submitted.


Coordinator:  Discussion was held regarding the re-filling of the Veteran Services/Emergency Management position.  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, Mr. Devine and Mr. Johannsen were appointed to contact former Veteran Services Officer, John Lombard regarding completion of a purchase of service (POS) agreement for interim Veteran Services duties with a report to the Board.


By consensus of the Board, the Coordinator was directed to request a statement from the Veteran Services interim regarding completion of full time duties.


The Assistant Coordinator utilization of overtime in 2009 was reported, totaling 22.25 hours.


By consensus of the Board, the continuation of the 2010 regular Board meetings conducted on the first and third Wednesdays of each month was re-affirmed.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

Therefore, Be It Resolved, that the minimum annual salary for the Hubbard County Attorney shall be $96,545.09 for the term beginning January 4, 2011 and


Be It Further Resolved, that the minimum annual salary for the Hubbard County Sheriff shall be $80,933.09 for the term beginning January 4, 2011.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the North Country Community Health Joint Powers Agreement for 2010-2015 was approved as presented and the Chair was authorized to sign same.


The board was reminded of the need for a 2010 Headwaters Regional Development Council Regional Advisory Committee on Aging appointment.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the Assistant Coordinator, 2010 overtime was authorized, as needed, with a periodic report to the Board.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the continued utilization of the Recorder’s Compliance Fund for equipment purchases associated with land records was approved.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the county attorney was requested to develop a plan, for consideration by the Board, regarding Manatron litigation based on an inadequate product and services rendered, as discussed.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the resignation of half time Office Assistant I, Krista Johnson was accepted, with regret and the re-filling of the position, per proper procedure was authorized.

Environmental Services:  On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the 2010 Legal Counsel Retainer Agreement, was approved as presented.


On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the E911 ordinance violations were forwarded to the County Attorney for review and litigation, if necessary.


Closed Session:  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the meeting was closed per M.S. §13D.05, Subd 3b (pending litigation) Kristy Lee Marie Barsch vs. Greg Siera and Hubbard County at 12:47 p.m.  The meeting was re-opened at 1:48 p.m.

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the Chairman was authorized to sign a Release Agreement as presented by the Minnesota Counties Intergovernmental Trust.
