A TRANSCRIPT OF THE PROCEEDINGS OF A REGULAR MEETING OF THE HUBBARD COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS HELD ON JANUARY 20, 2010, AT 9:00 0'CLOCK A.M.

A regular meeting of the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners was held on January 20, 2010, at 9:00 a.m. with all the Commissioners and Coordinator, Jack Paul present.


The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all.


The meeting was called to order by Chairman, Lyle Robinson.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the agenda was approved as submitted.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the minutes of the annual meeting held on January 5, 2010, were approved as submitted.


There was no public input.


Auditor/Treasurer:  On motion of Mr. Robinson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the payment of the regular bills and the auditor’s warrants dated January 8, and 15, 2010, were approved as submitted.


Auditor/Treasurer, Pam Heeren presented the General Fund Cash Balance Report as of December 31, 2009, Revenue Fund Cash Balance History and Revenue and Expenditure reports.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the payment of the following 2010 allocations were approved, by auditor’s warrant: Soil & Water Conservation District (SWCD) in the amount of $22,000 and the Local Water Plan in the amount of $9,271.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:
Resolution No. 01201001


Whereas until the 2009 Minnesota Statutes were written and adopted into law, Minnesota property tax payers were allowed to pay any individual real estate tax bill that exceeded $50 in two equal halves; and


Whereas House File 1298, adopted into law in 2009; increased the amount to pay in installments for real property from $50 to $250; and


Whereas the new installment threshold will create a significant change to first half amounts due for owners of multiple “small” parcels if the $250 due in full threshold is administered; and


Whereas the law does allow for counties to adopt resolutions that set individual county installment thresholds; limiting said resolutions to only landowners with multiple parcels affected by the change in law.


Now, Therefore, Be It Resolved, the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners does hereby adopt the recommendation of the Auditor-Treasurer to continue the payment in full requirement to be on real estate parcels of $50 or less, applied only to landowners with more than one parcel affected by the statutory change if the one parcel rule is administratively practical.  If tax collection processes require that the resolution be applied to all parcels over $50.00, the Hubbard County Board will support that calculation for the sake of affected taxpayers.


Ms. Heeren reported the final total of 2009 unspent departmental budgeted monies in the amount of $316,995.06.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the transfer of unspent 2009 budgeted monies, in the amount of $316,995.06 to the unallocated undesignated account, was approved, as recommended by the Auditor/Treasurer, with individual departmental requests to be considered, as needed, in the future.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the Auditor’s Statement as of December 31, 2009 was approved as follows:

On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the precious metals dealer license application of Duane Murray, Park Rapids, MN was approved upon completion of proper paperwork, as recommended by the Auditor/Treasurer.


Public Works:  Land Commissioner, Bob Hoffman reported the results of Timber sale auction held on January 5, 2010, in the amount of $355,839.22.

On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the Public Works Coordinator was authorized to attend the NACE Conference in Fort Worth, Texas, April 19 – 23, 2010, with the county to pay the registration and lodging expenses not to exceed $1,000.

On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the final payment to Mark Sand & Gravel Co., Fergus Falls, MN for SAP 29-620-007/CP 29-112-05, base and bituminous was approved in the amount of $75,270.62, as recommended by the Public Works Coordinator.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the final payment to R.L. Excavating, Inc. from St. Cloud, MN. for SAP 29-653-01, reconstruction of Pleasant Avenue was approved, in the amount of $159,894.06, as recommended by the Public Works Coordinator.

Public Works Coordinator, David Olsonawski presented the 2009 road & bridge 4th quarter overtime accrual report dated December 31, 2009, with a total of 576.01 hours and a 2009 annual total of 3,664.79 hours.


Coordinator:  On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the appointment of Rick Carson to the Headwaters Regional Development Commission Regional Advisory Committee on Aging was approved.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, a Purchase of Service (POS) agreement with John Lombard was approved for completion of Veteran Services as presented, until the regular position is filled.

Giziibii Resource Conservation & Development (RC & D) Association:  Giziibii RC & D Coordinator, Casey Olson presented the 2009 Annual Report and the Minnesota Association of RC & D Councils 2009 Annual Report.


Closed Session:  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the meeting was closed per M.S. §13D.05, Subd 3b (pending litigation) Manatron update at 10:14 a.m.  The meeting was re-opened at 10:28 a.m.

