A TRANSCRIPT OF THE PROCEEDINGS OF A REGULAR MEETING OF THE HUBBARD COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS HELD ON FEBRUARY 3, 2010, AT 9:00 0'CLOCK A.M.

A regular meeting of the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners was held on February 3, 2010, at 9:00 a.m. with all the Commissioners and Assistant County Coordinator, Debbie Thompson present.


The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all.


The meeting was called to order by Chairman, Lyle Robinson.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the agenda was approved, as submitted.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the minutes of the regular meeting held on January 20, 2010, were approved, as submitted.


Public Input:  There was none.


Auditor/Treasurer:  On motion of Mr. Robinson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the payment of the regular bills and the auditor’s warrants dated January 22, January 25, and January 29, 2010, were approved as submitted.


Auditor/Treasurer, Pam Heeren presented an alternate accounting method for the previously designated departmental monies.  By consensus of the Board, the accounting method as recommended by the Auditor/Treasurer was approved to be named unallocated departmental monies.

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the Auditor/Treasurer was authorized to provide payment to 1st Responder contract requests as submitted, by auditors warrant, upon completion of proper paperwork.

On motion of Mr. Robinson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

Whereas, Hubbard County serves as the sponsor of various recreational trails that are part of the State of Minnesota Grant-in-Aid System; and


Whereas, the construction and maintenance of these trails are funded through Minnesota Trail Assistance Program Grants issued with the approval of the Minnesota Department of Natural Resources; and


Whereas, a 2010 Minnesota Trail Assistance New Project Proposal has been prepared for the approval of Hubbard County as sponsor of the following existing trail sponsored by Hubbard County and funded by the State of Minnesota Trail Assistance Program;

Martineau OHM Recreational Trail; and


Whereas, this trail is located in Hubbard County,


Now, Therefore, Be It Resolved, that Hubbard County agrees to sponsor said trail at no cost to the County, agrees to abide by the regulations stated in the agreement and the Hubbard County Auditor/Treasurer agrees to act as a fiscal agent on behalf of the local unit of government.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the following license applications were approved, upon completion of proper paperwork:  Tobacco – Walgreen’s and 3.2 Non-Intoxicating License (Beer) – Maple Ridge Golf Course and Itasca Junction.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the effective date of the PERA Phased Retirement Option (PRO) originally approved on August 5, 2009, for Deputy Auditor/Acct Payable, Judy Harsha was modified to be April 2, 2010.

Public Works: Public Works Coordinator, David Olsonawski presented the bids received for the purchase of a 2010 tandem snow plow truck equipment as follows:  Gatr Volvo & GMC Trucks, Sauk Rapids, MN - $177,456 or $153,456 with trade in; Nuss Truck & Equipment, Roseville, MN - $183,597 or $163,597 with trade in; and Maney International, Alexandria, MN - $170,642 or $140,192 with trade in.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the purchase in bold, by underlined bid, above was approved including the trade in of two 1995 Ford tandem snowplow trucks, as recommended by the Public Works Coordinator.


Mr. Olsonawski presented the quotes received for the purchase of two Natural Resource 4 x 4 pickups, as follows:  ½ ton pickup  - Park Rapids Ford, Park Rapids, MN, Ford F150 - $22,393; Nelson Auto Center, Inc., Fergus Falls, MN, Ford F150 - $22,397; Elk River Ford-Dodge-Jeep, Elk River, MN, Ford F150 – $22,479.40; Thane Hawkins Polar Chevrolet, White Bear Lake, MN, CK 10753 - $23,747; and Thielen Motors, Inc., Park Rapids, MN, Chevrolet K-1500 - $24,997 and ¾ ton pickup – Thielen Motors, Inc., Park Rapids, MN, Silverado ¾ T - $27,695; Nelson Auto Center, Inc., Fergus Falls, MN, Ford F250 - $27,943; Elk River Ford-Dodge-Jeep, Elk River, MN, Ford F250 - $28,694; and Thane Hawkins Polar Chevrolet, White Bear Lake, MN, Silverado ¾ T - $28,787.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the low quote for each of the purchases listed in bold by underlined, quote respectively above was approved, with payment to be from budgeted monies.

Solid Waste Officer, Vern Massie presented a summary of the 2009 Annual MPCA Report for the Solid Waste facilities with no action necessary.

The Road & Bridge financial statements dated October 31, November 30, and December 31, 2009 were submitted for review.

Sheriff:  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

Sheriff, Frank Homer presented the quotes received for installation of canteen vending system electrical equipment as follows:  Northern States Electric, Inc., Akeley, MN - $9,500; Lee Davis Electric, Inc., Park Rapids, MN - $4,480; and Brent Electric, Inc., Menahga, MN - $3,348.  Discussion followed regarding like services from each vendor and the Canteen Vending Equipment Manufacturer requirements.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried 4-1 with Mr. Carlson voting no, the project in bold by underlined low quote, above was approved upon satisfactory review that both the canteen equipment manufacturer requirements and the quote specifications were satisfactorily met, with the payment to be from the Canteen Fund.

Sheriff Homer reported on the User Committee and informed the Board that the next scheduled meeting will be February 11, 2010 at 6:00 p.m. in the LEC Basement meeting room.


Discussion was held regarding the completion of the Emergency Management duties by the Sheriff’s Office.  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the  responsibility for the completion of Emergency Management duties was assigned to the Sheriff; the utilization of the Emergency Management budget by the Sheriff was authorized and the Sheriff’s delegation of a 50% position to complete the emergency management duties effective February 3, 2010 at a Grade 37 step 1 wage was approved to be combined with a 50% road deputy position and its respective wage, as discussed.


Community Health Services:  Director of Community Health, Chris Broeker reported a decrease of regular flu incidents statewide and the continued availability of vaccine, both for regular flu and H1N1.


 Ms. Broeker provided information to the Board regarding the following: the Statewide Health Improvement Program (SHIP) that was initiated in July, 2009 and is part of the health reforms passed by the Minnesota legislature in 2008 and the upcoming distribution of results of a County Health Ranking Study that will be released in February, 2010.

Recorder:  On the motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the resignation of Deputy Recorder, Julie Raykovich effective January 19, 2010, was accepted with regrets; a letter of appreciation of service and the re-filling of the vacant position was approved, per proper procedure.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the transfer of the ministerial credential filings from the court to the Recorder’s Office was approved, as specified by statute.


The Board was informed that Recorder, Nicole Lueth has been certified as a Minnesota County Officer at the annual conference of the Minnesota Association of County Officers (MACO) held in January.


Coordinator:  On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the payment of the social service bills was approved, as submitted.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the payment to the State of Minnesota Department of Veteran Affairs in the amount of $8,613.06, by auditor’s warrant was approved, representing unused 2009 grant dollars.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the renewal application of the Heritage Living Center (HLC) for a license to operate a nursing home was approved and the Chairman was authorized to sign same.


On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the appointment of Ken Grob as the Extension Committee At Large representative was approved filling the balance of the term expiring December 31, 2010.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the addition of a Phased Retirement Option benefits section to Section 3 of the Personnel Policy was approved, as recommended by the Personnel Policy Committee.


Committee Reports:  Commissioners presented reports of various meetings attended including the following and information was shared regarding upcoming meetings, with no action required:  Extension Committee and Northwestern Minnesota Juvenile Center Board.  

On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the meeting was adjourned at 11:34 p.m.
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
