A TRANSCRIPT OF THE PROCEEDINGS OF A REGULAR MEETING OF THE HUBBARD COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS HELD ON FEBRUARY 17, 2010, AT 9:00 0'CLOCK A.M.

A regular meeting of the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners was held on February 17, 2010, at 9:00 a.m. with Commissioners Carlson, Devine, Larson and Robinson and County Coordinator, Jack Paul present.  Commissioner Johannsen was absent.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all.


The meeting was called to order by Chairman, Lyle Robinson.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the agenda was approved, as submitted.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the minutes of the regular meeting held on February 3, 2010, were approved, as submitted.


There was no public input.


Auditor/Treasurer:  On motion of Mr. Robinson, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the payment of the regular bills and the auditor’s warrants for February 5, and February 12, 2010, were approved, as submitted.


Auditor/Treasurer, Pam Heeren distributed the General Revenue Cash Balance Report dated January 31, 2010.


On motion of Mr. Robinson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the following resolutions were adopted:

Whereas, the growth of tourism is of primary economic importance to the people of Hubbard County and the development and improvement of parks and recreational areas is necessary for such activity, and


Whereas, Minnesota Statute §282.08 authorizes the appropriation of up to 10% of the proceeds from tax-forfeited lands for the acquisition and maintenance of county parks and recreational areas as defined in Sections §398.31 to §398.36, now, therefore,


Be It Resolved, that 10% of said proceeds, in the amount of $52,902.89 be allocated to the Parks and Recreation Account in the County General Revenue Fund.

Resolution No. 02171002

Whereas, the continued development and improvement of the forest resources of Hubbard County is necessary to insure the optimum utilization and preservation of said resources, and


Whereas, Minnesota Statute §282.08 authorizes the appropriation of up to 20% of the proceeds from tax-forfeited lands for forest development purposes, now, therefore,


Be It Resolved, that 20% of said proceeds, in the amount of $105,805.79 be allocated to the County Forest Development Fund.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the following license applications were approved, upon completion of proper paperwork:  Tobacco – Woodland Convenience Store, Lake George, MN and Liquor/Wine/Sunday Liquor - Headwaters Country Club, Todd Township.


Public Works:  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

Be It Resolved, that the County of Hubbard enter into Mn/DOT Agreement No. 96131 with the State of Minnesota, Department of Transportation for the following purposes:

To provide for payment by the State to the County for the use of County State Aid Highway No. 9 and County Road No. 98 as a detour route during the grading, bituminous surfacing, aggregate base, curb & gutter, storm sewer, lighting, and Bridge No. 04016 construction and other associated construction upon, along and adjacent to Trunk Highways No. 71 and No. 197 at from County Road No. 9 to 7th Street in Bemidji in accordance with State plans, specifications and special provisions designated as State Projects No. 0409-12 (T.H. 71=004), 0416-38 (T.H. 197=072), and No. 2907-09 (T.H. 71=004) and in the records of the Federal Highway Administration as Minnesota Project STPX 8810 (166).


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Hubbard County Engineer and the Hubbard County Coordinator are hereby authorized to execute the Agreement and any amendments to the Agreement.


On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the payment to Davis Electric, Park Rapids, MN for SAP 29-030-004, Rural Intersection Lighting Project was approved in the amount of $63,572.25 to be paid from the Local Road Improvement Program, Account 453 Grant monies

Coordinator:  On the motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the completion of the Environmental Services Office permit program upgrade by Pro West, Walker, MN in an amount not to exceed $5,000 was approved, as recommended by the Technology Committee, to be paid from the Compliance Fund.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the payment of Minnesota City Participation Program Department of Finance fee and refundable deposit totaling $2,916.46, by auditor’s warrant, was approved to execute the contract approved on December 16, 2009.


Referred consideration of development of additional design and court system specifications for Phase I construction to the next Board meeting for full Board review and discussion.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the scheduling of six interviewees for the full time Veteran Service Officer position was approved to be conducted on March 10, 2010, beginning at 9:00 a.m.

On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the Recorder’s Office purchase of two PC’s, as recommended by the Technology Coordinator, was approved at an estimated cost of $764 each (not including sales tax) to be paid from the Compliance Fund.

On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

Be It Resolved, by Hubbard County that the County enter into the attached Grant Contract with the Minnesota Department of Veterans Affairs (MDVA) to conduct the following Project:  CVSO Veterans Service Enhancement Project.  This grant must be used to enhance the operations of the County Veterans Service Office under Minnesota Statute §197.608 Subd. 4 (a), and should not be used to supplant or replace other funding.


Be It Further Resolved, by Hubbard County that the County Board Chair, Lyle Robinson and the County Veterans Service Officer, John Lombard be authorized to execute the attached Grant Contract for the above-mentioned Project on behalf of the County.


The meeting was recessed at 9:45 a.m. and re-convened at 9:50 a.m. with Commissioner Carlson out of the room.


Social Services:  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the amendment to the purchase of service agreement with Upper Mississippi Mental Health Center for completion of outpatient mental health services and the purchase of service contract with Carol Nelson for completion of guardianship, conservatorship and money management services were approved, as recommended by the Social Services Director:  

Commissioner Larson left the meeting at 9:57 a.m.

Social Services Director, Daryl Bessler provided information regarding equipment needs within his department.


Commissioner Carlson arrived at 10 a.m.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously, the Social Services Director was authorized to obtain quotes and purchase a copier, as discussed in the most financially feasible manner with a report to the Board upon completion.


The social services overtime report was presented for the period of January 3, 2010 through January 30, 2010 in the amount of thirteen hours and five minutes.


On motion of Mr. Robinson, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the resignation of Social Worker, Holly Halloran was accepted, with regrets, effective no later than March 5, 2010, and the re-filling of the vacant full time position and a temporary social worker position for the duration of a full time employee’s Family Medical Leave, were authorized per proper procedure.

Mr. Bessler presented the Income Maintenance Report for January, 2010.


Commissioner Larson returned to the meeting at 10:11 a.m.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the payment of the Income Maintenance Agenda, Social Service Agenda and welfare bills was approved, and the following resolution was adopted:

Sheriff:  Sheriff, Frank Homer presented an update regarding the satisfactory installation of the inmate vending machines as discussed at the previous board meeting.


Deputy, Brian Halbasch presented an Emergency Management update.


The Board was informed of the upcoming Radio User meeting scheduled for February 18, 2010, beginning at 6:00 p.m. in the LEC ITV Meeting Room.

Environmental Services:  Environmental Services Officer, Eric Buitenwerf presented information regarding the SSTS Rules Revision process underway by the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency (MPCA).  Correspondence received from the MPCA was reviewed regarding potential deadline changes for implementation of SSTS Ordinance amendments and the continued review and opening of the rule to public comment after the amendments are completed.  Discussion followed.  By consensus of the Board, the Environmental Services Officer was requested to present possible options available to the county regarding potential courses of action relative to the SSTS Rules revision process currently underway by the MPCA.


Recorder:  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously, the payment for the outsourcing conversion of 1000 plus military discharge aperture cards @ $.70/image (some cards having multiple images) in the amount of $1,721.44 was approved, by auditor’s warrant, to be paid from the Recorder’s Equipment fund.


There being no further business before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 11:17 a.m.
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
