A TRANSCRIPT OF THE PROCEEDINGS OF A REGULAR MEETING OF THE HUBBARD COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS HELD ON MARCH 3, 2010, AT 9:00 0'CLOCK A.M.

A regular meeting of the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners was held on March 3, 2010, at 9:00 a.m. with all the Commissioners and County Coordinator, Jack Paul present.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all.


The meeting was called to order by Chairman, Lyle Robinson.


On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the agenda was approved as submitted.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the minutes of the regular meeting held on February 17, 2010, were approved, as submitted.


There was no public input.


Auditor/Treasurer:  On motion of Mr. Robinson, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the payment of the regular bills and the auditor’s warrants dated February 19, and February 26, 2010, were approved as submitted.


On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the resignation of Deputy Auditor, Missy Buck was accepted and the re-filling of the vacant Deputy Auditor position was approved, per proper procedure


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the provision of services on “Passport Day in the USA” scheduled for Saturday, March 27, 2010, from 10:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. was approved, as recommended by the Auditor/Treasurer and personnel overtime was authorized, as needed.

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the Pipeline Inspection and Clean-up Agreement was approved as presented and the Chairman and Auditor/Treasurer were authorized to sign same


On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the following license applications were approved, upon completion of proper paperwork:  2 A.M. Licenses: Whitetail Tavern, Nevis Township and Zhateau Zorbaz, Lake Emma Township and Tobacco License: Orton Motor Inc., Park Rapids, MN.

Public Works:  On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

Resolution No. 03031001

2010 Spring Road Restrictions


Whereas, because of rain, snow, frost and usual spring climate conditions, public roads may be seriously damaged unless restrictions are imposed as to weight of vehicles to be operated thereon, and


Whereas, as per Minnesota Statutes §169.87, Subdivision 2, no person shall operate any vehicle or combination of vehicles upon any county highway or county state aid highway where the gross weight on any single axle exceeds five tons and the gross weight on consecutive axles shall not exceed the gross weight allowed as defined in Minnesota Statutes §169.822 to 169.829 multiplied by a factor of five divided by nine, between the dates set by the Commissioner of Transportation each year in the state.


Now, Therefore, Be It Resolved, that given the optional power under Minnesota Statutes §169.87, Subdivision 1, the County Engineer shall erect and maintain signs imposing the cited weight restrictions, during the period determined by the Engineer.  If signs are erected, the restrictions as indicated on the signs shall govern.  If no signs are erected, the five ton gross weight provision per axle shall apply.


Exceptions to the five ton gross weight per axle restrictions are the following roads which will be posted to five (5) ton, seven (7) ton and nine (9) ton. (SEE ATTACHED COUNTY LIST)

Public Works Coordinator, David Olsonawski presented information regarding the fire damage experienced at the Highway Department mechanic’s bay.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the Public Works Coordinator was authorized to obtain quotes for necessary repairs and proceed, by low quote as presented due to fire damage.  Mr. Olsonawski presented the following quotes with the low quote having been accepted as authorized:  Haataja Contracting, Menahga, MN - $13,544.96 and Williams Construction, Park Rapids, MN - $20,738.00.

Mr. Olsonawski presented the quotes received for the purchase of a hot water culvert pressure steamer as follows:  Hotsy Equipment of MN, Fridley, MN - $14,918.72 and Hotsy Equipment Company, Waseca, MN - $15,899.68.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Robinson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the purchase listed in bold by low, underlined quote above was approved to be paid from budgeted monies.

Coordinator:  County Recorder, Nicole Lueth presented a list of Land Record Expenditures proposed for approval by the Board.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the purchase of items included on the Land Record Expenditures List were authorized, not to exceed the amounts presented, with a report to the Board upon completion.

Mr. Olsonawski requested purchase of the Land Survey items included on the Land Record Expenditure list, as presented.  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the following Land Survey purchases were approved, by low quote/state bid not to exceed a total of $32,926.40, to be paid from the Recorder’s Compliance Fund: AutoCAD Civil 3D 2010 with subscription for support from DLT Solutions, Herndon, VA - $12,126.06 (state bid); Trimble R8 GNSS Model 3 RTK from Frontier Precision, Bloomington, MN - $18,653 (state contract less trade in); the upgrade of two PC’s - $1,193; conversion of section corner worksheets to add to web - $400; and two MS Office Pro 2007 for PC upgrades listed above - $555.

On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the Board Work session scheduled for March 10, 2010, was cancelled.


On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the 2010 Giziibii Resource Conservation & Development Council purchase of service (POS) agreement was approve and the payment of $300 was authorized.

Discussion regarding legislative representative contact was held with the Board encouraged to contact our legislators independently regarding relative issues as each commissioner feels necessary.

Sheriff:  On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

Sentence to Serve (STS) Crewleader, Randy Griess presented the STS Annual Report and a program update was provided.

Sheriff, Frank Homer presented a history of events relative to the consideration of the radio system transition required by the FCC.  He presented his recommendation that Hubbard County move to the VHF Digital Radio system.  No action taken at this time.

Sheriff Homer presented quotes received for the purchase of LEC camera equipment as follows: Reliance Telephone, Inc., East Grand Forks, MN – Camera upgrade, garage area - $335 and control room – $585 (camera, $345 and cable and labor, $240) and Investigation - $1,110 (camera, $345; Recorder, $200; Base station and microphone, $225; and Misc including labor, $340)  On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the Sheriff’s Office was authorized to purchase the equipment listed in bold, by underlined quote above, to be paid from the Canteen Fund money.

