A TRANSCRIPT OF THE PROCEEDINGS OF A REGULAR MEETING OF THE HUBBARD COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS HELD ON MARCH 17, 2010, AT 9:00 0'CLOCK A.M.

A regular meeting of the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners was held on March 17, 2010, at 9:00 a.m. with all Commissioners and County Coordinator, Jack Paul present.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all.


The meeting was called to order by Chairman, Lyle Robinson.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the agenda was approved, as submitted.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the minutes of the regular meeting held on March 3, 2010, were approved, as submitted.


There was no public input.


Auditor/Treasurer:  Auditor/Treasurer, Pam Heeren reported the purchase of a computer stand from the Office Shop, Brainerd, MN in the amount of $234.06 including tax that was paid from the recorder’s compliance fund per authorization on March 3, 2010.


Ms. Heeren presented the quotes received for the purchase of a combination copier/scanner/printer as follows:  Multiple Technologies, Detroit Lakes, MN (Xerox WorkCentre 7232) - $9,042; MARCO, Bemidji, MN (Sharp MX 2600N) – $5,730; North Country Business Products, Bemidji, MN (Canon Color imageRunner C2550) - $5718.45 & (Canon IR Advance 5030) - $6,323.38; Advanced Business Methods, Fargo, ND (Canon imageRunner C3480i) - $6,750 & (Savin C3333 SPF) - $6,960.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the purchase listed in bold, by underlined quote above was approved based on less expensive and faster color copies and good maintenance history on current machine with same vendor.  Payment of the equipment to be made from the recorder’s compliance fund as authorized on March 3, 2010.


The quotes for the purchase of a typewriter were presented as follows:  refurbexpress.com (IBM Lexmark Wheelwriter 30) - $349.95 plus tax, shipping & handling and typewriters.com (Brother EM-630) - $349.95 plus tax, shipping & handling.  It was explained that both machines are refurbished, however the IBM had the capability to store forms and listed for $1,195.99 while the Brother did not have the storage capability and listed for $549.95 new.  On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the purchase in bold, by underlined quote above was approved based on the machine’s additional capabilities with the payment to be made from the recorder’s compliance fund as authorized on March 3, 2010.

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, payment of the bills and auditor’s warrants of March 5 and March 12, 2010, were approved, as submitted.

Ms. Heeren distributed the Revenue Fund Cash Balance Report dated February 28, 2010.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the Auditor/Treasurer and Chair were authorized to sign the Round River and Martinau recreational trail agreements, as presented

On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the Auditor Treasurer was authorized to make necessary fund transfers between the Road & Bridge and Solid Waste Funds until the June settlement is completed.

Information was shared regarding compensated benefits IRS regulations, specifically clothing allowances, use of county vehicles and cellular phone utilization.  No action required.

Public Works:  By consensus of the Board, the re-call of one temporary highway employee from lay off in 2009 was authorized or filling of one position for up to six months if laid off employee is no longer available was approved, per proper procedure.


Public Works Coordinator, David Olsonawski presented the quote received for Trimble Business Center software from Frontier Precision, Bloomington, MN - $2,399.34 (state contract) explaining this software was necessary for the down and up load procedures in connection with the Trimble R8 purchased by the Land Survey Department that was authorized on March 3, 2010.  In addition, the authorized purchase price for the Trimble R8 presented on March 3, 2010, did not include sales tax.  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the purchase listed in bold, by underlined quote above was approved and the payment of the sales tax in the amount of $1,248.02 on the Trimble R8 was authorized with both items to be paid from the recorder’s compliance fund.

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the recall of two Parks & Recreation temporary utility workers that were laid off in 2009 was authorized, per proper procedure or re-filling of the two temporary positions was approved in the event the laid off employees are no longer available.

Land Commissioner, Bob Hoffman presented the quotes received for purchase of Norway and Jack Pine tree seedlings for the 2011 planting as follows:  Badoura Nursery, Akeley, MN - $99/1000; Pacific Regeneration Technologies Inc. (PRT USA Inc.) Dryden Ontario - $136.80/1,000 Norway Pine and $118.80/1,000 Jack Pine; and North Central Reforestation Inc., Evansville, MN - $137.95/1,000 Norway Pine and $131.95/1,000 Jack Pine.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the purchase in bold, by underlined low quote above was approved to be paid from the timber development fund.

Mr. Hoffman presented the quotes received for purchase of Velpar L Herbicide for seedling release as follows:  Forestry Suppliers, Jackson, MS - $82.50/gallon and CPS Timberland, Bovey, MN - $64.50/gallon including shipping.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the purchase in bold, by underlined low quote above was approved to be paid from timber development funds.


Solid Waste Officer, Vern Massie presented the quote received for machine tree planting of 16,500 trees on the property acquired adjoining the South Transfer Station, complying with the City of Park Rapids requirement, as follows:  Pickett’s Excavating, Park Rapids, MN - $130/1,000 trees.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously the project listed in bold, by underlined quote above was approved with payment to be from the solid waste fund.


On motion of Mr. Robinson, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the advertisement of CP 29-85-03, grading and aggregate surfacing from CSAH 2 to TH 34 was authorized, when prepared.

