A TRANSCRIPT OF THE PROCEEDINGS OF A REGULAR MEETING OF THE HUBBARD COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS HELD ON APRIL 7, 2010, AT 9:00 0'CLOCK A.M.

A regular meeting of the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners was held on April 7, 2010, at 9:00 a.m. with all the Commissioners and County Coordinator, Jack Paul present.


The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all.


The meeting was called to order by Chairman, Lyle Robinson.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously, the agenda was approved, as submitted.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the minutes of the regular meeting held on March 17, 2010, were approved, as submitted.


There was no public input.


Auditor/Treasurer:  On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the payment of the regular bills and the auditors warrants dated March 19, March 26, and April 1, 2010, were approved as submitted including the payment to MARCO, Bemidji, MN for sales tax in the amount of $393.94 for the copy machine purchase approved on March 17, 2010.

Auditor/Treasurer, Pam Heeren reported her office completed the sale of 43 passports and booklets and took 44 photographs on “Passport Day in the USA” held on March 27, 2010 and the Recorder issued several birth certificates.

On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the payment of the final assessment in connection with the 2008 – 2009 IRS payroll audit was approved by auditor’s warrant, in the amount of $2,202.09.

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the following license applications were approved upon completion of proper paperwork:  3.2 Non-Intoxicating Liquor (Beer) – Fair Haven’s Golf Course, Straight River Township; Liquor/Wine/Sunday Liquor – North Point Lodge, LLC dba North Point Lodge, Henrietta Township; Bad 2 the Bone BBQ, Lake Alice Township; Off Sale Liquor – Bad t the Bone BBQ, Lake Alice Township and Set-up & Display – Hilltop Inn, Hubbard Township and The Barn, Henrietta Township.


Ms. Heeren distributed the following dated March 31, 2010: General Revenue Cash Balance Report, Revenue and Expenditure Reports.


Public Works:  On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the following payments were approved, by Auditor’s warrant for purchases authorized on February 3, 2010:  Thielen Motors, Park Rapids, MN in the amount of $27,695 for the Natural Resource Management’s Sheriff vehicle; Park Rapids Ford, Park Rapids, MN in the amount of $22,393 for the NRM vehicle and to the Division of Motor Vehicles in the amount of $1,525.55 for fees, sales tax and licenses on the respective vehicles, as discussed.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the timber parcels were approved for sale on May 4, 2010, as recommended by the Land Commissioner.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the transfer of cabin lease #35 located in Section 13, T142N, R35W, Clover Township from Dale Grover to Kevin and Tom Grover was approved, as recommended by the Land Commissioner.

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the landowner permission form for the Forest Riders Snowmobile Club Grant in Aid Snowmobile Trails located on tax forfeited lands was approved and the Land Commissioner was authorized to sign same.

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, Amendment #1 to the Grant Agreement for Farris Park NR 96-016 was approved and the Chairman was authorized to sign same.


The quotes received for purchase of signing materials and posts were reported as follows:  Newman Traffic Signs, Jamestown, ND - $14,460.90 (rejected quote, not complete); M R Sign Company, Inc., Fergus Falls, MN - $19,645.10 and Lyle Signs, Inc., Eden Prairie, MN - $24,415.75.  The quotes received for purchase of culverts, bands and end sections were reported as follows:  Johnston Fargo Culvert, Fargo, ND - $20,722.40; Knife River Materials, Bemidji, MN - $19,637.25; Walker Pipe & Supply, Walker, MN - $24,014.72 and Contech Construction, St. Croix Falls, MN - $24,014.72.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the purchases listed in bold, by respective underlined, low quotes above, plus tax as needed were approved, as recommended by the Public Works Coordinator, to be paid from budgeted monies.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by M. Larson and carried unanimously, Arago Township’s utilization of the county’s ground concrete as parking lot base was approved in consideration for Recycling Shed placement, as discussed provided trucking is supplied by the township.

On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the filling of up to three temporary solid waste non-certified, positions for up to six months, was approved per proper procedure.


Solid Waste Officer, Vern Massie reviewed transfer station maintenance issues that will need to be addressed in the near future and informed the Board of MPCA Stormwater Rule changes and their effects on the Hubbard County facilities.  No action was necessary at this time.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the payment to DLT Solutions in the amount of $833.60, by auditor’s warrant was approved representing sales tax on the purchase of AutoCad software authorized on March 3, 2010, to be paid from the Recorder’s Compliance fund.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, overtime for Natural Resource Management personnel was authorized for completion of spring tree planting and site preparation projects, as necessary.

