A TRANSCRIPT OF THE PROCEEDINGS OF A REGULAR MEETING OF THE HUBBARD COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS HELD ON APRIL 21, 2010, AT 9:00 0'CLOCK A.M.


A regular meeting of the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners was held on April 21, 2010, at 9:00 a.m. with all the Commissioners and County Coordinator, Jack Paul present.


The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all.


The meeting was called to order by Chairman, Lyle Robinson.


On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the agenda was approved, as submitted.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the minutes of the regular board meeting held on April 7, 2010, were approved, as submitted.


There was no public input.


Auditor/Treasurer: On motion of Mr. Robinson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the payment of the regular bills and the auditor’s warrants dated April 9, and April 16, 2010, were approved as submitted.

On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the following license applications were approved upon completion of proper paperwork:   3.2 Non-Intoxicating (Beer) License, Timberlane Lodge & Resort, Henrietta Township; Liquor/Wine/Sunday Liquor Licenses: Companeros, Henrietta Township.


Auditor/Treasurer, Pam Heeren reported the quotes received for the purchase of the burster that was authorized March 3, 2010 as follows:  Deatons Mailing Systems, Moorhead, MN – Duplo -700 Burster (refurbished) - $2,500 plus tax ($2,671.88) & Formax FD550 (new) - $7,949 plus sales tax and ABC Office.com – Formax FD540 (new) $6,295 plus sales tax.  Discussion followed regarding currently used burster had been purchased as a refurbished model ten years previously that has been used more frequently than the projected use of this machine.  On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the purchase in bold by low, underlined quote above was approved and it was reported that the purchase was paid from the Recorder’s Compliance Fund.


On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the Auditor/Treasurer was authorized to issue a duplicate check to Lyle Robinson in the amount of $405 representing mileage expenses, upon completion of proper paperwork, due to non receipt of the original in the mail.


By consensus of the Board, the publication of election notices in both the legal paper and the local paper was re-affirmed, per past practice.

Coordinator:  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the scheduled Board Work Session for May 12, 2010, was cancelled.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

Whereas, an application for Minnesota Lawful Gambling LG220 for Exempt Permit has been received from the United Foundation for Disabled Archers, P O Box 251, Glenwood, MN, 56334, for the conduct of raffles at Camp Wilderness in Clay Township in the County of Hubbard on October 2, 2010, and


Whereas, the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners has no objection to the granting of such exemption, now, therefore,


Be It Resolved, that the aforesaid request be, and the same hereby is, approved, and


Be It Further Resolved, that the waiting period prior to consideration of this application, if any, be waived.


Public Works:  Assistant County Highway Engineer, Jed Nordin presented the bid received for CP 29-10-03, Liquid Calcium Chloride as follows:  UNIVAR USA, St. Paul, MN - $336,053.90.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the project listed in bold, by underlined low bid above, was approved to be paid from budgeted monies.  It was clarified that $288,013.60 was county expense of the above bid with $48,040.30 being Township expense.

Mr. Nordin presented the bids received for CP 29-10-02, Aggregate Surfacing as follows:  Mark Sand & Gravel, Fergus Falls, MN - $307,248.35; Wm. D. Scepaniak, Inc., Holdingford, MN - $319,816.38; Central Specialties, Inc., Alexandria, MN - $326,768.91; Anderson Contracting, Inc., Solway, MN - $336,662.90 and Tri-City Paving, Inc., Little Falls, MN - $454,588.50;.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the project listed in bold, by underlined low bid above, was approved to be paid from state aid funds and county monies.


The bids received for SP 29-609-021, reclamation and bituminous overlay were presented as follows:  Knife River Materials, Bemidji, MN - $1,765,386.50; Mark Sand & Gravel, Fergus Falls, MN - $1,811,185.30; and Central Specialties, Alexandria, MN - $1,844,817.80.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the project listed in bold, by underlined low bid above, was approved, pending completion of proper paperwork, to be paid from state aid funds and federal funds.


On motion of Mr. Robinson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the continuation of Highway Department labor overhead additive of 55% was approved for the remainder of 2010 with an increase to 65% authorized, effective January 1, 2011, to permit proper 2011 budgeting by departments affected.

The Board was informed that the South Transfer Station spring/summer hours began effective April 19, 2010, opening at 7:30 a.m. Monday – Saturday with the closure time being extended to 5:00 p.m. on Saturday’s effective April 24, 2010.

Committee Reports:  A PrimeWest update was presented, with no action necessary.


Social Services:  Social Services Director, Daryl Bessler reviewed the Social Services Revenue & Expenditure budget reports dated March 31, 2010.

On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the Hubbard County DAC Needs Determination for a new facility was approved, as recommended by the Social Services Director, and the Chair was authorized to sign same.

Mr. Bessler reported the Hubbard County Targeted Case Management Disallowance in the amount of $5,234 and the utilization of 60 hours 30 minutes of overtime for the period of February 28, through April 10, 2010

It was reported that the Transit Coordinator did receive the grant that was anticipated to cover travel and lodging expenses relative to her conference attendance authorized on March 17, 2010, however due an insufficient award she will not be attending.

The Income Maintenance Report and Case Loads experienced thru March, 2010 were reviewed with the Board.

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, payment of the Income Maintenance Agenda, Social Service Agenda and welfare bills was approved, and the following resolution was adopted:

Environmental Services:  On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the amendment of the Purchase of Service (POS) contracts with Bruce Otto and Al Winterberger was approved, as recommended by the County Attorney.


The Board was reminded of the Annual SSTS Contractor Meeting scheduled for April 22, 2010, at 6:00 p.m. in the courthouse and on motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the attendance by the commissioner’s was authorized.

Sheriff:  Emergency Management Officer, Brian Halbasch and Sheriff, Frank Homer presented the following updates to the Board, respectively:  Emergency Management activities and accomplishments and Regional Advisory Committee recommendations.

Committee Reports:  Reported each of the three Heritage Campus facilities are full with waiting lists and that a reduction in nursing home beds to a total of 64 is scheduled for action on April 22, 2010.


The Board was reminded that the Shell Prairie Ag Association Fair is scheduled for Wednesday, July 7 through Sunday, July 11, 2010.


County Attorney:  County Attorney, Don Dearstyne presented information relative to MN Statute §211B.045 and Hubbard County Signage Regulation Ordinance #34.  Discussion followed regarding political sign size permitted in the ordinance.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, a public hearing for review of Amendment #1 of sign Ordinance #34 was scheduled on May 19, 2010, at 12:30 p.m. with a presentation to the Board of the proposed amendment language regarding size of political signs allowed, scheduled for May 5, 2010, at 11:00 a.m.


Closed Session:  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the meeting was closed pursuant to M.S. §13D.05, Subd 3b (pending litigation) at 11:08 a.m.  The meeting was re-opened at 11:37 a.m.


There being no further business before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 11:37 a.m.
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
