A TRANSCRIPT OF THE PROCEEDINGS OF A REGULAR MEETING OF THE HUBBARD COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS HELD ON MAY 5, 2010, AT 9:00 0'CLOCK A.M.

A regular meeting of the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners was held on May 5, 2010, at 9:00 a.m. with all the Commissioners and County Coordinator, Jack Paul present.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all.


The meeting was called to order by Chairman, Lyle Robinson.


On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the agenda was approved, as submitted.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the minutes of the regular meeting held on April 21, 2010, were approved, as submitted.


There was no public input.


Auditor/Treasurer:  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the payment of the regular bills and the auditor’s warrants dated April 23, and April 30, 2010, were approved as submitted.

Coordinator:  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the utilization of the Minnesota Administration Surplus Service was approved for general equipment and/or furniture needs and the Chair was authorized to sign the provided agreement for same.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the purchase of a replacement switch, located in the board room, estimated not to exceed $300 was approved, as recommended by the Technology Committee, to be paid from MIS monies.


On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the replacement of Environmental Services wiring, estimated not to exceed $300 was approved, as recommended by the Technology Committee, to be paid from the Recorder’s Compliance Fund.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the payment of the social service bills was approved, as presented.


By consensus of the Board, the Coordinator was requested to obtain quotes for consignment sale participation for the disposal of unused county equipment, if needed.

The Board was reminded of the scheduled AMC District II meeting on May 26, 2010, beginning at 8:00 a.m. at the PrimeWest building in Bemidji, MN.

Public Works:  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the payment of $7,500 for maintenance of the Depot Park tennis courts was authorized, as recommended by the Parks & Recreation Board.

Land Commissioner, Bob Hoffman presented the quotes received for the purchase of 30 yards of mortar sand for the Lake George volleyball court as follows:  Cumbers Construction, Park Rapids, MN - $16/yard = $480 delivered plus sales tax of $33.00 totaling $513 and Aggregate Industries, Park Rapids, MN - $24.67/yard = $740.10 plus tax $50.88 & deliver $75/hr (estimated $225) totaling $1,015.98.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the project listed in bold, as recommended by the Parks & Recreation Board, by underlined low quote above was approved, to be paid from Parks & Recreation budgeted monies.

Mr. Hoffman presented the quotes received for the purchase of two barbeque grills to be installed at the south Long Lake access as follows including tax and delivery:  R. J. Thomas Mfg. Co., Inc., Cherokee, IA - $507.67 and Belson Outdoors, North Aurora, IL - $548.97.  On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the purchase in bold, as recommended by the Parks & Recreation Board by underlined low quote above was approved, to be paid from Parks & Recreation budgeted monies.

By consensus of the Board, two meetings were scheduled for the review of the Proposed 5 Year Road Construction Plan to begin at 7:00 p.m. as follows, pending satisfactory availability of the facilities:  on June 7 in the Nary Town Hall and on June 14 in the Board meeting room in Park Rapids, MN.

On motion of Mr. Robinson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the following were approved:  project SP 88-070-003, District II safety project providing 6” fog lines vs the normal 4” on 173 miles of road in Hubbard County; the Joint Powers Agreement for the administration of Federal HSIP Safety Grant; and the signature of same by the County Attorney, Chair and Board Clerk was authorized upon receipt of same.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the payment of additional expenses involved with the Public Works Coordinator attendance of the NACE Conference in the amount of $429.20 was approved for taxes and parking fees.

Public Works Coordinator, David Olsonawski provided the following: R & B Financial Statements dated January 31, February 28 and March 31, 2010; the 2009 Road & Bridge Annual Report; and the Timber Auction results from May 4, 2010, in the amount of $282,061.22.


Sheriff:  On motion of Mr. Robinson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

LIMITED INTEROPERABILITY PARTICIPATION PLAN


Whereas, the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners, as the governing body of  Hubbard County has or will entered a grant agreement with the State of Minnesota, Department of Public Safety (DPS) for the acquisition and installation of radio equipment capable of operating upon the Allied Radio Matrix for Emergency Response (ARMER) public safety radio system, and


Whereas, Hubbard County is a member of the Northwest Regional Radio Board (RRB), and


Whereas, the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners, as the governing body of Hubbard County has or will entered into a subscriber agreement with the RRB and the State of Minnesota, Department of Transportation (MN DOT) permitting the operation of ARMER radio equipment by public safety officials within the County and


Whereas, a limited interoperability participation plan must be approved by the County and submitted to the RRB for approval before ARMER radio equipment intended for use by public safety officials within the County can be programmed and installed.


Now Therefore, the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners, as the governing body of Hubbard County approves the limited interoperability participation plan applicable to the use of ARMER radios by County public safety officials as presented on this date.


Veteran Services/Emergency Management:  Veteran Services Officer, Gregory Remus presented the Veterans Service Office 2010 First Quarter report.  Mr. Remus also reviewed his departmental priorities and goals for review by the Board.

Coordinator:  The Board reviewed the proposed Amendment #1 of Hubbard County Signage Ordinance #34.  The public hearing regarding the amendment is scheduled on May 19, 2010, at 12:30 p.m.  No action was necessary.
