A TRANSCRIPT OF THE PROCEEDINGS OF A REGULAR MEETING OF THE HUBBARD COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS HELD ON MAY 19, 2010, AT 9:00 0'CLOCK A.M.


A regular meeting of the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners was held on May 19, 2010, at 9:00 a.m. with all the Commissioners and County Coordinator, Jack Paul present.


The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all.


The meeting was called to order by Chairman, Lyle Robinson.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the agenda was approved, as submitted.


On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the minutes of the regular meeting held on May 5, 2010, were approved, as submitted.


Coordinator:  Coordinator, Jack Paul reminded the Board of the scheduled AMC District II meeting on May 26, 2010, at 8:00 a.m. at the PrimeWest builidng in Bemidji, MN.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the purchase of fourteen (14) ESRI Arc View renewal licenses (June 2010 – June 2011) in the amount of $12,400 plus tax, as recommended by the Technology Committee was approved, to be paid as follows:  ten (10) by the Recorders Compliance Fund and four (4) by the Land Department.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the purchase of service agreement (POS) with the City of Park Rapids was approved to resurface the Depot Park tennis courts, not to exeed $7,500 to be paid from the Parks & Recreation monies and the Chair was authorized to sign same.


Auditor/Treasurer:  On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the payment of the regular bills and the auditor’s warrants dated May 7, 2010, and May 14, 2010, were approved, as submitted.


Auditor/Treasurer, Pam Heeren presented the General Revenue Cash Balance report dated April, 30, 2010.


On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

Whereas, significant changes in 2010 to Minnesota Election Law affect how absentee ballots are issued, accepted and counted within the counties;


Whereas, Minnesota Statutes require counties to establish a County Absentee Ballot Board;


Whereas, the Ballot Board shall consist of a sufficient number of trained election judges and appointed as provided in Minnesota Statute 204B.19 to 204B.22;


Whereas, the Ballot Board shall perform all election related duties as outlined in Minnesota Election Law;


Now, Be It Resolved, that Hubbard County Board of Commissioners do hereby establish a County Absentee Ballot Board.


Be It Further Resolved, that the Commissioners appoint the Auditor/Election official as the appointing authority for the Absentee Ballot Board.

Ms. Heeren presented information regarding the additional expenses, time and duties included in the completion of the upcoming election, including absentee balloting this year.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconced by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the following were authorized:  purchase of thirty-six absentee ballot election cards @ $75 each plus shipping/handling and tax and utilization of overtime by the Auditor/Treasurer Office personnel, as needed during the upcoming election, with a utilization report to the Board at the conclusion of the election.

On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

Resolution Authorizing Sponsorship Of Cross Country Ski Trails Operated By Itascatur Ski Club


Be It Resolved that Hubbard County act as the legal sponsor for an application for funding to the State of Minnesota Department of Natural Resources for maintenance of cross-country ski trails managed by Itascatur Ski Club.


Be It Further Resolved that upon approval of its application by the state, Hubbard County may enter into an agreement with the state of Minnesota for the above referenced project and that it will comply with all applicable laws and regulations as stated in the agreement.


Be It Further Resolved that the Hubbard County Auditor-Treasurer is hereby authorized to serve as the fiscal agent for the above referenced project for the period of 07/10 through 06/11.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adotped:

Whereas, Hubbard County serves as the sponsor of various recreational trails that are part of the state of Minnesota Grant-in-aid Trail System; and


Whereas, the construction and maintenance of these trails are funded through Minnesota Trail Assistance Program Grants issued with the approval of the Minnesota Department of Natural Resources; and


Whereas, the 2010 Minnesota Trail Assistance Program Grant Application has been prepared for the approval of Hubbard County as sponsor of the following existing trail sponsored by Hubbard County and funded by the State of Minnesota Trail Assistance Program:  Forest Riders Snowmobile Club for Two Inlets Trail & grooming at Itasca State Park; and


Whereas, this trail is located in Hubbard County.


Now, Therefore, Be It Resolved, that Hubbard County agrees to sponsor said trail at no cost to the county for the period of July 1, 2010 through June 30, 2020, agrees to abide by the regulations stated in the agreement and the Hubbard County Auditor/Treasurer agrees to act as a fiscal agent on behalf of the local unit of government.


On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the following license applications were approved, upon completion of proper paperwork, as recommended by the Auditor/Treasurer:  Peddler’s – Tyler D. Langdon dba “Tyler Langdon’s College Books” and Temporary On Sale Liquor – Park Rapids Wrestling Boosters Club, Inc., 07/01/10 – 07/03/10.

Public Works:  Public Works Coordinator, David Olsonawski presented the bids received for SP-638-009, Bridge #29504 replacement and approach grading as follows:  Duininck, Inc., Prinsburg, MN - $438,208.75; Swingen Construction Company, Grand Forks, ND - $439,333.10; Gerit Hanson Construction, Blackduck, MN - $447,424.55; Korby Contracting Co., Inc., Fergus Falls, MN - $450,704.30; Dallco, Inc., Finlayson, MN - $463,483.50; Structural Specialties, Inc., Hutchinson, MN - $472,421.06; M & K Bridge Construction, Walnut Grove, MN - $479,998.50; Redstone Construction Company, Inc., Mora, MN - $516,794.70; and Robert R. Schroeder Construction, Inc., Glenwood, MN - $538,146.55.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Robinson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the project in bold, by low underlined bid above was approved pending completion of proper paperwork, to be paid from Federal STIP/BROS funds, bridge bonding and CSAH monies.

