A TRANSCRIPT OF THE PROCEEDINGS OF A REGULAR MEETING OF THE HUBBARD COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS HELD ON JUNE 2, 2010, AT 9:00 0'CLOCK A.M.

A regular meeting of the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners was held on June 2, 2010, at 9:00 a.m. with all the Commissioners and County Coordinator, Jack Paul present.


The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all.


The meeting was called to order by Chairman, Lyle Robinson.


On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the agenda was approved, as presented.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the minutes of the regular meeting held on May 19, 2010, were approved, as submitted.


There was no public input.


Auditor/Treasurer: On motion of Mr. Robinson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the payment of the regular bills and the auditor’s warrants dated May 21, May 26, and May 28, 2010, were approved as submitted.

Auditor/Treasurer, Pam Heeren presented a 2011 departmental budget guideline proposal for Board consideration and review.


Public Works:  On motion of Mr. Robinson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

For Agreement to State Transportation Fund (Bridge Bonds)

Grant Terms and Conditions

S.P. 29-638-009, Bridge No. 29530

June 2, 2010

Whereas, The County of Hubbard has applied to the Commissioner of Transportation for a grant from the Minnesota State Transportation fund for the construction of Bridge No. 29530, S.P. 29-638-009, on County State Aid Highway 38 between Lake Benedict and Leech Lake; and


Whereas, The Commissioner of Transportation has given notice that funding for this bridge is available; and


Whereas, The amount of the grant has been determined to be $ 64,310.05 by reason of the lowest responsible bid;


Now, Therefore, be it resolved that the County of Hubbard does hereby agree to the terms and conditions of the grant consistent with Minnesota Statutes, section 174.50, subdivision 5 clause (3), and will pay any additional amount by which the cost exceeds the estimate, and will return to the Minnesota State Transportation Fund any amount appropriated for the bridge but not required.  The proper county officers are authorized to execute a grant agreement with the Commissioner of Transportation concerning the above-referenced grant.


Be It Further Resolved, that whereas federal-aid funds are being used to participate in the cost of the bridge, the Minnesota State Transportation Fund grant shall be deposited directly into the federal-aid agency account and that the records of the County shall so state.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, an increase of car pool mileage in the amount of $.02 for 2011 from $.42 to $.44 was approved for department utilization during the 2011 budgeting process.


Coordinator:  On the motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the scheduled work sessions for June 9, and July 14, were cancelled.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the Extension Office purchase of a LCD projector was approved, not to exceed $950 plus shipping and tax, to be paid from budgeted monies.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the elimination of the 500 CMM health plan from the 2011 Cafeteria Plan was approved, as recommended by the Benefits Committee and based on the employee ballot results.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the purchase of two, server UPS units were approved at an estimated cost of $2500 plus tax and shipping, as recommended by the Technolody Committee, to be paid from designated/unallocated monies.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the purchase of a replacement laptop not to exceed $700 plus tax and shipping, as recommended by the Technology Committee, was approved to be paid from the Recorder’s Compliance Fund, and stored in the Coordinator’s Office for use by departments for presentations, as needed, with the current laptop to be transferred to the LEC Med room for utilization by the nurse.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the purchase of a VESTA Pallas System from IES in the amount of $131,831.67 plus tax and shipping was approved, as recommended by the Technology Committee, to be paid from E911 monies.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the payment of the social service bills was approved, as submitted.


Sheriff:  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the STS purchase of a computer with software estimated not to exceed $910, plus tax and shipping was approved, as recommended by the Technolody Coordinator, to be paid from designated unallocated monies.


On motion of Mr. Johnnsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the amendment of the 2010 – 2011 STS contract was approved, as presented and the Chair was authorized to sign same.


Sheriff, Frank Homer informed the Board that Part Time (PT) Road Deputy, Adam Williams had been promoted to the vacant Full Time Road Deputy position and that the vacated PT position would be posted and filled in-house.


Sheriff Homer presented the quotes for the repair of the 1999 STS Ford F250 pickup spring including parts, labor and tax as follows:  Warren’s Tire & Auto, Park Rapids, MN - $827.98, Advanced Automotive Service Inc., Park Rapids, MN - $847.10; and Park Rapids Auto Centre - $925.88.  On motion of Mr. Johnnsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the project in bold, by underlined low quote above was approved to be paid from budgeted monies.


Recorder:  Recorder, Nicole Lueth presented the quotes for purchase of a microfilm reader/printer and 1 year maintenance agreement as follows:  Mid-America, Minneapolis, MN - $5,895 and ISC, Fargo, ND - $5,435.  On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the purchase in bold, by underlined low quote above was approved to be paid from the Recorder’s Complicance Fund.

Committee Reports:  The Commissioners provided reports regarding the meetings they had attended with no action needed at this time.


Closed Session:  On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the meeting was closed pursuant to M.S. §13D.05, Subd 3(a) (performance evaluation) with Auditor/Treasurer, Pam Heeren at 10:43 a.m.  The meeting was re-opened at 12:21 p.m.
