A TRANSCRIPT OF THE PROCEEDINGS OF A REGULAR MEETING OF THE HUBBARD COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS HELD ON JUNE 16, 2010, AT 9:00 0'CLOCK A.M.

A regular meeting of the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners was held on June 16, 2010, at 9:00 a.m. with all the Commissioners and County Coordinator, Jack Paul present.


The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all.


The meeting was called to order by Chairman, Lyle Robinson.


On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the agenda was approved, as submitted.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the minutes of the regular meeting held on June 2, 2010, were approved, as submitted.


On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

County Attorney candidate, Nathaniel Welte introduced himself to the Board and outlined his experience and goals as a candidate.


Auditor/Treasurer: On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the payment of the regular bills and the auditor’s warrants dated June 4 and June 11, 2010, were approved as submitted.

Auditor/Treasurer, Pam Heeren presented the General Revenue Cash Balance Report dated May 31, 2010.

On motion of Mr. Robinson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the 2011 preliminary departmental budget timelines & guidelines were approved, as submitted, including a 3% wage COLA for the non-union for budget purposes only, as discussed.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously, Mr. Johannsen and Mr. Larson wee appointed as the Commissioner representative on the Primary Election Canvassing Board required by law to meet on August 13, 2010.

Public Works:  Commissioner Carlson left the meeting at 9:19 a.m. and returned at 9:21 a.m.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the Five Year Construction Plan was adopted, as presented.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the final payment to Maney International of Alexandria, Inc. in the amount of $140,192 plus sales tax and license for $9,152.48 totaling $149,344.48, was approved, by commissioner’s warrant, for the new snow plow truck.

By consensus of the Board, the Solid Waste Officer was authorized to obtain quotes for a new backhoe/loader to be used at the south transfer station and a 3 to 3 ½ yard front end loader to be used at the south transfer station (summer) and at the Nevis Shop (winter), for further review by the Board.


Public Works Coordinator, David Olsonawski presented the quotes received for replacement of the Highway Department Mechanic’s Bay apron and concrete work space as follows:  Ron Scholz Concrete, LLC, Park Rapids, MN - $7,333; Danny’s Masonry, Akeley, MN - $7,400 and Haataja Contracting, Inc., Menahga, MN – rejected due to incomplete quote.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the project listed in bold by low underlined quote, above was approved with payment to be from budgeted monies.


The first quarter 2010 Highway Department comp time accrual was reported totaling 1090.35 hours.


The Road & Bridge Financial Statement for year to date April 30, 2010 and May 31, 2010 were submitted for review by the Board.


Coordinator:  Coordinator, Jack Paul reminded the representatives serving on the Benefit Committee of the upcoming meeting scheduled for June 21, 2010 at 10:00 a.m. in the LEC ITV Room.


Mr. Paul presented the commission rates for consignment auctioneer services for sale of unused county property:  North Country Auctions, Osage, MN – Items greater than $1,000 – 5%, Items less than $1,000 – 10% with 5% paid by the buyer also and Jokela Auctions, Park Rapids, MN – All items – 8% with nothing additional paid by the buyer.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the services listed in bold by underlined quote above were approved with the Coordinator requested to obtain the consignment auction dates available and schedule Hubbard County participation for July or August with a report to the Board.

On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the purchase of service (POS) agreement with Sally Shearer for completion of Horticulture services through the Extension Office was approved, (122 hours @ $14/hour) to be paid from Extension budgeted monies.

Social Services:  Social Services Director, Daryl Bessler introduced new Social Service, Child Protection Worker, Navasha Klapotz who began her duties with the county on April 12, 2010.


On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously the purchase of service agreement with the Park Rapids School District for completion of school-home interventionist services was approved, as recommended by the Social Services Director and the Chair was authorized to sign same.

Mr. Bessler presented quotes obtained for the purchase of a tabletop wireless conference phone as follows:  North Country Business, Bemidji, MN - $536 plus tax and Office Depot – internet – $269.99 – $1,169.10 range.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the purchase in bold by underlined quote above was approved based on compatibility with current system, to be paid from budgeted monies.

The Social Services Department utilization of overtime was reported for the period of May 9, through June 5, 2010, in the amount of thirty-four hours thirty minutes.


Mr. Bessler presented the quotes obtained for the purchase of a photocopier with add-on items as follows:  Liberty, Fargo, ND – Base unit including scan to e-mail - $6,180 plus tax with add-ons for fax - $388 plus tax and finisher - $600 plus tax and North Country Business, Bemidji, MN – Base unit including finisher - $6,268 with add-ons for fax - $608 plus tax and scan to e-mail function - $475 plus tax.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Robinson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the purchase listed in bold by underlined quote above was approved based on past history with equipment and recommendation of the Social Services Director.

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously, the revision to the redetermination of need, licensing capacity for the DAC agreement was approved and the Chair was authorized to sign same.

Mr. Bessler presented the Income Maintenance Report for May, 2010 reflecting a substantial increase.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, payment of the Income Maintenance Agenda, Social Service Agenda and welfare bills was approved, and the following resolution was adopted:

Sheriff Frank Homer presented the state bid received for the purchase of three taser/camera units with batteries and holsters and fifty, fifteen foot taser cartridges as follows:  Uniforms Unlimited, St. Paul, MN - $4,955.36 including tax and shipping.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the purchase in bold by underlined state bid, above was approved, including $300 discount if purchased before June 30, 2010, with two-thirds to be paid from the Sheriff’s designated fund and one-third to be paid from the canteen account.

