A TRANSCRIPT OF THE PROCEEDINGS OF A REGULAR MEETING OF THE HUBBARD COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS HELD ON JULY 7, 2010, AT 9:00 0'CLOCK A.M.

A regular meeting of the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners was held on July 7, 2010, at 9:00 a.m. with all the Commissioners and County Coordinator, Jack Paul present.  

The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all.


The meeting was called to order by Chairman, Lyle Robinson.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the agenda was approved, as amended adding the Hubbard County Council on Aging payment of allocation.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the minutes of the Board of Appeal and Equalization meeting held on June 14, 2010, and the regular board meeting held on June 16, 2010, were approved, as submitted.


There was no public input.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the payment of a $300 allocation, by auditors warrant, to the Council on Aging was approved from cultural budgeted monies, to be used for Shell Prairie Agricultural Association Fair Senior Program expenses and commissioner attendance of the Senior Citizen Program on Friday, July 9, 2010, at the fair was authorized.


Auditor/Treasurer:  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the payment of the regular bills and the auditor’s warrants dated June 18, June 25, June 30, and July 2, 2010, were approved as submitted.

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

Whereas, The Secretary of State has notified counties that there is potential grant monies available to help defray the operating costs of the assistive voting equipment (Auto mark) and the vote counting equipment (M100) in each polling place,


Whereas, Hubbard County is under considerable budget constraints, making the maintenance costs prohibitive for the 34 precincts and 24 polling places which will be in effect for the 2010 election year,


Whereas,  Hubbard County agrees to adhere to the maintenance of effort as reported in 2000 and resume reporting the spending of HAVA funds until all funds are expended,


Whereas, the grant amount of $300 per polling place would be a tremendous financial help to Hubbard County for election costs,


Now Therefore, Be It Resolved that the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners does hereby approve the application of the grant dollars and authorizes the Hubbard County Auditor to prepare the same.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the temporary beer license application of the Lake George Area Association, Lake George Townshjp was approved pending completion of proper paperwork for the July 24, 2010 Lake George Blueberry Festival.

Public Works: Public Works Coordinator, David Olsonawski presented the bids received for SAP 29-596-02, Main Avenue utility and street improvement in Park Rapids from Eleventh Street to TH 34, as follows:  R L Larson Excavating, St. Cloud, MN - $4,147,578.55; Quam Construction Company, Willmar, MN - $4,197,433.93; Sellin Brothers, Inc., Hawley, MN - $4,258,679.65; LaTour Construction, Inc., Maple Lake, MN - $4,468,713.90; Central Specialties Inc., Alexandria, MN - $4,600,936.35; Redstone Construction Company, Inc., Mora, MN - $4,765,261.66; Northdale Construction Company, Inc., Albertville, MN - $4,783,220.49; and J. R. Ferche, Inc., Rice, MN - $5,003,744.85.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the project listed in bold by low, underlined bid above was approved, as recommended, to be paid from City of Park Rapids and Federal Funds.

Mr. Olsonawski presented the bids received for SAP 29-598-14, 15, & 16, bridge replacements with box culverts located on CR 118 & CR 97, as follows:  Young Excavating, Inc. – Hackensack, MN - $241,323.44; Gladen Construction, Laporte, MN - $253,704.10; Kern & Tabery Inc., Wadena, MN - $265,453.14; Gerit Hanson Construction, Blackduck, MN - $265,528.02; Reierson Construction Inc., Bemidji, MN - $273,996.47; Anderson Contracting, Inc., Solway, MN - $274,117.08; Landwehr Construction, Inc., St. Cloud, MN - $286,837.45; and Aspen Construction Company, Hackensack, MN - $301,725.92.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the project listed in bold by low, underlined bid above was approved, as recommended by the Public Works Coordinator, to be paid from bridge bonding and county fund monies.

Mr. Olsonawski presented the bids received for CP 29-85-03, grading and aggregate surfacing on CR 85 from CSAH 2 to TH 34, as follows:  Minnerath Construction, Cold Spring, MN - $408,092.64; Kern & Tabery Inc., Wadena, MN - $430,354.34;  Dennis Drewes Inc., Frazee, MN - $439,132.07; Reierson Construction Inc., Bemidji, MN - $468,720.25; Blombeck Construction, Inc., Eagle Bend, MN - $468,797.85; Sellin Brothers, Inc., Hawley, MN - $512,075.69; Red Lake Builders, Red Lake, MN - $529,978.38; and Central Specialties, Inc., Alexandria, MN - $789,747.00.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Robinson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the project listed in bold by low, underlined bid above was approved, as recommended by the Public Works Coordinator, to be paid from county monies.

