A TRANSCRIPT OF THE PROCEEDINGS OF A REGULAR MEETING OF THE HUBBARD COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS HELD ON JULY 21, 2010, AT 9:00 0'CLOCK A.M.

A regular meeting of the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners was held on July 21, 2010, at 9:00 a.m. with all the Commissioners and County Coordinator, Jack Paul present.


The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all.


The meeting was called to order by Chairman, Lyle Robinson.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the agenda was approved, as submitted.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the minutes of the regular meeting held on July 7, 2010, were approved, as submitted.


Public Input:  Representatives of the Leech Lake Area Watershed Foundation presented information regarding completed projects assisted with and expressed a continued willingness to partner with Hubbard County for preservation of natural resources in the area.


Auditor/Treasurer:  On motion of Mr. Robinson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the payment of the regular bills and the auditor’s warrants dated July 9, and July 16, 2010, were approved as submitted.

Auditor/Treasurer, Pam Heeren presented the 2010 second quarter revenue and expense reports as well as the General Revenue Cash Balance Report dated June 30, 2010.


Mr. Larson and Mr. Johannsen were reminded of their appointment to the Primary Election Canvassing Board and the scheduled meeting date of August 13, 2010, at 10:00 a.m.

Public Works:  Public Works Coordinator, David Olsonawski presented the quotes obtained for the completion of S.P. 29-060-003, the Lake Country Scenic Byway Interpretive Plan as follows:  The 106 Group, LTD, St. Paul, MN - $20,295 (highest rating by LCSBA); Ballantyne Environment Resources, Boulder, CO - $20,900; HRDC/Frizzell Winter Associates, Bemidji, MN - $22,000; E-Resources Group, Webster City, IA - $24,200; and Veverka & Associates, Okemos, MI - $18,000 (lowest rating by LCSBA).  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the project listed in bold by underlined quote, above was approved based on the LCSBA rating to be paid from Federal, Grants and Local funding sources.

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously, the following resolutions were adopted:

S.A.P. 29-598-014, Bridge No. 29J15

Whereas, The County of Hubbard has applied to the Commissioner of Transportation for a grant from the Minnesota State Transportation fund for the construction of Bridge No. 29J15, S.A.P. 29-598-014, on County Aid Highway 97 located 2.31 miles south of CSAH 9 and 2.98 miles north of CSAH 3, over Hennepin Creek; and


Whereas, The Commissioner of Transportation has given notice that funding for this bridge is available; and


Whereas, The amount of the grant has been determined to be $ 59,148.88 by reason of the lowest responsible bid;


Now, Therefore, be it resolved that the County of Hubbard does hereby agree to the terms and conditions of the grant consistent with Minnesota Statutes, section 174.50, subdivision 5 clause (3), and will pay any additional amount by which the cost exceeds the estimate, and will return to the Minnesota State Transportation Fund any amount appropriated for the bridge but not required.  The proper county officers are authorized to execute a grant agreement with the Commissioner of Transportation concerning the above-referenced grant.

S.A.P. 29-598-016, Bridge No. 29J16

July 21, 2010

Whereas, The County of Hubbard has applied to the Commissioner of Transportation for a grant from the Minnesota State Transportation fund for the construction of Bridge No. 29J16, S.A.P. 29-598-016, on County Aid Highway 118 located 5.155 miles west of T.H. 71 over Frontenac Creek; and


Whereas, The Commissioner of Transportation has given notice that funding for this bridge is available; and


Whereas, The amount of the grant has been determined to be $ 42,193.00 by reason of the lowest responsible bid;


Now, Therefore, be it resolved that the County of Hubbard does hereby agree to the terms and conditions of the grant consistent with Minnesota Statutes, section 174.50, subdivision 5 clause (3), and will pay any additional amount by which the cost exceeds the estimate, and will return to the Minnesota State Transportation Fund any amount appropriated for the bridge but not required.  The proper county officers are authorized to execute a grant agreement with the Commissioner of Transportation concerning the above-referenced grant.

For Agreement to State Transportation Fund (Bridge Bonds)

Grant Terms and Conditions

S.A.P. 29-598-015, Bridge No. 29J17

July 21, 2010

Whereas, The County of Hubbard has applied to the Commissioner of Transportation for a grant from the Minnesota State Transportation fund for the construction of Bridge No. 29J17, S.A.P. 29-598-015, on County Aid Highway 118 located 1.89 miles south of CSAH 9 over Frontenac Creek; and


Whereas, The Commissioner of Transportation has given notice that funding for this bridge is available; and


Whereas, The amount of the grant has been determined to be $ 38,719.24 by reason of the lowest responsible bid;


Now, Therefore, be it resolved that the County of Hubbard does hereby agree to the terms and conditions of the grant consistent with Minnesota Statutes, section 174.50, subdivision 5 clause (3), and will pay any additional amount by which the cost exceeds the estimate, and will return to the Minnesota State Transportation Fund any amount appropriated for the bridge but not required.  The proper county officers are authorized to execute a grant agreement with the Commissioner of Transportation concerning the above-referenced grant.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the transfer of cabin lease No. 21 located in Section 1, T142N, R35W, Clover Township from John Dahl to Patrick Lee Martin was approved, as recommended by the Land Commissioner.

