A TRANSCRIPT OF THE PROCEEDINGS OF A REGULAR MEETING OF THE HUBBARD COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS HELD ON AUGUST 18, 2010, AT 9:00 0'CLOCK A.M.

A regular meeting of the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners was held on August 18, 2010, at 9:00 a.m. with all the Commissioners and County Assistant Coordinator, Deb Thompson present.


The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all.


The meeting was called to order by Chairman, Lyle Robinson.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the agenda was approved, adding radio funding discussion during the Sheriff’s time on the agenda.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the minutes of the regular meeting held on August 4, 2010, were approved, as submitted.


There was no public input.


Coordinator:  
Assistant Coordinator, Deb Thompson reported the actual consignment auction results held on July 31, 2010, totaling $17,520 with the county realizing $16,118.40 after commission reductions as follows:  Courthouse $179.40; Social Services $3,680; Forfeited Land $3,703; and Sheriff’s Office $8,556


Auditor/Treasurer:  On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the payment of the regular bills and auditor’s warrants dated August 6, and August 13, 2010, was approved, as submitted with the clarification of the Extension Office LCD projector purchase in the amount of $579, as discussed.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously, the payment of the 2010 Historical Society allocation in the amount of $5,500 was approved by auditor’s warrant.

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously the signatures of the Chairman and Auditor/Treasurer were authorized on the Soaring Eagles Ski Trail agreement.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the Becida Bar Inc applications for Liquor, Sunday Liquor, On/Off and Tobacco licenses were approved and collection of fees was waived due to change in business name only, not change of ownership.

Coordinator:  Ms. Thompson reported the 2011 Health Insurance rate increase after Northwest Service Cooperative adjustment was established at 6.7%.


On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Carlson and carried unanimously the addition of a voluntary Long Term Care benefit to the employee Cafeteria Plan effective January 1, 2011, was approved, as recommended by the Benefit Committee, with employee informational meetings to be provided.

Social Services:  Social Services Director, Daryl Bessler introduced the following new social service employees to the Board:  Social Worker, Robert Kaumans effective April 26, 2010, and Financial Assistance Supervisor I, Renee Weeks effective March 15, 2010.

Ms. Weeks presented and reviewed the Case Management Earnings Report for CY 2010 reflecting both caseloads and intakes slightly down for July, 2010.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously, the following purchase of service agreements were approved, as recommended by the Social Services Director and signature of same was authorized: Hubbard County DAC for Transportation Services and Hubbard County Veterans Service for Transportation Services.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously; the following purchase of service agreements were approved, as recommended by the Social Services Director and signature of same was authorized:  Lake Country Associates Inc. for Outpatient Mental Health Services; Orion Intermediary Services Organization for Fiscal Support Entity Services; and Department of Human Services for completion of Minnesota Care applications.

On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the amendment to the Transit Agreement with MnDot for the purchase of Automatic Vehicle Location (AFL) equipment (hardware and software) was approved, as recommended by the Social Services Director.


The Case Management Earnings Report was presented for the first half of CY2010.


On motion or Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the resignation of Social Services Case Aide, Diana Eischens effective November 30, 2010, was accepted with regrets; a letter of appreciation for county service was approved; and the re-filling of the position and any others that may be necessary as a result was authorized, per proper procedures.

Mr. Bessler reported the completion of the Title IV-E Foster Care eligibility review and the results.


The Social Services overtime utilization for the period July 3, to July 31, 2010, was reported in the amount of 45 hours and 30 minutes.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson, and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

Jail/Dispatch Administrator, Sherri Klasen presented the quotes received for lease and/or purchase of a photocopier for dispatch as follows:  North Country Business Products, Bemidji, MN - $6,657.24; Marco, Bemidji, MN - $5,771.25; Advanced Business Products, Fargo, ND - $5,892.02; and Liberty Business Systems, Fargo, ND - $6,732.53.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the purchase in bold, by underlined low quote above was approved based on lower maintenance agreement costs and the removal of current machine at no additional expense, with payment to be from auction proceeds.

Discussion was held regarding the PCIC Federal Grant.  On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the Sheriff was directed to notify the Radio Advisory Committee that Hubbard County, including EMS/First Responders (Hubbard & Laporte), were committed to utilizing their portion of the PCIC Federal Grant and secondary reallocation dollars received for radio purchases, depending on the cost ratio, with all participants providing a percentage of the $13,891.13 match required.  In addition, an outline of the additional dollars needed by Hubbard County should be supplied.

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

Resolution Adopting a Plan

For

Public Safety Communication within Hubbard County


Whereas, it is a basic responsibility of the County to provide for the health and welfare of its citizens, and


Whereas, the Federal Communications Commission (FCC) has issued regulations which required the replacement of wideband Land Mobile Radio (LMR) systems operating in the Very High Frequency (VHF) and Ultra high Frequency (UHF) spectrum by 2013; and


Whereas, public safety agencies throughout the country, including public safety agencies within Hubbard County, have relied upon wideband LMR systems to provide vital public safety communications for law enforcement, fire, emergency medical services, public works, disaster response and other vital government services; and


Whereas, the County has worked with the Northwest Minnesota Regional Radio Board (NWRRB), of which it is a participating member, to complete a comprehensive assessment of public safety communication within the County; and


Whereas, the County has been presented with a public safety communication assessment (hereinafter “Assessment”) conducted by Federal Engineering, which included an assessment of the alternatives that exist for the County to replace the public safety communication infrastructure within the County.


