A regular meeting of the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners was held on January 18, 2012, at 9:00 a.m. with all the Commissioners and Coordinator, Debbie Thompson present.


The Pledge of Allegiance was said by all.


The meeting was called to order by Chairman, Dick Devine.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously, the agenda was approved as submitted.


On motion of Ms. Grell, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the minutes of the annual meeting held on January 3, 2012, were approved as submitted.


There was no public input.


Coordinator:  The Economic Development Abatement Policy remains under review for a recommendation to the Board.


Auditor/Treasurer:  On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the payment of the regular bills and the auditor’s warrants dated January 6, and 13, 2012, were approved as submitted.


Auditor/Treasurer, Pam Heeren presented the General Fund Cash Balance, Donation and Overtime reports dated December 31, 2011.


Ms. Heeren presented the cash balance history report.  No action required.

The Revenue and Expenditure reports dated December 31, 2011, were provided for review.


The final total of the 2011 unspent departmental budgeted monies was reported to the Board in excess of $316,000.  Discussion followed.  By consensus of the Board, the Auditor/Treasurer was requested to provide a breakdown of the 2011 unspent departmental budget totals to the Board prior to the next meeting for review and action on February 1, 2012.


Ms. Heeren provided an update regarding the incomplete Becida 1st Responder contract.  Discussion followed.  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously, the Auditor/Treasurer was directed to follow the First Responder Policy, as discussed.

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

Resolution No. 01181201

Whereas, Hubbard County Auditor’s Office serves as the sponsor of various recreational trails that are part of the State of Minnesota Grant-in-Aid Trail System; and

Whereas, , the construction and maintenance of these trails are funded through Minnesota Trail Assistance Program Grants issued with the approval of the Minnesota Department of Natural Resources; and

Whereas, a 2012 Minnesota Trail Assistance Program application has been prepared for the approval of Hubbard County as sponsor of the following existing trail sponsored by Hubbard County and funded by the State of Minnesota Trail Assistance Program;

NORTHWOODS RIDERS OHV CLUB; and

Whereas, this trail is located in Hubbard County,


Now, Therefore, Be It Resolved, that Hubbard County agrees to sponsor said trail at no cost to the county, agrees to abide by the regulations stated in the agreement and the Hubbard County Auditor/Treasurer agrees to act as the fiscal agent on behalf of the local unit of government.


On motion of Ms. Grell, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously, the following applications were approved, pending completion of proper paperwork: 3.2 Non-Intoxicating (beer) – Bayside Resort, Lake Emma Township; Tobacco – Fraternal Order of Eagles, Park Rapids; and Liquor & Sunday Liquor – Headwaters Country Club, Park Rapids.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously, the re-establishment of the GIS budget was approved to provide proper financial tracking, as recommended by the Auditor/Treasurer.


By consensus of the Board, the Auditor/Treasurer was authorized to develop a “Timely Reimbursement Submission Policy” for review by the Baord, to be included in the Personnel Policy, if necessary.


Public Works:  On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously the Highway and Land Survey Department Clothing Policy was approved, as revised and recommended previously by the Public Works Coordinator.


Land Commissioner, Mark Lohmeier reported the results of the Timber sale auction held on January 17, 2012, with proceeds in the amount of $510,403.69.


On motion of Mr. Robinson, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

Whereas, Minnesota Statutes §282.01, Subd 1 provides for the classification of tax-forfeited lands as conservation or non-conservation, and


Whereas, the County Board may elect to use the classification and reclassification procedures provided in paragraphs (g) (h) and (i) as stated in paragraph (f) of MN Statute §282.01, Subd 1 and


Whereas, it is the policy of this state to encourage the best use of tax-forfeited lands, recognizing that some lands in public ownership should be retained and managed for public benefits while other lands should be returned to private ownership, and


Whereas, the Hubbard County Board has reviewed the information on the disposition of the following tax-forfeited lands.


Now Therefore, Be It Resolved that the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners elects to use the classification and reclassification procedures provided in paragraphs (g) (h) and (i) as stated in paragraph (f) of MN Statute §282.01, Subd 1 for a minimum of five years as provided by law, and

On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Robison and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

Resolution No. 01181203

Of the County Board authorizing and fixing terms of sale of tax forfeited land to be held February 22, 2012.