Social Services:  Social Services Director, Daryl Bessler presented the 2009 Revenues & Expenditure Budget Report dated December 31, 2009 for review by the Board.  No action taken.

On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the following were approved, as recommended by the Social Services Director, and the Chair was authorized to sign same:  amendment to the Delegation Agreement with Prime West Health; Purchase of Service (POS) Agreement with Merit Care, Thief River Falls, MN for emergency mental health services; and six month POS agreement through June, 2010 with Jan Anderson for provision of Heartland Express dispatch services.


On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the Purchase of Service (POS) contract amendment with Stepping Stone Adult Foster Care was approved, as recommended by the Social Services Director and the Chair was authorized to sign same.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the resignation of Information System Specialist, Angela Donnay was accepted effective January 22, 2010, with regrets; a letter of appreciation for services was authorized and the re-filling of the position was approved, per proper procedure.

Mr. Bessler reported the Social Services overtime for the period of December 6, 2010, through January 2, 2010, in an amount totaling twenty-two hours and forty minutes.

A MSOCS Adult Foster Homes update was provided and Mr. Bessler presented the Income Maintenance Reports with no action required.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

With the Information System Specialist vacancy concern was expressed regarding the completion of ITV duties.  Discussion followed.  The Coordinator was directed to contact the Maintenance Department regarding completion of ITV scheduling and preparation duties


Sheriff:  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

On motion of Mr. Robinson, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the payment to Greater Northwest EMS, Bemidji, MN was approved in the amount of $785, as recommended by the Sheriff, to be paid from undesignated unallocated monies, representing Hubbard County’s share of PSIC 00626, 2010 matching grant money.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the addition of Chief Deputy Sheriff, Jerry Tatro to Citizens National Bank checking account was authorized as recommended by the Sheriff.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the addition of Office Administrator/Accountant, Linda Eischens to Citizen National Bank (CNB) credit card was authorized, as requested by CNB and recommended by the Sheriff.

Sheriff, Frank Homer presented the following:  installation of the jail vendor machines update; Medical Transport report; and completion of the City of Nevis contract renewal for a two year period.


Deputy Jeff Stacey presented information regarding the Explorer Program that had been reinstated in 2006 for students interested in law enforcement, age 14 to 21.

Discussion was held regarding the possibility of Emergency Management duties being completed within the Sheriff’s Office.  The Sheriff was requested to develop a plan for completion of emergency management duties by the Sheriff’s Office personnel and report to the Board.


Sheriff Homer was requested to obtain an update of designated monies available to the Sheriff’s Office from the Auditor/Treasurer and discuss methods of utilization.

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the Sheriff was appointed as the interim emergency management contact.

Environmental Services:  On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the Conditional Use Application #5-CU-09 was approved, on the condition the docking system reflect 3 permanent boat slips and one access dock as permitted by the ordinance and the septic systems for all existing structures be upgraded prior to issuance of the conditional use operating permit of Rice Bay Association, Nevis Township, Parcel ID #s: 21.30.00400; 21.30.00600 and the Planning Commission findings of fact were adopted.


Daniel Rehkamp questioned his options, as one of the owners of the Rice Bay Association, for placement of additional boat slips on the property.  Discussion followed regarding his ability to apply for a variance.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried 4-1 with Mr. Carlson voting no, the Board expressed their support of the Board of Adjustment’s consideration for permitting up to one slip per residence on the Plat of Rice Bay Association, Nevis Township, Parcel ID #’s 21.30.00400 and 21.30.00600.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the preliminary plat of Rice Bay Association, Nevis Township, Parcel ID #s: 21.30.00400; 21.30.00600 was approved, as recommended by the Planning Commission.

Coordinator:  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the Board work session scheduled for February 10, 2010, was cancelled.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the filling of a full time Veteran Service Officer position was approved per proper procedure.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the addition of Coordinator, Jack Paul’s name to the Citizen National Bank (CNB) credit card was authorized, as requested by CNB.

Assessor:  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the utilization of flexible scheduling for Assessor’s Office personnel was approved during the Local & County Board of Appeal and Equalization process and overtime for completion of staff training was authorized, as needed.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, up to 100 hours of overtime for the Assessor’s Office personnel was authorized for completion of the assessment review and coding in preparation for valuation notices, with a report to the Board at the conclusion of same.