Department of Natural Resources (DNR) Acquisition:  Peter Buessler, DNR Division of Ecological Resources presented information regarding the proposed DNR purchase of approximately 440 acres surrounding Lester Lake in Steamboat Township.  Mark Carlstrom, Area Forest Supervisor spoke to the natural beauty and condition of the land and the wish to preserve it for future generations.  On motion of Mr. Robinson, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

State Land Acquisition

Whereas, In accordance with Minnesota Statutes 84.033, Subd. 3 and 97A.145, Subd. 2, the Commissioner of the Department of Natural Resources on 3 March, 2010 provided the county board with a description of lands to be acquired by the State of Minnesota for purposes of being designated as a Scientific and Natural Area in order to protect and perpetuate in an undisturbed natural state those natural features which possess exceptional scientific or educational value; and an Aquatic Management Area to protect habitat for aquatic life, water quality and angler access. Lands to be acquired are described as follows:

Lots One (1), Two (2) and Three (3), the South One-half of the Northeast Quarter (S½ of NE ¼), and the North One-half of the Southeast Quarter (N½ of SE¼) of Section Six (6); the Southwest Quarter of the Northwest Quarter (SW¼ of NW¼) and the Northwest Quarter of the Southwest Quarter (NW¼ of SW¼) of Section Five (5), Township One Hundred Forty-two (142) North Range Thirty-tow (32) West of the 5th P.M. in Minnesota, And Southeast Quarter of Southwest Quarter (SE¼ of SW¼) of Section Thirty-one (31), Township One Hundred Forty-three (143), North of Range Thirty-two (32) West of the 5th P.M. in Minnesota, Said tracts contain 400 acres more or less according to the Government survey thereof,

Excepting and reserving all minerals and mineral rights heretofore reserved by prior grantors.

And

Southwest Quarter of the Southeast Quarter (SW¼ of SE ¼), Section Thirty-one (31), Township One Hundred Forty-three (143), Range Thirty-two (32).

All in Hubbard County, State of Minnesota


Therefore, Be It Resolved, that the Board of County Commissioners of Hubbard County on 3 March, 2010 approves of the State’s acquisition of the described property as outlined above.

Coordinator:  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the direction of Hubbard County to move to a digital VHF radio system was approved, as recommended by the Sheriff.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried 3-2 with Mr. Carlson and Mr. Devine voting no, the completion of a feasibility study to assess the mechanical/electrical engineering necessary for completion of the proposed revised Phase 1a construction project by Klein McCarthy Architects was approved, not to exceed $7,000, to be paid from the Building Fund.


On motion of Mr. Robinson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the increase of the social services department rent paid to the county to properly reflect the building area utilized was approved, effective March 1, 2010.


On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the completion of eight applicant interviews for the vacant full time Veteran Service Officer position was scheduled for March 10, 2010, beginning at 8:00 a.m., allowing 40 minutes each.

On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the upgrade and extension of the GIS Autocad maintenance contract was approved, as recommended by the Technology Committee, estimated to be $3,000 including tax, with payment to be from the Compliance Fund.


On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the County Attorney purchase of a laptop, as recommended by the Technology Committee, was approved in the estimated amount of $800 to be paid from Compliance Fund upon satisfactory review by the contracted auditor.  If not found to be a satisfactory use of the Compliance Funds, the purchase will be paid from designated unallocated monies.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the purchase of two reserve computers was approved, as recommended by the Technology Committee, to be paid from designated unallocated monies.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the payment of the social services bills was approved, as submitted.


Environmental Services:  Environmental Services Officer, Eric Buitenwerf presented information regarding a pending application to convert the Northern Star Resort to a residential PUD that will require completion of an environmental assessment worksheet (EAW).  Discussion followed.  By consensus of the Board, support for the completion of the EAW by the Environmental Services Office (ESO), if requested by the applicant, regarding resort conversion to residential PUD Parcel #16.41.00400 was expressed with the applicant to be charged for the ESO expenses and time incurred for completion of same.


Mr. Buitenwerf provided the Board with three options available to the county, as requested on February 17, 2010, with regard to the state SSTS Rules revision process and its anticipated effects on the county SSTS program administration, contractors, and landowners.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the suspension of Ordinance #38 that was effective February 4, 2010, was approved, as recommended by the Environmental Services Officer to be coordinated with the reinstatement of Ordinance #28, per proper procedure, and a public hearing was scheduled for April 7, 2010 beginning at 12:30 p.m.

On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously, the Shoreland and SSTS Ordinance violations, as recommended by the Environmental Services Office were referred to the County Attorney for review and litigation, if necessary.

By consensus of the Board, the meeting was recessed at 1:10 p.m. to be reconvened on March 10, 2010 at 8:00 a.m. for completion of the Veteran Service interviews and any other county business, as necessary.


The regular meeting of the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners held on March 3, 2010, that was recessed was reconvened at 8:00 a.m. with all the Commissioners and County Coordinator, Jack Paul present.


Interviews for the Veteran Service Officer position were held beginning at 8:00 a.m. with the following applicants:  Tim Weeks, Joan Long, Greg Remus, Greg Skogen, Clint Danielson, and Kevin Litzau.  Two of the applicants scheduled to be interviewed notified the county they had obtained other employment and/or declined the interview.

Environmental Services Officer, Eric Buitenwerf presented information regarding the suspension of Ordinance #38 and readopting #28, as previously authorized.  Discussion followed.  By consensus of the Board, the previous action remains.

On motion of Mr. Robinson, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the Coordinator was authorized to offer the position of Veteran Service Officer to Gregory D. Remus, pending completion of satisfactory reference and background verification, to be filled as soon as possible and authorized the Chairman to sign the Oath and Acceptance upon completion.


On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the appointment of David W. Konshok as Veteran Services Officer was revoked.

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the meeting was closed at the employees request, for evaluation of Deputy Recorder, Missy Buck, pursuant to M.S. 13D.05, Subd 3 at 2:10 p.m.  The meeting was re-opened at 3:13 p.m.