Mr. Olsonawski presented the quotes received for the purchase of a pull type 13 pneumatic tire roller as follows, not including sales tax:  Swanson Equipment Companies, Fargo, ND - $16,750 including spare tire and wheel (state contract); Titan Machinery, Fargo, ND - $24,500; and RDO Equipment, Burnsville, MN - $19,050.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously the purchase listed in bold, by underlined low quote above was approved plus sales tax with total not to exceed $18,000 to be paid from budgeted Road and Bridge monies.

Mr. Olsonawski reported the receipt of insurance monies in the amount of $13,154 for highway garage maintenance bay damage experienced which was previously discussed on March 3, 2010.


Social Services:  The following new social service employees were introduced to the Board:  Social Worker, Kristin Struve hired November 23, 2009; Child Support Enforcement Aide, Debra Edward  hired February 24, 2010; and Office Support Specialist, Heidi Kruchowski hired March 1, 2010.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the following Purchase of Service (POS) contracts were approved, as recommended by the Social Services Director:  MAHUBE Community Council for CHORE and Homemaker services and Lutheran Social Services (LSS) for provision of guardian and conservator services.


Social Services Director, Daryl Bessler presented the CY 2009 case management earnings report.


The social services overtime utilization for the period of January 31 to February 27, 2010 was reported totaling sixty-eight hours, twenty minutes.


Mr. Bessler reminded the Board that Financial Supervisor I, Sandy Schmidt has resigned effective March 26, 2010, and will be replaced by Renee Weeks who was hired effective March 15, 2010.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the resignation of Social Worker, Chelsey Runia, was accepted effective April 27, 2010, with regrets and the re-filling of the vacant position was approved, per proper procedure, and any resulting vacancies, if necessary.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the Social Services purchase of two computers was approved, as recommended by the Technology Coordinator, to be paid from social services budgeted monies.

Mr. Bessler presented the Income Maintenance report.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the Transit Coordinator’s attendance of the Community Transit Association of America Conference in Long Beach, CA to be held on May 24 – 28, 2010, was authorized with transportation, food and lodging expenses to be paid by receipt of scholarship funds, as presented.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the 2010 Purchase of Service (POS) contract with the City of Park Rapids for transit services was approved, utilizing the same rates as in 2009, as presented.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the payment of the Income Maintenance Agenda, Social Service Agenda and welfare bills was approved, and the following resolution was adopted:

On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, an increase in the LEC part time dispatcher/jailer pool was authorized not to exceed ten employees.

Sheriff, Frank Homer reported that part time dispatcher/jailer, Dan Garner has moved to full time status effective March 14, 2010, filling the vacant position.


Probation:  Bemidji District 2 Supervisor, Marc Bloomquist along with Career Corrections Agent, Joe Peterson provided an update of Probation Department services and statistics.  They also spoke to the value of the Sentence to Serve (STS) Program and presented an estimated monetary effect to the county if the current state’s probation department funding was eliminated.


Minnesota Counties Intergovernmental Trust (MCIT):  MCIT Account Executive, Bob Goede presented the 2010 MCIT Member Report.


MAHUBE:  On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

County Attorney:  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the County Attorney’s Office utilization of overtime, if necessary, was authorized on April 2, 2010, due to State Court system operation on a county holiday.


County Attorney, Don Dearstyne presented information in support of moving the part time County Attorney to full time status.  Discussion followed, with the Board to take the request under consideration.


Environmental Services:  The new Environmental Specialist, Jeffery B. Woodford who began his duties with the county on March 16, 2010, was introduced to the Board.

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried 4-1 with Mr. Carlson voting no, the final plat of Rice Bay Association, Parcel #’s 21.30.00400 & 21.30.00600, Nevis Township was approved, as recommended by the Planning Commission and the Environmental Services Office.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the final plat of Refuge Acres, Parcel #27.01.03112, Todd Township was approved, as recommended by the Planning Commission and the Environmental Services Office.


Environmental Services Officer, Eric Buitenwerf presented the quotes received for the purchase of three 24” monitors as follows, including sales tax, shipping and handling:  Buy.com, Aliso Viejo, CA - $692.52; TigerDirect.com, Miami, FL - $773.46; and CDW.com, Vernon Hills, IL - $777.45.  Mr. Buitenwerf also presented the quotes received for the purchase of one self-leveling, rotary laser level with detector as follows, including sales tax, shipping and handling:  Engineersupply.com, Lynchburg, VA - $436.55; Stakemill.com, Largo, FL - $462.66; and Sears.com, Hoffman Estates, IL - $544.01.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the purchases listed in bold, by low, respectively underlined quotes above were approved, to be paid from the recorders equipment fund as authorized on March 3, 2010.

Coordinator:  The result of the employee performance evaluation completed on March 3, 2010, for Deputy Recorder, Missy Buck was satisfactory.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the Board Work Session scheduled for April 14, 2010, was canceled.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously, the Extension Office purchase of a laptop computer, including Dell Small Business software totaling $767.36 was approved, as recommended by the Technology Coordinator, to be paid from designated unallocated monies.


Coordinator, Jack Paul reported that Gregory D. Remus had accepted the Veteran Service Officer (VSO) position and will begin his duties in Hubbard County on April 8, 2010.

On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, a letter of support for the Northern Lights: Building Broadband Communities Comprehensive Community Infrastructure application filed by XO Communications Services, Inc.’s was authorized, as presented.


There being no further business before the Board, the Chairman adjourned the meeting at 1:59 p.m.
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