The Highway Department comp time accrual report was provided in the amount of 1090.35 hours.

Sheriff:  On the motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

Whereas, under the provisions of M.S. §86B.105 (1990), the Sheriff of each County is required to carry out the provision of M.S. §86B. and the Boat and Water Safety Rules, hereinafter referred to as the "Minn. Rules", promulgated by the Commissioner of Natural Resources, including patrol, enforcement, search and rescue, watercraft inspection, waterway marking and accident investigation, all hereinafter referred to as the "Sheriff's Duties"; and


Whereas, in connection with the Sheriff's Duties M.S. §86B.701 provides that the County submit to the Commissioner of Natural Resources, a budget to carry out the Sheriff's Duties; and


Whereas, M.S. §86B.701 and the Minnesota Rules provide for the allocation of funds by the Commissioner to the County based on certain criteria and conclusions to assist the funding of the Sheriff's Duties; and


Whereas, the County has submitted a proposed budget to the State which is attached hereto as exhibit A.


Now, Therefore, Be It Resolved, that the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners does hereby agree to the terms of that certain agreement numbered 702 between the State of Minnesota, Department of Natural Resources and the County of Hubbard, for the period of January 1, 2010, through December 31, 2010; and


Be It Further Resolved, that the Chairman of the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners and the Hubbard County Auditor are hereby authorized to sign said agreement, and


Be It Further Resolved, that the funds received under the terms of this Agreement shall be used only for allowable expenditures as provided in said M.S. §86B.

Whereas, emergencies can occur at anytime requiring sheriff, police, fire or emergency medical services; and


Whereas, when an emergency occurs the prompt response of law enforcement, firefighters and paramedics is critical to the protection of life and preservation of property; and


Whereas, the safety of our deputy sheriffs, police officers, and firefighters is dependent upon the quality and accuracy of information obtained from citizens who telephone the Hubbard County Sheriff's Office Communications Center; and


Whereas, public safety dispatchers are the first and most critical contact our citizens have with emergency services; and


Whereas, public safety dispatchers are the single vital link for our law enforcement and fire personnel by monitoring their activities by radio, providing them information and ensuring their safety; and 


Whereas, public safety dispatchers of the Hubbard County Sheriff's Office Communications Center have contributed substantially to the apprehension of criminals, suppression of fires and treatment of patients; and


Whereas, each dispatcher has exhibited compassion, understanding and professionalism during the performance of their job in the past year;


Now, Therefore, Be It Resolved that the Board of Commissioners of the County of Hubbard hereby proclaims the week of April 11-17, 2010, as "National Telecommunicator's Week" and joins in honoring the men and women whose diligence and professionalism keep our county and citizens safe.

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

Whereas, Hubbard County is a participating member of the Northwest Regional Radio Board, a Joint Powers Entity formed pursuant to Minnesota Statutes 403.39 and 471.59; and

Whereas, a Joint Powers Agreement creating the Northwest Regional Radio Board was approved by the fourteen counties and one city comprising the Board, including Hubbard County;  and


Whereas, the current Joint Powers Agreement provides, in more than location, reference to Greater Northwest EMS serving as the Northwest Regional Radio Board Administrative Agent; and


Whereas, Greater Northwest EMS is no longer willing to serve as the Northwest Regional Radio Board Administrative Agent; and


Whereas, modification of the assignment of an Administrative Agent currently requires modification of the Joint Powers Agreement; and


Whereas, the Northwest Regional Radio Board recommends modification of the Joint Powers Agreement governing the Northwest Regional Radio Board to vest selection of the Administrative Agent in the Northwest Regional Radio Board.

Now Therefore, Be It Resolved, the Hubbard Board of Commissioners approves the modifications to the Joint Powers Agreement recommended by the Northwest Regional Radio Board and attached hereto; and be it further.