Mr. Olsonawski presented the bids received for CP 29-10-01, pavement marking (161.3 miles) as follows:  AAA Striping Service Co., St. Michael, MN - $57,309.74 and Traffic Marking Service, Inc., Maple Lake, MN - $62,812.32.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously the project in bold by underlined bid above was approved as recommended by the Public Works Coordinator, to be paid from State Aid & County Funds.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the transfer of cabin lease number 15 located in Section 17,T142N,R34W (Clay Township) from Richard A. Peterson to Jeff Tandsater was approved, as recommended by the Land Commissioner.


Mr. Olsonawski reported that the meetings for the review of the proposed 5-year Construction Plan had been confirmed as follows:  June 7, 2010, at 7:00 p.m. at the Helga Township Hall and on June 14, 2010, at 7:00 p.m. at the Hubbard Courthouse, lower level meeting room.

Social Services:  On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the following purchase of service and/or Host County agreements were approved, upon completion of proper paperwork, as recommended by the Social Services Director, and the Chair was authorized to sign same:  Home and Community Based Waiver Services with State Operated Services; Nevis Public Schools for completion of School-Home Interventionist services and United Security and Alarm Systems for Environmental Accessibility Adaptations, Specialized Supplies and Equipment.

On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the re-filling of the vacant social worker position was approved per proper procedure.

The social service overtime utilized, for the period of April 11 to May 8, 2010, was reported totaling forty-three hours and thirty minutes.


On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimousy, the purchase of servcie agreement with Many Lakes Home Care LLC for homemaker, chore, respite, companion and extended PCA services was approved, as recommended by the Social Services Director and the Chair was authorized to sign same.

Social Services Director, Daryl Bessler presented updates regarding GAMC and state budget impacts, with no action required.  He also presented the Income Maintenance Report.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, payment of the Income Maintenance Agenda, Social Service Agenda and welfare bills was approved, and the following resolution was adopted:

Sheriff:  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

Now, Therefore, Be It Resolved, that the aforesaid gifts are hereby gratefully accepted.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously the Joint Powers Agreement with Lakes Area Dive Team (Hubbard, Beltrami & Cass Counties) was approved, as recommended by the Sheriff and the Chair was authorized to sign same.


Sheriff, Frank Homer presented the quotes received for the purchase of a 2010 Polaris Sportsman 550 EFI 4x4 ATV with trade in:  Hilltop Sports, Hill City, MN - $3,749 and 34 East Lawn & Sport, Park Rapids, MN - $3,500.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the purchase listed in bold by low underlined quote above, plus sales tax and license fees if applicable, was approved to be paid from the 2009 ATV grant dollars.

On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously the addition of one bailiff was authorized for a total of four, to be utilized as discussed.

Committee Reports:  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously, the appointment of the District 2 Commissioner to the Park Rapids Alternate Truck Route Committee was approved with the District 3 Commissioner to serve as an alternate representative.

Commissioners reported on committee attendance with no need for action at this time.


Public Hearing:  The public hearing for the review of Amendment #1 of Sign Ordinance #34 began at 12:30 p.m.  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously the reading of the public notice was waived.  County Attorney, Don Dearstyne presented an update of the amendment.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the public hearing was concluded at 12:33 p.m.

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the following Amendment #1 to Hubbard County Sign Ordinance #34 was adopted with publication to be completed on May 26, 2010, as follows:
Hubbard County Signage Ordinance #34

Amendment # 1

34.0
Class D – Exempt Signs

Election signs.  Signs, posters, or banners which pertain to an upcoming election of a candidate or political issue shall be allowed in all districts.  Class D exempt election signs shall not include Class B off-site outdoor advertising signs purchased or rented by political candidates or in connection with a political issue.  In any election year, except when there are no primary elections, signs may only be posted from forty-six (46) days before the election to ten (10) days following the election.  The maximum square footage for Class D Exempt election signs shall be twenty-five (25) square feet in all districts.  In years when there are no primary elections, excluding townships that conduct elections before August 1, election signs may be posted from August 1 of the year in which the election is held, to ten (10) days following the election.  In townships that conduct elections before August 1, election signs may be posted from forty-six (46) days before the election to ten (10) days following the election.  All election signs must be removed by those responsible for their being posted within ten (10) days following the election.  There shall be no size or quantity limit on election signage.  In addition, the following standards apply to Class D exempt election signs:  maximum height shall not exceed ten (10) feet; election signs shall not be placed upon any right-of-way or on any publicly owned property, any public utility pole or any private property without the consent of the owner or occupant of such property; and mayshall not be placed so as to constitute a hazard to any person or property.  may not be placed in any location earlier than 45 days prior to a primary or 90 days prior to a special election and shall be removed no later than 10 days after the general or special election; removal of signs shall be the responsibility o the owner or occupant of the lot upon which the sign is located.  Signs in violation of the above provisions may be removed by the county.

Effective Date

This Ordinance shall take effect and be in force from May 26, 2010, and after the date of passage, approval, and publication, as provided by law.