Sheriff Homer presented information regarding the development of the State Law Enforcement Lexipol Policy.  No action was required at this time.

On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously the following resolution was adopted:

Whereas, The Hubbard County Sheriff's Office is eligible for a 2010 Federal Boating Grant in the amount of $8,329 and


Whereas, Hubbard County is in need of funds for the Boat and Water program,


Therefore, Be It Resolved, that Hubbard County agrees to comply with the requirements of the grant, and


Be It Further Resolved that the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners approves the grant as submitted.


Sheriff Homer presented the quotes received for the purchase of a Alumacraft boat and trailer with accessories as follows:  Charlie’s Boat & Marine, Park Rapids, MN - $8,328.49 and Dan’s All Season, Park Rapids, MN - $10,121.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the purchase listed in bold, by low underlined quote above was approved with payment to be from the 2010 Federal Boating Safety Supplemental Grant.

Community Health Services (CHS):  St. Joseph’s Community Health Manager, Chris Broeker presented information regarding the State Health Improvement Program (SHIP) grant focus on obesity and tobacco utilization in the four county area (Clearwater, Beltrami, Hubbard and Lake of the Woods).  The Board was also informed that the renewal of the WIC Program five year contract with the North Country Health Board had been completed.

MAHUBE:  Executive Director, Leah Pigatti and Northwest Consortium Program Coordinator, Marcia Otte presented information regarding a Long Term Homeless Grant for review by the Board.  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the Long Term Homeless Grant in the amount of $834,700 was approved, as presented and the Chairman was authorized to sign same.


Information regarding the Weatherization Program was shared with the Board including and increase in funding from the Recovery Act and receipt of an award from the Northern Minnesota Utilities Conservation Improvement Programs resulting in total available dollars in excess of $1.75 million to weatherize homes.

The MCIT membership of community action agencies was discussed referring to notification that effective December 31, 2010, MAHUBE must obtain alternate insurance coverage.  No action was necessary.

Environmental Services:  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the application for Conditional Use #1-CU-10 by Travis Guida and Sarah Coumbe-Guida located in Arago Township, Parcel ID #’s 02.22.00500 and 02.22.01620 was approved, as recommended by the Environmental Services Office and the Planning Commission and the Planning Commission Findings of Fact were adopted.

Environmental Services Officer, Eric Buitenwerf presented information regarding the State SSTS Rule Revisions with no action necessary at this time.

Committee Reports:  Information was reported about the Kitchigami Regional Library Board discussions regarding the provision of the mobile library service and their resulting exploration of other possible methods of providing the services to outlying areas.


Governor’s Fishing Opener Request for 2012:  Park Rapids Area Chamber of Commerce Executive Director, Katherine B. Magozzi presented information regarding the proposed application to host the 2012 Governor’s Fishing Opener in Park Rapids.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

Whereas, the Park Rapids Lakes Area is preparing a competitive application to host the 2012 Governor’s Fishing Opener, and


Whereas, 2012 will follow five years of major road construction in Park Rapids with a planned ribbon cutting opportunity for the completed revitalization project of the downtown Park Rapids area, and 


Whereas, Hubbard County is the home of Itasca State Park, the Headwaters of the Mississippi River, hundreds of crystal clear lakes, millions of acres of state and national forest, a National Wildlife Refuge and home to over 100 family resorts, campgrounds, B & B’s and motels, and


Whereas, the Park Rapids area is a great destination to host the 2012 Governor’s Fishing Opener with a community slogan, ‘A Beautiful Place with a Different Pace’ reflecting our focus on outdoor recreation including fishing, hiking, biking, attractions, and Hubbard County continues to be a tourism destination of generations of visitors who experience the sweet air of massive pine forests, the call of the loons, the majestic flight of the Bald Eagles and the smell of fresh fish on the grill, and 


Whereas, Hubbard County is willing to partner with the Park Rapids Lakes Area Chamber of Commerce to host the 2012 Governor’s Fishing Opener to make it a successful event.


Therefore, Be It Resolved, that the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners supports the application of the Park Rapids Lakes Area Chamber of Commerce to host the 2012 Governor’s Fishing Opener, and

Be It Further Resolved that the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners believes that in addition to showcasing the recreational, historic and scenic beauty of our area, the 2012 Opener will serve as a kick-off celebration for our 2012 summer tourism season with a ribbon cutting event for our revitalized downtown Park Rapids area.


Soil & Water Conservation District (SWCD):  SWCD District Manager, Shane Foley presented the 2009 Annual SWCD Report and provided a breakdown of 2009 completed projects and proposed 2010 projects.

Klein McCarthy Architects:  Architect, Bruce Schwartzman and Designer, Anthony Enright presented an architectural update on the proposed construction project for the upper level LEC area.  Discussion followed.  By consensus of the Board, Klein McCarthy Architects were authorized to proceed with development of a construction budget and investigate possible bonding rates for further review by the Board.


Auditor/Treasurer:  Ms. Heeren presented information regarding the Park Rapids Wrestling Booster Club application for a Temporary Liquor License for the July 1 through July 3, 2010, event to be held in Henrietta Township.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Robinson, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the Auditor/Treasurer was authorized to approve a temporary on sale liquor license for the July 1 through July 3, 2010, event in Henrietta Township, pending completion of proper paperwork with a report to the Board.