Mr. Olsonawski presented the quote received for purchase of two Trimble HPB450 12 Khz Radios, 35 W Base Radio with antenna, mount cable and power cable , as follows:  Frontier Precision, Inc., Bloomington, MN - $4,615.39 (state contract).  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the purchase listed in bold, by underlined state contract above was approved, as recommended by the Technology Committee, to be paid from the Recorder’s Compliance Fund.

On motion of Mr. Robinson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the final payment to Mark Sand & Gravel was approved for CP 29-10-02, aggregate surfacing in the amount of $118,714.68.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the Solid Waste purchase of a computer and software was approved, as recommended by the Technology Committee, to be paid from designated unallocated monies.


The Highway Department accrued comp time for the second quarter in the amount of 1,200.66 hours was reported.


Coordinator:  Coordinator, Jack Paul reported the quotes obtained for the Extension Office LCD projector purchase that was authorized on June 2, 2010, as follows with the approved low quote underlined:  B & H Foto California - $519.95 plus shipping for a total of $542.30; Staples.com - $599.99 with free delivery and GovGroup.com - $562.02 with free shipping.


Mr. Paul reported the quotes obtained for the purchase of two backup UPS power supplies previously authorized on June 2, 2010, as follows with the accepted low quote, plus shipping and handling underlined, CDWG, Vernon Hills, IL - $2,390.22; Mouser Electronics, Mansfield, TX - $3,380.08; TrippLite, Chicago, IL - $2,798:  


Mr. Paul reported the quotes obtained for the purchase of a laptop previously authorized on June 2, 2010, as follows with the accepted low quote underlined, Tiger Direct - $549.99 with free shipping; Amazon.com - $629.99 plus shipping; and slickdeals.com - $579.99 plus shipping.


Mr. Paul reported the Jokela Consignment Auction schedule available for county participation as follows:  July 31 and August 28.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously, the participation of the county in the Jokela Consignment Auction was scheduled for July 31, for the sale of unused county equipment and the Coordinator was requested to inquire as to the possibility of establishing a time for sale of county vehicles and prior advertisement of same.


The performance evaluation that began on June 2, 2010, has not been finalized and continues to be under review.

On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously, the sale of a Minolta reader-printer that is currently unused due to replacement, to Blue Earth County in the amount of $800 was approved, as recommended by the County Recorder.

Mr. Paul reported that the Northwest Service Cooperative will be completing a RFP for the county provided life insurance plan for employees as required every five years.


Mr. Paul presented the Nationwide ProAccount recommended for approval by the Benefits Committee.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the provision of the Nationwide ProAccount option for county employees was authorized, as recommended by the Benefit Committee, at no cost to the County and the Chair was authorized to sign same.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously, the payment of the social services bills was approved, as presented.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the Recorder’s Office purchase of one computer with Windows 7 and two monitors was approved as recommended by the Technology Committee, with payment to be from the Recorder’s Tech Fund monies.

Sheriff:  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

Sheriff, Frank Homer informed the Board of the 2010 Annual dues in the amount of $2,759 that will be payable should the county proceed with the Lexipol Policy Project.  No action taken at this time.

Sheriff Homer provided a personnel update as follows:  Bill Schlag moved to the part time road deputy position effective July 1, 2010, and Joe Rittgers has been hired as the Supplemental Boat & Water Grant deputy effective June 28, 2010.

Emergency Management Officer, Brian Halbasch will provide an update on July 21, 2010.

County Attorney:  County Attorney, Don Dearstyne provided information regarding recently settled county litigation.

Mr. Dearstyne reported the resignation of the part time Assistant County Attorney and informed the Board of the projected medical leave of Assistant County Attorney, Erika Randall and the effect the combination of both vacancies will have on his office.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously, the resignation of Assistant County Attorney, Michael Plante was accepted effective July 1, 2010, and the filling of a full time Assistant County Attorney position was authorized per proper procedure.

Probation:  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the Probation Office purchase of journaling workbooks from the Change Company in the amount of $500 was approved to be paid from supervision fee revenue monies.


Committee Reports:  An update of the Northwestern Minnesota Juvenile Center was provided.  It was reported that positive public comments had been received from the public by several commissioners regarding the services provided by Veteran Service Officer, Greg Remus.

Environmental Services:  On motion or Mr. Robinson, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the two ordinance violations (Shoreland and SSTS) were referred to the County Attorney for review and litigation, if necessary.

Environmental Services Officer, Eric Buitenwerf reported utilization of 30.25 hours of overtime by his office for the period of January 1 to June 30, 2010.