Land Commissioner, Bob Hoffman provided information regarding privately owned structures located on county land described as Government Lot 4, Section 18, T144N, R35W, in Lake Hattie Township.  The structures are owned by Tom Reitvold.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the review of the cabin trespass on tax-forfeited land, as outlined above, was extended for five years to permit the Rietvold’s to remove the present structures with a satisfactory Board review to be completed at that time.

The Road & Bridge financial report dated June 30, 2010, was submitted for review.

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the resignation of Land Commissioner, Bob Hoffman was accepted effective October 22, 2010, with regrets and a letter of appreciation for his service to Hubbard County in excess of thirty-four years was authorized.


Social Services:  Social Services Director, Daryl Bessler presented the second quarter 2010 financial report.

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the following purchase of service agreements were approved, as presented by the Social Services Director:  Laporte School for home interventionist services; Stellher Human Services for family based counseling; Nelson In-Home Services for family based life management skills; Diamond Willow for 24 hour customized living services; Care Age Country Home for 24 hour customized living services; Hubbard County DAC for day training and habilitation services; St. Joseph’s Area Health Services for home and community based waiver services; Heartland Homes Inc. for developmental disabilities waivered services; Caring Hands Home Care for home and community based waiver services and Heartland Homes SILS.

On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

Be It Resolved, that Hubbard County enter into an Agreement with the State of Minnesota to provide public transportation service in Hubbard County.


Be It Further Resolved, that Hubbard County agrees to provide a local share of 15% of the total operating costs and 20% of the total capital costs.


Be It Further Resolved, that Hubbard County authorizes the County Board Chairman and the Social Services Director to execute the aforementioned Agreement and any amendments thereto.


Mr. Bessler reported the utilization of eighteen hours thirty minutes of overtime for the period of June 6, to July 3, 2010.

Mr. Bessler reported the completed social service photocopier purchase resulting in sale of one limited use copier on the scheduled consignment auction and the Income Maintenance Report was presented reflecting an increase in caseloads and a decrease of intakes for June, 2010.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the payment of the Income Maintenance Agenda, Social Service Agenda and welfare bills was approved, and the following resolution was adopted:

Be It Resolved, That the foregoing record is a true and accurate recording of the official actions and recommendations of the County Board of Commissioners and as such constitutes the official minutes thereof.  Payments of assistance, relief and claims as indicated in these minutes is hereby ordered.


Sheriff:  Emergency Management Officer, Brian Halbasch presented an update with no action required.


Sheriff, Frank Homer invited the Board and the public to attend the 2nd Annual “Nite to Unite” event to be held on August 3, 2010, from 6 to 8 p.m. in the LEC parking lot.


Chemical Health Coordinator, Sara Bowles with the Hubbard County Youth Drug & Alcohol Task Force presented information regarding a proposed “Prescription Drug Collection Program” with no action required at this time.


Environmental Services:  Environmental Services Officer, Eric Buitenwerf presented information regarding a Conditional Use Permit Application #2-CU-10.  No action was taken by the Board.


Mr. Buitenwerf distributed the state septic rule revision comments prepared by the Environmental Services Office for review by the Board.


Closed Session:  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously the meeting was closed at 1:00 p.m. pursuant to M.S. §13D.05, Subd 2(b) for preliminary consideration of allegations or charges against an employee.  The meeting was re-opened at 1:22 p.m.

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

Whereas, a grievance has been filed against the Coordinator, and


Whereas, the Coordinator would normally do an investigation of the allegations stated in a filed grievance; and


Whereas, the County Attorney has determined there is a conflict of interest preventing his office from completing an investigation of the grievance allegations;


Therefore, Be It Resolved, that the County Attorney is hereby authorized to obtain the services of an independent contractor to investigate the allegations; and


Be It Further Resolved, that said independent contractor will be authorized to obtain necessary documentation to complete the investigation; and


Be It Further Resolved, that employees interviewed in connection with the investigation of the allegations will be required to answer the questions of the independent contractor.

Coordinator:  Coordinator, Jack Paul reported the sale of county vehicles on the July 31st Jokela Consignment Auction will be scheduled and advertising of the time will be specified prior to the date of sale.


Mr. Paul reported the 2010 Employee Health Fair will be conducted July 22, 2010, beginning at 7:30 a.m. in Room B-2 (KS) of the meeting room in the courthouse, with gifts and prizes being awarded to participants.


Committee Reports:  No committee reports were completed.