Now, Therefore, Be It Resolved, the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners hereby accepts the Assessment as an accurate assessment of public safety communication needs within the County and of the alternatives that reasonably exist to replace the public safety communication infrastructure within the County, and be it further;


Resolved, that the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners adopt the Allied Radio Matrix for Emergency Response (ARMER) participation alternative specified in the Assessment as the most appropriate and best option for the county to replace the public safety communication infrastructure within the county, and be it further;


Resolved, that the Hubbard County Sheriff (hereinafter “Sheriff”) is instructed to develop a participation plan (hereinafter “Plan”) for the migration of and participation of all county and local governments and public safety agencies located and operating within the County to the ARMER public safety communication system, and be if further;


Resolved, that the Plan developed by the Sheriff shall include and provide for a proposed budget for the integration of public safety agencies to the ARMER public safety communication system, for competitive bid documents and proposals for local enhancements or improvements required for county participation and proposed contracts for equipment and services necessary to complete the integration of public safety agencies to the ARMER public safety communication system, and be it further;


Resolved, the Assessment providing the basis of this action shall be submitted to the NWRRB with a recommendation that the Assessment by incorporated into the NWRRB regional public safety communication plan and that the Sheriff is authorized to submit the Assessment and the Plan to the NWRRB, to the Minnesota Departments of Transportation and Public Safety and to the Statewide Radio Board, as may be necessary to gain final approval for the County participation in the ARMER public safety communication system as provided for in the Plan.

On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously, the Sheriff was authorized to request the respective funding as follows from the State Radio Board:  participation plan - $30,000; infrastructure - $175,000; and subscriber units - $40,000.

Community Health Services (CHS):  St. Joseph’s Community Health Manager, Chris Broeker reported the satisfactory completion of the WIC Program management evaluation by the MN Department of Health.


Ms Broeker also informed the Board, that exposure to West Nile infection is at its peak in August and September and encouraged precautions.  She also reported that new legislation has been enacted expanding limitations for youth tobacco exposure with community education efforts underway.


County Attorney:  On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, a correction was made to the June 2, 2010, board minutes as follows:  the meeting closure based on MN Statute §13D.05 Subd 3(a) was changed to MN Statute §13D.05, Subd 2(b), as recommended by the County Attorney and the August 18, 2010, meeting was closed at 11:18 a.m. pursuant to MN Statute §13D.05, Subd 2(b).  The meeting was re-opened at 11:34 a.m.


Environmental Services:  On motion of Mr. Carlson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, the SSTS Ordinance violation was referred to the County Attorney for review and litigation, if necessary.


Coordinator: On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

Whereas, Coordinator, Jack Paul was appointed to serve as the clerk to the County Board in Resolution No. 01059906 effective December 28, 1998, and 


Whereas, it is the intent of the Hubbard County Board to rescind the appointment of Coordinator, Jack Paul as clerk of the County Board effective August 5, 2010.

Now, Therefore Be It Resolved, that effective August 5, 2010, the duties as clerk of the County Board previously performed by Coordinator, Jack Paul since December 28, 1998, are rescinded, and

Be It Further Resolved, that effective August 5, 2010, Assistant Coordinator, Debbie Thompson is appointed to serve as clerk to the County Board and assumes the responsibilities of the clerk to the board as imposed by MS §384.09.


By consensus of the Board, Commissioners Johannsen and Devine were requested to review changes in the Assistant Coordinator duties and make a recommendation to the Board


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Devine and carried unanimously, any adjustment in the Assistant Coordinator wage, if necessary, was approved to be effective August 18, 2010.

Committee Reports:  Information was shared with the Board regarding the following Committees/Boards:  Benefit Committee; Heritage Campus; AMC Leadership Conference in Walker; Fair Board with the 2011 fair scheduled for July 6, 2011; Park Rapids Library Board; and Prime West with no action required.

2011 Departmental Budget Reviews:  Public Works Coordinator, David Olsonawski, together with Solid Waste Officer, Vern Massie and Land Commissioner, Bob Hoffman presented information regarding the 2011 departmental budgets including the following:  Highway, Surveyor, County Cars, Solid Waste, Recycling, Landfill Closure, Forfeited Land, Forest Development, Forest Road Access, Parks & Recreation, In Lieu 2010/11, and the Environmental Trust Fund.

Social Services Director, Daryl Bessler presented information regarding the 2011 social services budget and levy request that will remain the same as 2010.


Sheriff Frank Homer, together with Jail/Dispatch Administrator, Sherri Klasen, STS Crewleader, Randy Griess; and Emergency Management Officer, Brian Halbasch; presented information regarding the 2011 departmental budgets including the following:  Sheriff, STS Program, Communication/Corrections, Boat & Water and Emergency Management.