Whereas, the following list of lands forfeited to the State of Minnesota for non-payment of taxes, is hereby approved for sale by the Hubbard County Board of Commissioners, and;

Whereas, Minnesota Statutes 282.01 to 282.12 provide for the classification and sale of lands forfeited to the State for delinquent taxes, and;

Whereas, such classification has been made by the County Board and the classification and sale has been approved by the Town Board of the Town or the City Council of the City in which they lie, and;



Whereas, the County Board has made appraisal of such lands as provided by law and a list of such lands has been filed with the County Auditor for the purpose of offering such lands for sale at not less than their appraised value, and;

Whereas, the County Board is, by law, designated with authority to provide for the sale of such lands on terms, and;

Whereas, the County Board has considered the advisability of selling on terms and has considered the accessibility of such lands, their proximity to existing improvements, and the effects of their sale and occupancy on the public burden.

Now, Therefore, Be It Resolved: That the terms of sale of said parcels of land are hereby fixed as follows:
On all parcels of land, sold for $1,000.00 or less, the purchase price shall be paid in cash at the time of the purchase.  On all sales for an amount in excess of $1,000.00, one-third of the purchase price, but not less than $1,000.00 shall be paid in cash at the time of the purchase.  The balance of the purchase price shall be payable in two equal annual installments.  The deferred payments shall bear interest at 10% per annum and both principal and interest shall be payable annually on or before December 1st of the year(s) following sale.  On all parcels of land sold on terms, on which buildings are standing, the buildings shall be insured by the purchaser for the protection of the seller and a Certificate of Insurance shall be provided to the seller within thirty (30) days.  On all parcels of land upon which there is standing timber or timber products, the timber shall be sold for cash.

Be It Further Resolved; that all parcels of the said land shall be offered for sale subject to existing roads, easements, leases, if any, and subject to mineral rights as provided by law.  All lands are sold “as is”.  There is no warranty of clear title and no abstract of title will be furnished.  The state deed, given after full payment is received, is a quit claim deed.  There is no guarantee of access, suitability, habitability, freedom from liens, or freedom from defects in title.  The buyer is responsible for determining whether these lands comply with the provisions of any applicable ordinances, and if a well and sewage disposal system is located on the property there is no guarantee that they meet the requirements of applicable ordinances.  The buyer is also responsible for the proper removal and disposal of any garbage or demolition debris on the property purchased, and;

Be It Further Resolved; that any lands herein offered for sale do not adjoin or are not located on a suitable legally established and maintained public highway or road, the township wherein said lands may be located, or any other municipality, shall not for a period of five years be obligated to the establishment, construction, or additional maintenance of any public roads or the expenditure of any public funds for the benefit of the owner or occupant of any lands purchased, by reason of the ownership or occupancy of any of this land; provided further that nothing herein shall be construed to create any obligation directly or indirectly on the part of any municipality of the expenditure of any money for the benefit of said parcels after the expiration of said five year period, and;

Be It Further Resolved; that the right is reserved in the interest of the public to withdraw from sale any parcel at any time prior to its sale, and;

Be It Further Resolved; that a notice of sale of such lands be given publication in the official newspaper of the County as provided by law and that the County Auditor of Hubbard County offer such parcels of land for sale in the order in which they appear in the said notice of sale and that such sales be to the highest bidder, but not less than the appraised value, and that such sale commence at 10:00 A.M. on the day of February 22, 2012 and continue until such parcels are sold or withdrawn from sale, and;

Be It Further Resolved; that each bidder on any parcel of land shall make a down payment in cash, money order, or certified check to the County Treasurer for one-third of the appraised value at the time of the sale.  If such bidder shall fail to make such payment to the County Treasurer, such parcel shall immediately be re-submitted for sale.
PLEASE TAKE NOTICE
That pursuant to Minnesota Statutes 284.28, Subd. 8, a tax of three percent (3%) of the sale price shall be collected at the time of the sale, to be credited to the Tax Forfeited Land Assurance Fund, and pursuant to Minnesota Statutes 284.014, a fee of twenty-five dollars ($25) shall be collected for instrument of conveyance upon full payment.  Laws of Minnesota 1987, Chapter 268, Art. 14, Sec. 16 repealed the exemption from State Deed Tax on state deeds.  Purchasers are now required to prepay the deed tax at the rate of $.0033 for the net consideration, minimum $1.65 and the deed recording fee of forty-six dollars ($46).
· The deeds for these parcels will contain a restrictive covenant which will prohibit enrollment of the land in a state funded program providing compensation for conservation of marginal lands or wetlands.