Be It Further Resolved that the Hubbard County Board Chair is hereby authorized to execute the required addendum to the existing Joint Powers Agreement to implement the authorized modifications


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the B&W purchase of the NRM ATV pickup (2006 Chevrolet Silverado 1500, extended cab 61/2’) was approved in an amount of $7,150 per Kelly Blue Book to be paid from designated departmental funds.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the purchase of one Motorola P25 digital compatible mobile radio from Roger’s Two Way Radio, Inc., Bemidji, MN (state bid) was approved in the amount of $2,841.24 for the NRM ATV pickup to be paid from designated department funds.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the purchase of the 2010 Chevrolet pickup stripe package for ATV officer vehicle from Grafix Shoppe, Eagan, MN was approved in the amount of $400 including S & H, to be paid from designated departmental monies.


Sheriff Frank Homer presented the quotes received for the purchase of a Stiga STS275 table tennis table as follows:  Amazon.com $599.00 plus tax and BNS Sports, Dallas, TX $636.51 plus tax.  On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the purchase in bold, by low, underlined quote above, was approved to be paid from the inmate canteen account.


Sheriff Homer informed the Board of the resignation of Road Deputy, J. T. Harris effective March 31, 2010, with the position to be filled internally, per proper procedure.


Community Health Services:  Director of Community Health, Chris Broeker reported that the H1N1 vaccine continues to be available and presented information regarding the number of county vaccinations provided and the county’s ranking within the state and country for vaccinations completed.


Ms. Broeker reviewed the Hubbard County ranking results reported in the County Health Ranking Study provided by the University of Wisconsin.


Assessor:  Assessor, Bob Hansen reported the utilization of 57 hours of overtime by his office personnel for the period of January 1 to March 31, 2010.


Mr. Hansen presented the following quotes received for the purchase of three Plantronics CS55 Wireless Office Headsets with HL 10 Lifters, including tax with free shipping as follows:  North Country Business Products, Bemidji, MN  56601 - $313.14; Telecomworldonline.com, Fairfield, NJ - $259.15; Theheadsetteam.com, Romeoville, IL - $277.85; Radio Shack, Detroit Lakes, MN - $267.18; and Buy.com - $235.11.  On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the purchase of two replacement desktop PC towers in the amount of $764 each plus sales tax, as recommended by the Technology Coordinator were approved and the purchase listed in bold by low underlined quote above, for the assessor, auditor/treasurer and recorder was approved to be paid from the Recorder’s Compliance Fund.


The local Township Board of Appeal & Equalization meeting schedule was distributed.

Coordinator:  On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the payment to North American Salt Company in the amount of $56,405.97 was approved by commissioner’s warrant.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the addition of the Emergency Management Officer to the Safety, Emergency Management and Technology Committees was approved.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the Environmental Services purchase of three PC’s, as recommended by the Technology Coordinator was approved, to be paid from the Recorder’s Compliance Fund.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the purchase of service (POS) agreement with Michael Plante to complete the Law Librarian services was approved for the period of April 1, to December 31, 2010, as presented.


On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the payment of the social service bills was approved, as presented.

On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the Recorder’s attendance of the Fidlar Technologies 3rd Annual National User Group Meeting in Rock Island, IL from May 18, to May 20, 2010, was approved with meals and transportation to Rock Island provided by Fidlar and minimal expenses to be paid by the county from tech fund monies, as presented.


Public Hearing regarding Individual Sewage System Standards, Ordinance 28:  The public hearing was called to order at 12:42 p.m.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the reading of the legal notice was waived.  Environmental Services Officer, Eric Buitenwerf presented a brief history of the events bringing the county to the present including the incomplete state rule making process.  There was no public input.  The public hearing was closed at 12:46 p.m.

On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, Ordinance #28 was adopted and Ordinance #38 was rescinded upon recording and publication of Ordinance #28 scheduled for April 14, 2010.

Environmental Services:  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the 2010 Natural Resource Block Grant - SSTS funds grant agreement, was approved, as presented and the Chairman was authorized to sign same.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the purchase of service (POS) contracts with SSTS inspectors, Bruce Otto and Al Winterberger were approved for the period of January 1, to December 31, 2010, as recommended by the Environmental Services Officer and the Chairman was authorized to sign same.


The Board was informed that the annual SSTS contractor meeting had been scheduled for April 22, 2010, at 6:00 p.m. in the courthouse basement meeting room.


Committee Reports:  An AMC Legislative Conference report and a Historical Society update was presented.