· Parcels which had special assessments on them at the time of forfeiture may be reassessed by the Township or City.  You must check with the Township or City in which the parcel is located to see if those assessments will be reassessed.

The Road & Bridge Financial Statement dated December 31, 2011 was presented and reviewed.


Social Services:  On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously, the revisions to the following Host County Contracts and Purchase of Service two year renewal agreements were approved unless indicted for alternate duration, as recommended by the Social Service Director and authorized the Chair to sign same:  Stepping Stones Adult Foster Care for home and community based services, Carol Nelson for money management, guardianship and conservatorship services; three year agreement with St. Joseph Hospital for dietician services; and Kristy Wheatley for adult mental health psych nurse services.


Social Services Director, Daryl Bessler presented the 2011 Revenues & Expenditure Report dated December 31, 2011 for review by the Board.  No action taken.

Mr. Bessler presented information regarding the following approved plan updates:  Minnesota Family Investment Program (MFIP) Biennial Service Agreement; Vulnerable Children and Adult Services Plan; Child Care Plan; Mental Health Plan


Mr. Bessler also presented a review of the cost report information available from the Department of Human Services (DHS) and an update regarding the Managed Care Re-procurement process currently underway.


Mr. Bessler reported a comparison of income maintenance caseloads for calendar years 2010 and 2011 and the Social Services overtime for the period of December 4, 2011, through December 31, 2011, in an amount totaling eighteen hours.


On motion of Mr. Robinson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the establishment of 291 points for the Lead Child Support Officer position was approved, as recommended by the Classification Committee.


On motion of Mr. Johannsen, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously, the following resolution was adopted:

Architect Presentation:  Vetter Johnson Architect representatives Owner/Architect, Steven Johnson, Interior Designer/Space Planner, Roz Johnson, CID, and Electrical Engineer, Jay Hruby, P.E. provided information regarding the building & space analysis proposal submitted for consideration by the Board.

Coordinator:  Discussion was held regarding the land classification resolution made earlier in the day.  On motion of Mr. Robinson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the Land Commissioner was directed to remove Parcel #32.55.10600, Lots 4-6, Block 25 PRC Graeber’s Addition from Resolution No. 01181202 adopted earlier in the day.

On motion of Mr. Robinson, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried with Mr. Devine out of the room, the revisions to Section 16 & Addendum VII of the Personnel Policy were approved as presented.


By consensus of the Board, the work session scheduled for January 25, 2012, was cancelled.


By consensus of the Board, the law enforcement center’s primary utilization of the OET redundancy solution being implemented was approved, as recommended by the Technology Committee.


On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Robinson and carried unanimously, the purchase of a County Attorney replacement computer and software was approved as recommended by the Technology Coordinator, in the amount of $699 and $250 respectively, to be paid from committed designated dollars.


On motion of Mr. Robinson, seconded by Mr. Larson and carried unanimously, the Joint Powers Agreement with SWCD for administration of the Wetland Conservation Act of 1991 was approved with no changes from 2011 and the Chair was authorized to sign same.

Committee Reports:  A report was provided regarding the responses received by the AMC Planning Committee with regard to the AMC Conference held in December, 2011.  Preparations underway for the planning of the 2012 Annual AMC Conference were reviewed.

Coordinator:  On motion of Mr. Larson, seconded by Mr. Johannsen and carried unanimously, the appointment of the Coordinator was re-affirmed for a six month period beginning January 1, 2012 through June 30, 2012, and the Chairman was authorized to complete the Oath.


By consensus of the Board, the tentative scheduling of the board training to be conducted by Attorney, Scott Anderson to be held on March 13, 2012, at 1:00 p.m. in the LEC basement meeting room was agreed upon pending Mr. Anderson’s satisfactory review and the Environmental Services Officer was requested to extend an invitation of participation to the following, as previously discussed:  county and township planning commissions; board of adjustments; city council; county board; and township boards.


By consensus of the Board the content of the correspondence to the Hubbard County personnel was re-affirmed as amended from January 11, 2012, and the Coordinator was authorized to complete the distribution, as presented.
